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     As we continue through these crazy times, 
we watch as each day provides us with new 
information as to what we should and shouldn’t 
be doing in order to remain safe and healthy.   
We hope you are all being careful and safe as 
we continue along this uncharted path.   
     In response to the most recent guidelines we 
will keep the Old Library Museum closed until 
further notice.  Current guidelines suggest that 
we have no more than five (5) people at a time 
in the building, plus we would need to be extra 
vigilant in keeping things clean.  This doesn’t 
mean keeping the dust down, this means the 
use of disinfectants to kill any germs that may 
be present.  There is some concern that the use 
of disinfectants on a regular basis would have a 
negative impact on the historic artifacts and 
displays.   
     As things change, we will work towards the 
re-opening of the Old Library Museum and the 
sharing of the great history of this Town. 
     We apologize for the brevity of this 
newsletter.  We were holding off on the 
distribution of it in hopes that we would have 
some good news, but it is patience that will 
keep us all going. 
     We will keep you informed as to any other 
changes.  We understand that the Marshall 
Point Lighthouse Committee will be meeting 
soon to determine what they will be doing.
