Contract Agreement for Sale/Purchase of a Purebred Newfoundland Puppy
This is a legal contract written by Daniela Popescu, owner of Black Lions Newfoundland, Marysville, WA and governed by the Laws of the State of Washington, County of Snohomish.
Daniela Popescu, hereinafter referred to as Breeder/Seller, and__________, the Buyer, hereinafter to be referred to as Owner, of the below described Newfoundland and conditions, both agree:

I. Buyer/Owner is buying the described Purebred Newfoundland puppy for $________ (USD).
II. Owner pays the whole amount either in full or in two parts, deposit and balance. Both could be paid via PayPal, Venmo, Zelle, and must clear Buyer’s bank and be posted onto Seller’s account, before a confirmation/deposit form can be sent.
III. The remaining balance, if any, must be paid in full when possession is taken or before the puppy is shipped. The same methods of payment could be used. Any shipping expenses are to be prepaid by the Buyer/Owner.

IV. Responsibilities and Clauses for the Breeder and Owner/Buyer:
1. Health Guarantee: Black Lions Newfoundlands guarantees that their puppies are purebred Newfoundland puppies, registrable with the American Kennel Club. The breeder guarantees that the Sire and Dam were health tested by OFA recommendations and has taken responsible precautions to prevent the puppies from acquiring hereditary faults. The breeder guarantees to the best of her knowledge that this puppy is hereditary-free of genetic defects and in good health, at the time of sale. All our puppies are up to date on their deworming schedule and have received their 1st round of DHPP shots (against Distemper, Hepatitis, Leptospirosis, Parvo and Parainfluenza). All our puppies will have been examined by a licensed veterinarian and either issued a health certificate, if they are flying, or a Doctor’s note of health upon pick-up. All puppies born at Black Lions Newfoundlands are raised through their first 8-12 weeks of life (up until they go to their new families), in a healthy and controlled manner. Genetic matching of sound Sire and Dam has occurred, to minimize genetic defects in their offspring. Puppies have been monitored since birth by the breeder and veterinarian for obvious birth defects and none have been apparent. The puppy was examined by a licensed cardiologist and found clear of heart defects, manifested by murmurs, irregular heartbeat etc., and issued a preliminary Cardiologist clearance stating the above findings status, attached herein. Based on extensive research that proves that there is a combination of hereditary and environmental causes for developing genetic conditions later in life, the Breeder cannot guarantee that the dog will not contract such diseases or ailments in the future. 
However, Breeder and Buyer agree to the following conditions, for the Health Guarantee under this contract to be enforceable:
The buyer agrees to take the puppy to a licensed veterinarian of their choice, within 2 weeks of purchase, for a health evaluation. Should it be determined within 2 weeks of purchase that the puppy is suffering from a life threatening genetic defect (excluding due to trauma, or preventable accidents), which would adversely impact the puppy from being a good pet or companion, the puppy must be returned to the Breeder within 1 week of diagnosis, at the Buyer’s expense, for a replacement puppy of equal value, from our next available litter, within a reasonable time frame (a reasonable time frame is 1 year). The Breeder reserves the right to a second opinion (confirming diagnosis), by a veterinarian of her choice, prior to the puppy being returned. 
1-year Health Guarantee:
Even though we took all steps necessary to minimize genetic defects in our dogs, if the pup presents with a genetic condition up to its’ 12 months of age, Breeder agrees to take the puppy back from the Buyer, if he/she is diagnosed by a licensed veterinarian with a hereditary condition, such as hip dysplasia. It will be replaced by another puppy of equal value when one becomes available (within 1 year time frame). Transportation back to the Breeder is the Owner’s expense.
If for ANY reason it is determined that the problem was not inherited, but was due to the lack of care by the new Owner/Buyer, improper nutrition (dog was found to be overweight for his/her age, by a licensed veterinarian), a cause of an injury or environmental issues that could have been avoided (i.e. using stairs before 6 months of age/jumping up and down the stairs or higher surfaces before 6 months old, being dropped by a child/person, improper flooring, playing too rough with other pets, etc. this health guarantee becomes null and void, and there will be no replacement puppy. 
Exclusions: This guarantee does not cover umbilical hernias, undescended testicles (cryptorchidism), eye lid surgeries (entropion, ectropion), cherry eye (third eyelid gland prolapse), dewclaw removal, allergies, mites, fleas, parasites including coccidia, giardia and worms of any kind, and any other conditions that are considered treatable. These are not life threatening and could be easily treated. The Buyer should research into and purchase Pet Insurance.
2. The Breeder guarantees the Puppy to be a Pure-Bred Newfoundland dog and that to the best of their knowledge the Puppy is in good health and free of any communicable diseases at the time the Buyer assumes ownership. As stated above, the puppy has been dewormed every 2 weeks (2-4-6-8 weeks of age), microchipped, and was seen by a licensed veterinarian (received a health certificate attached, if flying), and was also seen by a licensed cardiologist (Cardiologist clearance, attached) and received all required shots (DHPP 1st round), prior to him/her going to their new family/home. 
3. The described puppy has been sold as a Pet Companion, with Limited/Full (check/circle one) AKC Registration rights. 
4. The Breeder will not be responsible for any costs that involve food, supplements, training, grooming and veterinarian bills, health insurance, transportation to and from, incurred by this dog during its’ life with the Owner, and will not refund any money for these costs. Puppy’s well-being and health becomes the full financial responsibility of the Owner, for any possible reasons: social, health related, raising, grooming, training, etc. on Day 1, after leaving the breeder’s premises. 
5. Breeder promises to help the owner with any questions or issues regarding raising the puppy, nutrition/feeding, health care, training, socializing and general care for the dog, to the best of her ability and knowledge.
6. The Breeder does not guarantee that this puppy is of future show quality, will win Championships or be successful in any competitions or shows, water work, drafting or future breeding. Only through proper training, nutrition, healthy weight and owner’s involvement, care, and desire to have him/her succeed in competitions, could ensure future achievements. 
Lifetime guarantee: 
If Buyer/Owner is unable to keep the dog or provide an appropriate home in accordance with this agreement, for other reasons than the dog’s health, the dog with its title/registration must be returned to the breeder. A Black Lions Newfoundland puppy/dog cannot end up in a shelter situation or worse, abandoned in the streets. This is their home, they are our puppies, and they can/should always come home, if they cannot be kept for whatever reason by the new family. Our puppies are microchipped, and eventually they will be tracked back to us. Generally, for other than health reasons, if the dog is returned, there is no refund. However, if the dog can be re-homed (depending on their health and age), and there is a re-homing fee, we could possibly discuss a refund. Breeder and Buyer could and will work together to find a new home/rehome the dog. The Breeder wishes to ensure that this dog is always in a place where it will be properly cared for. 
V. Responsibilities of the Buyer/Owner and Guidelines of Care:
1. Owner must give notice to the breeder if she has any kind of problem with the puppy/dog during its’ life (raising, feeding, training, health) and ask for the Breeder’s advice.
2. Owner will be a careful, responsible, and loving pet parent of the puppy in its’ new environment: loving, daily walks (length and location determined by age), playing, and soft training. 
Please note:  hard physical training (i.e., running long distances, jumping up/down on/from higher surfaces) is only allowed after the dog’s 14 months of age, and only with gradual training, when the bones and muscles are ready for it!
3. The Owner shall provide the dog with a fully fenced yard or other means of exercise and play/entertainment. The dog shall not be kept constantly closed in a kennel.
4. The Owner agrees that this puppy will not be raised on slippery surfaces (tile, linoleum, shiny wooden/laminate floors, wet grass etc. – please use carpets and non-slipping rugs, where possible).
5. Owner agrees that the puppy will not be allowed to:
*Walk/run/jump up and down stairs, or go hiking on mountain trails until 6 months of age, 
*Rough house play with larger dogs, 
*Jump down from heights or out of cars, 
*Being picked up and carried by a child under 16y.o. (these are large/heavy pups 20-25+ lbs. at 10 weeks old, likely 35-40lbs at 3 months old, and could easily escape/be dropped from the hands of a child, under no adult supervision), as this type of activity will contribute to serious injuries, the breakdown of joints and growing bones, dislocation of shoulders, hips and damaged elbows, etc.
6. Take diligent care of the bones’ development, joints, and tendons – by following the Breeder’s and Veterinarian’s advice, use high quality Glucosamine/Chondroitin supplements; Dasuquin Advanced, Glycoflex, etc. for balanced growing.
7. The Owner agrees not to Spay/Neuter the puppy until 2 years of age. All their body’s hormones are needed for growth and delaying this procedure until 2 years old will ensure that their growth plates are fully closed by then.  
8. The Owner shall provide the Dog with necessary veterinary care upon sickness, disease, or injury, and shall take it to a veterinarian regularly for health examinations and routine vaccinations.
9. Owner understands that it is important to properly socialize and expose the puppy to strangers, unfamiliar sights, sounds, animals, and children. When training, Owner must follow the food reward training or a playful method, and never the hard "force.” Newfoundlands, as a breed, are extremely intelligent, have a sweet temperament and are easy to train. Training should start early with simple 1-2 words commands: Sit, Come, Stop, Stay, Up, Down, Stand, Leave it, Paw/Give Paw, etc. Due to its’ size, it is recommended that a professional trainer be consulted to train the Dog and to train the Owner, in the proper handling of the Dog.
10. The Owner further agrees that the puppy’s weight will be under strict supervision until the dog reaches his/her first birthday. It is far better to have the dog slightly underweight than overweight, because excess weight contributes to structural breakdown of the dog. (Perform the Rib-test often and ensure they can feel the puppy’s ribs, if not able to take weigh-ins, at Petco, Vet office or does not have a large pet scale). A high quality, Puppy Giant or Large breed formula dog food is recommended in the puppy’s first year. We highly recommend Fromm (designer pet food, made in Wisconsin, US, 5 generation family-owned business https://frommfamily.com/why-fromm/#history ) or Farmina N&D (Italian pet food brand https://www.farmina.com/us/farmina/1260-why-farmina.html  ). After 12 months, the puppy should receive an adult large breed formula dog food.
11. The Owner must feed the puppy three meals per day until 12 months old, and two meals per day after the dog is one year old. Rest is recommended for 15 minutes after a meal, for best digestion and to avoid bloating. The owner will never let the dog run or play right after a meal (this is the main cause for bloat).
12. Breeder wishes to stay connected with Owner throughout the puppy’s lifetime, and be notified, if possible, with important news/milestones and pictures about the puppy’s development (on Facebook, if possible, or text/email). 
13. Owner acknowledges that they either have the knowledge and understanding of the requirements and special care and training necessary for a Dog to be shown in a competition, or the ability to hire a professional groomer and/or a Dog Show Handler.
14. The Owner will inform the Breeder and ask her advice for every potential breeding plan which will involve the Dog, if applicable.
VI. We have read, understood, and fully agree to these contract terms, as described herein.
