At Luans Little People Day Nursery, we are committed to providing high-quality, inclusive early education and childcare for every child. We welcome applications from all families and are dedicated to ensuring our admissions process is fair, transparent and inclusive.

Our admissions process reflects the principles set out within the Early Years Foundation Stage (EYFS) Statutory Framework, which states that providers must promote "an inclusive environment where every child has the opportunity to learn and develop."

We also deliver funded childcare in accordance with the Nottinghamshire County Council Early Years Provider Agreement and the Department for Education's Early Education and Childcare Statutory Guidance for Local Authorities, ensuring all funded places are allocated fairly, consistently and transparently.

[bookmark: 2._Applying_for_a_Place]Applying for a Place
Applications are accepted throughout the year.

Due to the high demand for places, we allocate nursery places one term at a time. Bookings for a future term will only be confirmed once all available places for the preceding term have been allocated.

We encourage families to submit their application at the beginning of the term before they wish their child to start.

For example:
· January start – Apply during the Autumn Term.
· April start – Apply during the Spring Term.
· September start – Apply during the Summer Term.
Children may attend Luans Little People Day Nursery from 4 months of age until they transition to school at 5 years of age, subject to availability.

Applying early gives families the best opportunity to secure their preferred sessions.
Sessions Available
Luans Little People Day Nursery provides full-year childcare for children aged 4 months to 5 years. 
We offer:
· Full day sessions
· Morning sessions
· Afternoon sessions
· Government-funded childcare places (subject to eligibility and availability)
Please note: We do not offer term-time only places. All contracted places are offered on a full-year basis.

[bookmark: 4._Allocation_of_Places]Allocation of Places
Where demand exceeds the number of places available, applications will normally be considered in the following order:

· Children already attending Luans Little People Day Nursery increasing their contracted sessions.
· Siblings of children currently attending the nursery.
· Children with Special Educational Needs and Disabilities (SEND) or an Education, Health and Care Plan (EHCP), where the nursery can meet the child's needs through reasonable adjustments.
· Children considered disadvantaged or vulnerable, including those eligible for funded childcare, Early Years Pupil Premium or supported by health, education or social care professionals.
· Children living within the local community.
· Children requiring a greater number of contracted sessions, taking account of the availability of places.
· All other completed applications, in date order.

This admissions process is designed to ensure places are allocated fairly while supporting children who may benefit most from accessing high-quality early education.

[bookmark: 5._Inclusion_of_Children_with_SEND]Inclusion of Children with SEND
Luans Little People Day Nursery is an inclusive setting and welcomes children with SEND.

The EYFS Statutory Framework states that providers "must have arrangements in place to support children with SEND."

Each application is considered individually. Where appropriate, we will work alongside parents, Nottinghamshire County Council and other professionals to ensure reasonable adjustments are made and appropriate support is available.

No child will be refused a place solely because they have SEND where reasonable adjustments can be made.

Due to the high demand for nursery places, Luans Little People Day Nursery does not operate a waiting list.

If all places for your preferred term have been allocated, we will advise you when applications open for the next intake and invite you to submit a new application.

Applications are considered for the requested intake only and are not automatically carried forward to future terms.

This approach ensures that our admissions process remains fair, transparent and manageable for all families while giving every applicant an equal opportunity to apply for each intake.
