We all agreed that this should be
an annual event and that we should continue to support Valor Clinic
throughout the year.

A reminder to all of our Chapter members that the District Raffle
Ticket sales help PA Chapter X to pay its annual charter fee and add
money to our treasury. For each ticket sold, Chapter X receives $1.25 of
the $5.00 ticket cost. Last year, we had two winners from the tickets
sold, one $500.00 winner and one $200.00 winner. In reviewing the
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results from last year, there were a several big winners that went to
unsold tickets, meaning that those prize monies were turned back in. In
previous years, Chapter X has sold all of the tickets given to us, even
though the number increases every year. This year we have 200 tickets
to sell and at $1.25 per ticket, the Chapter nets $250.00.
