Scarf CENTER BACK PLEAT   

   Fold length in half (meeting fringed edges)  

 Measure the total from #4 from fold and mark at to finished 
edge. 

   At marked point, stitch down 3” from woven edge parallel 
with folded edge. (Adding stabilizing tape when stitching is 
helpful if your scarf is loosely woven)  

     Mark center fold.  Open scarf and match center fold 

mark to stitch line.  

   Pin corners of pleat and stitch across top edge 

securing pleat folds. 

ARMS:   

 Fold the narrow width of scarf in half, meeting finished edges.   

 Mark 12” from trim edge.   

 Place edges on top of each other and top-stitch to marked point (leave fringe 
to fall wherever it wants).   

Insert your arms in the openings 
and bring opening over your 

shoulder. Also can be reversed.
