Confession of Sin

First Lesson
1 Kings 21:17-29

Then the word of the Lord came to Elijah the
Tishbite, saying: Go down to meet King Ahab
of Israel, who rules in Samaria; he is now in the
vineyard of Naboth, where he has gone to take
possession. You shall say to him, “Thus says
the Lord: Have you killed, and also taken
possession?” You shall say to him, “Thus says
the Lord: In the place where dogs licked up the
blood of Naboth, dogs will also lick up your
blood.

Ahab said to Elijah, ‘Have you found me, O
my enemy?’ He answered, ‘I have found you.
Because you have sold yourself to do what is
evil in the sight of the Lord, I will bring disaster
on you; I will consume you, and will cut off
from Ahab every male, bond or free, in Israel;
and I will make your house like the house of
Jeroboam son of Nebat, and like the house of
Baasha son of Ahijah, because you have
provoked me to anger and have caused Israel
to sin. Also concerning Jezebel the Lord said,

Reader The Word of the Lord.
People Thanks be to God.

The Second Song of Isaiah Said in unison

Seek the Lord while he wills to be found; *
call upon him when he draws near.

Let the wicked forsake their ways *
and the evil ones their thoughts;

“The dogs shall eat Jezebel within the bounds
of Jezreel.” Anyone belonging to Ahab who
dies in the city the dogs shall eat; and anyone
of his who dies in the open country the birds
of the air shall eat.’

(Indeed, there was no one like Ahab, who sold
himself to do what was evil in the sight of the
Lord, urged on by his wife Jezebel. He acted
most abominably in going after idols, as the
Amorites had done, whom the Lord drove out
before the Israelites.)

When Ahab heard those words, he tore his
clothes and put sackcloth over his bare flesh;
he fasted, lay in the sackcloth, and went about
dejectedly. Then the word of the Lord came to
Elijah the Tishbite: ‘Have you seen how Ahab
has humbled himself before me? Because he
has humbled himself before me, I will not
bring the disaster in his days; but in his son’s
days I will bring the disaster on his house.’

And let them turn to the Lord, and he will have compassion, *

and to our God, for he will richly pardon.
For my thoughts are not your thoughts, *
nor your ways my ways, says the Lord.

For as the heavens are higher than the earth, *

so are my ways higher than your ways,
and my thoughts than your thoughts.
For as rain and snow fall from the heavens *
and return not again, but water the earth,
Bringing forth life and giving growth, *
seed for sowing and bread for eating,

So is my word that goes forth from my mouth; *

it will not return to me empty;

But it will accomplish that which I have purposed, *

and prosper in that for which I sent it.

Glory to the Father, and to the Son, and to the Holy Spirit: *
as it was in the beginning, is now, and will be forever. Amen.



Second Lesson
1 Corinthians 1:20-31

Where is the one who is wise? Where is the
scribe? Where is the debater of this age? Has
not God made foolish the wisdom of the
world? For since, in the wisdom of God, the
world did not know God through wisdom,
God decided, through the foolishness of our
proclamation, to save those who believe. For
Jews demand signs and Greeks desire
wisdom, but we proclaim Christ crucified, a
stumbling-block to Jews and foolishness to
Gentiles, but to those who are the called, both
Jews and Greeks, Christ the power of God and
the wisdom of God. For God’s foolishness is
wiser than human wisdom, and God’s
weakness is stronger than human strength.
