Confession of Sin 
 
The Officiant says to the people 
 
Let us confess our sins against God and our neighbor. 
 
A few moments of silence are observed to prepare our hearts for confession.  
 
Officiant and People 
 

Most merciful God, we confess that we have sinned against you in thought, word, and deed, by 
what we have done, and by what we have left undone. We have not loved you with our whole 
heart; we have not loved our neighbors as ourselves. We are truly sorry and we humbly repent. 
For the sake of your Son Jesus Christ, have mercy on us and forgive us; that we may delight in 
your will, and walk in your ways, to the glory of your Name. Amen. 
 
Officiant 
 

Almighty God have mercy on us, forgive us all our sins through our Lord Jesus Christ, strengthen 
us in all goodness, and by the power of the Holy Spirit keep us in eternal life. Amen.

Officiant Lord, open our lips.

1 The LORD is King;

3 Let them confess his Name, which is great and awesome; * 

    he is the Holy One. 
  
4 "O mighty King, lover of justice, 

you have established equity; *

and fall down before his footstool; * 
    he is the Holy One.

First Lesson 
 
Numbers 16:20-35 
 
Then the Lord spoke to Moses and to Aaron, 
saying: Separate yourselves from this 
congregation, so that I may consume them in a 
moment. They fell on their faces, and said, ‘O 
God, the God of the spirits of all flesh, shall one 
person sin and you become angry with the 
whole congregation?’ 
 
And the Lord spoke to Moses, saying: Say to 
the congregation: Get away from the dwellings 
of Korah, Dathan, and Abiram. So Moses got 
up and went to Dathan and Abiram; the elders 
of Israel followed him. He said to the 
congregation, ‘Turn away from the tents of 
these wicked men, and touch nothing of theirs, 
or you will be swept away for all their sins.’ So 
they got away from the dwellings of Korah, 
Dathan, and Abiram; and Dathan and Abiram 
came out and stood at the entrance of their 
tents, together with their wives, their children, 
and their little ones. And Moses said, ‘This is 
how you shall know that the Lord has sent me 
to do all these works; it has not been of my own 

accord: If these people die a natural death, or if 
a natural fate comes on them, then the Lord 
has not sent me. But if the Lord creates 
something new, and the ground opens its 
mouth and swallows them up, with all that 
belongs to them, and they go down alive into 
Sheol, then you shall know that these men 
have despised the Lord.’ 
 
As soon as he finished speaking all these 
words, the ground under them was split apart. 
The earth opened its mouth and swallowed 
them up, along with their households—
everyone who belonged to Korah and all their 
goods. So they with all that belonged to them 
went down alive into Sheol; the earth closed 
over them, and they perished from the midst 
of the assembly. All Israel around them fled at 
their outcry, for they said, ‘The earth will 
swallow us too!’ And fire came out from the 
Lord and consumed the two hundred and fifty 
men offering the incense.

The Second Song of Isaiah        Said in unison 
 
Seek the Lord while he wills to be found; *  
    call upon him when he draws near.  
Let the wicked forsake their ways *  
    and the evil ones their thoughts;  
And let them turn to the Lord, and he will have compassion, *  
    and to our God, for he will richly pardon.  
For my thoughts are not your thoughts, *  
    nor your ways my ways, says the Lord.  
For as the heavens are higher than the earth, *  
    so are my ways higher than your ways,  
    and my thoughts than your thoughts. 
For as rain and snow fall from the heavens *  
    and return not again, but water the earth,  



Bringing forth life and giving growth, *  
    seed for sowing and bread for eating,  
So is my word that goes forth from my mouth; *  
    it will not return to me empty;  
But it will accomplish that which I have purposed, *  
    and prosper in that for which I sent it. 
Glory to the Father, and to the Son, and to the Holy Spirit: *  
    as it was in the beginning, is now, and will be forever. Amen. 
 
 
 
 
Second Lesson 
 
Matthew 19:23-30 
 
Then Jesus said to his disciples, ‘Truly I tell 
you, it will be hard for a rich person to enter 
the kingdom of heaven. Again I tell you, it is 
easier for a camel to go through the eye of a 
needle than for someone who is rich to enter 
the kingdom of God.’ When the disciples 
heard this, they were greatly astounded and 
said, ‘Then who can be saved?’ But Jesus 
looked at them and said, ‘For mortals it is 
impossible, but for God all things are possible.’ 
 
Then Peter said in reply, ‘Look, we have left 
everything and followed you. What then will 

we have?’ Jesus said to them, ‘Truly I tell you, 
at the renewal of all things, when the Son of 
Man is seated on the throne of his glory, you 
who have followed me will also sit on twelve 
thrones, judging the twelve tribes of Israel. 
And everyone who has left houses or brothers 
or sisters or father or mother or children or 
fields, for my name’s sake, will receive a 
hundredfold, and will inherit eternal life. But 
many who are first will be last, and the last will 
be first.’

You overcame the sting of death 
and opened the kingdom of heaven to all believers. 



You are seated at God's right hand in glory. 
We believe that you will come and be our judge. 
    Come then, Lord, and help your people, 
    bought with the price of your own blood, 
    and bring us with your saints 
    to glory everlasting.
