So God's anger mounted against them; *
he slew their strongest men
and laid low the youth of Israel.

In spite of all this, they went on sinning *
and had no faith in his wonderful works.

So he brought their days to an end like a breath *
and their years in sudden terror.

Whenever he slew them, they would seek him, *
and repent, and diligently search for God.

They would remember that God was their rock, *
and the Most High God their redeemer.

But they flattered him with their mouths *
and lied to him with their tongues.

Their heart was not steadfast toward him, *
and they were not faithful to his covenant.

But he was so merciful that he forgave their sins
and did not destroy them; *

many times he held back his anger

and did not permit his wrath to be roused.

For he remembered that they were but flesh, *
a breath that goes forth and does not return.

Leviticus 26:1-20

The Lord said to Moses on Mount Sinai:

“You shall make for yourselves no idols and
erect no carved images or pillars, and you shall
not place figured stones in your land, to
worship at them; for I am the Lord your God.
You shall keep my sabbaths and reverence my
sanctuary: I am the Lord.

“If you follow my statutes and keep my
commandments and observe them faithfully, I
will give you your rains in their season, and
the land shall yield its produce, and the trees
of the field shall yield their fruit. Your
threshing shall overtake the vintage, and the
vintage shall overtake the sowing; you shall
eat your bread to the full, and live securely in
your land. And I will grant peace in the land,
and you shall lie down, and no one shall make
you afraid; I will remove dangerous animals
from the land, and no sword shall go through
your land. You shall give chase to your
enemies, and they shall fall before you by the
sword. Five of you shall give chase to a
hundred, and a hundred of you shall give
chase to ten thousand; your enemies shall fall
before you by the sword. I will look with favor
upon you and make you fruitful and multiply
you; and I will maintain my covenant with
you. You shall eat old grain long stored, and

The Second Song of Isaiah Said in unison

I will break your
proud glory, and I will make your sky like iron
and your earth like copper. Your strength shall
be spent to no purpose: your land shall not
yield its produce, and the trees of the land shall
not yield their fruit.”

And let them turn to the Lord, and he will have compassion, *

and to our God, for he will richly pardon.

For my thoughts are not your thoughts, *
nor your ways my ways, says the Lord.

For as the heavens are higher than the earth, *
so are my ways higher than your ways,
and my thoughts than your thoughts.

For as rain and snow fall from the heavens *
and return not again, but water the earth,
