The Officiant says to the people

Almighty God have mercy on us, forgive us all our sins through our Lord Jesus Christ, strengthen 
us in all goodness, and by the power of the Holy Spirit keep us in eternal life. Amen.

Proverbs 27:1-6,10-12 
 
Do not boast about tomorrow, 
   for you do not know what a day may bring.

A stone is heavy, and sand is weighty, 
   but a fool’s provocation is heavier than both. 
Wrath is cruel, anger is overwhelming, 
   but who is able to stand before jealousy? 
Better is open rebuke 
   than hidden love. 
Well meant are the wounds a friend inflicts, 
   but profuse are the kisses of an enemy. 

Do not forsake your friend  
or the friend of your parent; 

   do not go to the house of your kindred  
on the day of your calamity. 

Better is a neighbor who is nearby 
   than kindred who are far away. 
Be wise, my child, and make my heart glad, 
   so that I may answer whoever  

reproaches me. 
The clever see danger and hide; 
   but the simple go on, and suffer for it.

John 18:15-18,25-27 
 
Simon Peter and another disciple followed 
Jesus. Since that disciple was known to the 
high priest, he went with Jesus into the 

courtyard of the high priest, but Peter was 
standing outside at the gate. So the other 
disciple, who was known to the high priest, 



went out, spoke to the woman who guarded 
the gate, and brought Peter in. The woman 
said to Peter, ‘You are not also one of this 
man’s disciples, are you?’ He said, ‘I am not.’ 
Now the slaves and the police had made a 
charcoal fire because it was cold, and they 
were standing round it and warming 
themselves. Peter also was standing with them 
and warming himself. 

Now Simon Peter was standing and warming 
himself. They asked him, ‘You are not also one 
of his disciples, are you?’ He denied it and 
said, ‘I am not.’ One of the slaves of the high 
priest, a relative of the man whose ear Peter 
had cut off, asked, ‘Did I not see you in the 
garden with him?’ Again Peter denied it, and 
at that moment the cock crowed.
