He led them with a cloud by day, *
and all the night through with a glow of fire.

He split the hard rocks in the wilderness *
and gave them drink as from the great deep.

He brought streams out of the cliff, *
and the waters gushed out like rivers.

But they went on sinning against him, *
rebelling in the desert against the Most High.

They tested God in their hearts, *
demanding food for their craving.

They railed against God and said, *
"Can God set a table in the wilderness?

True, he struck the rock, the waters gushed out, and the
gullies overflowed; *
but is he able to give bread
or to provide meat for his people?"
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When the LORD heard this, he was full of wrath; *
a fire was kindled against Jacob,
and his anger mounted against Israel;

For they had no faith in God, *
nor did they put their trust in his saving power.

So he commanded the clouds above *
and opened the doors of heaven.

He rained down manna upon them to eat *
and gave them grain from heaven.

So mortals ate the bread of angels; *
he provided for them food enough.

He caused the east wind to blow in the heavens *
and led out the south wind by his might.

He rained down flesh upon them like dust *
and winged birds like the sand of the sea.

He let it fall in the midst of their camp *
and round about their dwellings.

So they ate and were well filled, *
for he gave them what they craved.

But they did not stop their craving, *
though the food was still in their mouths.

So God's anger mounted against them; *
he slew their strongest men
and laid low the youth of Israel.

In spite of all this, they went on sinning *
and had no faith in his wonderful works.

So he brought their days to an end like a breath *
and their years in sudden terror.

Whenever he slew them, they would seek him, *
and repent, and diligently search for God.

They would remember that God was their rock, *
and the Most High God their redeemer.

But they flattered him with their mouths *
and lied to him with their tongues.

Their heart was not steadfast toward him, *
and they were not faithful to his covenant.

But he was so merciful that he forgave their sins
and did not destroy them; *

many times he held back his anger

and did not permit his wrath to be roused.

First Lesson
1 Samuel 1:21-2:11

The man Elkanah and all his household went
up to offer to the Lord the yearly sacrifice, and
to pay his vow. But Hannah did not go up, for
she said to her husband, ‘As soon as the child
is weaned, I will bring him, that he may appear
in the presence of the Lord, and remain there
for ever; I will offer him as a nazirite for all
time.” Her husband Elkanah said to her, ‘Do
what seems best to you, wait until you have
weaned him; only—may the Lord establish his
word.” So the woman remained and nursed
her son, until she weaned him. When she had
weaned him, she took him up with her, along
with a three-year-old bull, an ephah of flour,
and a skin of wine. She brought him to the
house of the Lord at Shiloh; and the child was
young. Then they slaughtered the bull, and
they brought the child to Eli. And she said,
‘Oh, my lord! As you live, my lord, I am the
woman who was standing here in your
presence, praying to the Lord. For this child I
prayed; and the Lord has granted me the
petition that I made to him. Therefore I have
lent him to the Lord; as long as he lives, he is
given to the Lord.’

She left him there for the Lord.
Hannah prayed and said,
‘My heart exults in the Lord;
my strength is exalted in my God.
My mouth derides my enemies,
because I rejoice in my victory.

Second Lesson
Acts 1:15-26

In those days Peter stood up among the
believers (together the crowd numbered about
one hundred and twenty people) and said,
‘Friends, the scripture had to be fulfilled,
which the Holy Spirit through David foretold
concerning Judas, who became a guide for
those who arrested Jesus— for he was
numbered among us and was allotted his
share in this ministry.” (Now this man
acquired a field with the reward of his
wickedness; and falling headlong, he burst
open in the middle and all his bowels gushed
out. This became known to all the residents of
Jerusalem, so that the field was called in their
language Hakeldama, that is, Field of Blood.)
‘For it is written in the book of Psalms,
“Let his homestead become desolate,

and let there be no one to live in it”;
and
“Let another take his position of overseer.”

Reader The Word of the Lord.
People Thanks be to God.

So one of the men who have accompanied us
throughout the time that the Lord Jesus went
in and out among us, beginning from the
baptism of John until the day when he was
taken up from us—one of these must become
a witness with us to his resurrection.” So they
proposed two, Joseph called Barsabbas, who
was also known as Justus, and Matthias. Then
they prayed and said, ‘Lord, you know
everyone’s heart. Show us which one of these
two you have chosen to take the place in this
ministry and apostleship from which Judas
turned aside to go to his own place.” And they
cast lots for them, and the lot fell on Matthias;
and he was added to the eleven apostles.
