Opening Sentence

Confession of Sin 
 
The Officiant says to the people 
 
Dearly beloved, we have come together in the presence of Almighty God our heavenly Father, to 
set forth his praise, to hear his holy Word, and to ask, for ourselves and on behalf of others, those 
things that are necessary for our life and our salvation. And so that we may prepare ourselves in 
heart and mind to worship him, let us kneel in silence, and with penitent and obedient hearts 
confess our sins, that we may obtain forgiveness by his infinite goodness and mercy.

We have not loved you with our whole 
heart; we have not loved our neighbors as ourselves. We are truly sorry and we humbly repent. 
For the sake of your Son Jesus Christ, have mercy on us and forgive us; that we may delight in 
your will, and walk in your ways, to the glory of your Name. Amen.

Almighty God have mercy on us, forgive us all our sins through our Lord Jesus Christ, strengthen 
us in all goodness, and by the power of the Holy Spirit keep us in eternal life. Amen.

First Lesson 
 
Genesis 17:15-27 
 
God said to Abraham, ‘As for Sarai your wife, 
you shall not call her Sarai, but Sarah shall be her 
name. I will bless her, and moreover I will give 
you a son by her. I will bless her, and she shall 
give rise to nations; kings of peoples shall come 
from her.’ Then Abraham fell on his face and 
laughed, and said to himself, ‘Can a child be 
born to a man who is a hundred years old? Can 
Sarah, who is ninety years old, bear a child?’ 
And Abraham said to God, ‘O that Ishmael 
might live in your sight!’ God said, ‘No, but your 
wife Sarah shall bear you a son, and you shall 
name him Isaac. I will establish my covenant 
with him as an everlasting covenant for his 
offspring after him. As for Ishmael, I have heard 

you; I will bless him and make him fruitful and 
exceedingly numerous; he shall be the father of 
twelve princes, and I will make him a great 
nation. But my covenant I will establish with 
Isaac, whom Sarah shall bear to you at this 
season next year.’ And when he had finished 
talking with him, God went up from Abraham. 
 
Then Abraham took his son Ishmael and all the 
slaves born in his house or bought with his 
money, every male among the men of 
Abraham’s house, and he circumcised the flesh 
of their foreskins that very day, as God had said 
to him. Abraham was ninety-nine years old 
when he was circumcised in the flesh of his 



foreskin. And his son Ishmael was thirteen years 
old when he was circumcised in the flesh of his 
foreskin. That very day Abraham and his son 
Ishmael were circumcised; and all the men of his 

house, slaves born in the house and those 
bought with money from a foreigner, were 
circumcised with him.

Second Lesson 
 
John 6:1-15 
 
After this Jesus went to the other side of the Sea 
of Galilee, also called the Sea of Tiberias.  A 
large crowd kept following him, because they 
saw the signs that he was doing for the sick. 
Jesus went up the mountain and sat down 
there with his disciples. Now the Passover, the 
festival of the Jews, was near. When he looked 
up and saw a large crowd coming towards 
him, Jesus said to Philip, ‘Where are we to buy 
bread for these people to eat?’ He said this to 
test him, for he himself knew what he was 
going to do. Philip answered him, ‘Six months’ 
wages would not buy enough bread for each 
of them to get a little.’ One of his disciples, 
Andrew, Simon Peter’s brother, said to him, 
‘There is a boy here who has five barley loaves 
and two fish. But what are they among so 
many people?’ Jesus said, ‘Make the people sit 

down.’ Now there was a great deal of grass in 
the place; so they sat down, about five 
thousand in all. Then Jesus took the loaves, 
and when he had given thanks, he distributed 
them to those who were seated; so also the fish, 
as much as they wanted. When they were 
satisfied, he told his disciples, ‘Gather up the 
fragments left over, so that nothing may be 
lost.’ So they gathered them up, and from the 
fragments of the five barley loaves, left by 
those who had eaten, they filled twelve 
baskets. When the people saw the sign that he 
had done, they began to say, ‘This is indeed the 
prophet who is to come into the world.’ 
 
When Jesus realized that they were about to 
come and take him by force to make him king, 
he withdrew again to the mountain by himself.
