Confession of Sin 
 
The Officiant says to the people

A few moments of silence are observed to prepare our hearts for confession.  
 
Officiant and People

what we have done, and by what we have left undone. We have not loved you with our whole 
heart; we have not loved our neighbors as ourselves. We are truly sorry and we humbly repent. 
For the sake of your Son Jesus Christ, have mercy on us and forgive us; that we may delight in 
your will, and walk in your ways, to the glory of your Name. Amen.

Almighty God have mercy on us, forgive us all our sins through our Lord Jesus Christ, strengthen 
us in all goodness, and by the power of the Holy Spirit keep us in eternal life. Amen.

18 I will make your name to be remembered 

from one generation to another; * 
    therefore nations will praise you for ever and ever."

First Lesson 
 
Deuteronomy 9:4-12 
 
When the Lord your God thrusts them out 
before you, do not say to yourself, ‘It is because 
of my righteousness that the Lord has brought 
me in to occupy this land’; it is rather because 
of the wickedness of these nations that the 
Lord is dispossessing them before you. It is not 
because of your righteousness or the 
uprightness of your heart that you are going in 
to occupy their land; but because of the 
wickedness of those nations that the Lord your 
God is dispossessing them before you, in order 
to fulfil the promise that the Lord made on 
oath to your ancestors, to Abraham, to Isaac, 
and to Jacob. 

 
Know, then, that the Lord your God is not 
giving you this good land to occupy because of 
your righteousness; for you are a stubborn 
people. Remember and do not forget how you 
provoked the Lord your God to wrath in the 
wilderness; you have been rebellious against 
the Lord from the day you came out of the land 
of Egypt until you came to this place. 

Even at Horeb you provoked the Lord to 
wrath, and the Lord was so angry with you 
that he was ready to destroy you. When I went 
up the mountain to receive the stone tablets, 
the tablets of the covenant that the Lord made 
with you, I remained on the mountain for forty 
days and forty nights; I neither ate bread nor 
drank water. And the Lord gave me the two 
stone tablets written with the finger of God; on 
them were all the words that the Lord had 
spoken to you at the mountain out of the fire 
on the day of the assembly. At the end of forty 
days and forty nights the Lord gave me the 
two stone tablets, the tablets of the covenant. 
Then the Lord said to me, ‘Get up, go down 
quickly from here, for your people whom you 
have brought from Egypt have acted 
corruptly. They have been quick to turn from 
the way that I commanded them; they have 
cast an image for themselves.’

The Second Song of Isaiah        Said in unison 
 
Seek the Lord while he wills to be found; *  
    call upon him when he draws near.  
Let the wicked forsake their ways *  
    and the evil ones their thoughts;  
And let them turn to the Lord, and he will have compassion, *  
    and to our God, for he will richly pardon.  
For my thoughts are not your thoughts, *  
    nor your ways my ways, says the Lord.  
For as the heavens are higher than the earth, *  
    so are my ways higher than your ways,  
    and my thoughts than your thoughts. 
For as rain and snow fall from the heavens *  
    and return not again, but water the earth,  
Bringing forth life and giving growth, *  
    seed for sowing and bread for eating,  
So is my word that goes forth from my mouth; *  
    it will not return to me empty;  
But it will accomplish that which I have purposed, *  
    and prosper in that for which I sent it. 
Glory to the Father, and to the Son, and to the Holy Spirit: *  
    as it was in the beginning, is now, and will be forever. Amen. 
 



Second Lesson 
 
Hebrews 3:1-11 
 
Therefore, brothers and sisters, holy partners 
in a heavenly calling, consider that Jesus, the 
apostle and high priest of our confession, was 
faithful to the one who appointed him, just as 
Moses also ‘was faithful in all God’s house.’ 
Yet Jesus is worthy of more glory than Moses, 
just as the builder of a house has more honor 
than the house itself. (For every house is built 
by someone, but the builder of all things is 
God.) Now Moses was faithful in all God’s 
house as a servant, to testify to the things that 
would be spoken later. Christ, however, was 
faithful over God’s house as a son, and we are 
his house if we hold firm the confidence and 
the pride that belong to hope. 

Therefore, as the Holy Spirit says, 
‘Today, if you hear his voice, 
do not harden your hearts as in the rebellion, 
   as on the day of testing in the wilderness, 
where your ancestors put me to the test, 
   though they had seen my works  

for forty years. 
Therefore I was angry with that generation, 
and I said, “ 

They always go astray in their hearts, 
   and they have not known my ways.” 
As in my anger I swore, 
   “They will not enter my rest.” ’
