The Officiant says to the people

Officiant and People

what we have done, and by what we have left undone. We have not loved you with our whole 
heart; we have not loved our neighbors as ourselves. We are truly sorry and we humbly repent. 
For the sake of your Son Jesus Christ, have mercy on us and forgive us; that we may delight in 
your will, and walk in your ways, to the glory of your Name. Amen.

Almighty God have mercy on us, forgive us all our sins through our Lord Jesus Christ, strengthen 
us in all goodness, and by the power of the Holy Spirit keep us in eternal life. Amen.

in robbery take no empty pride; * 
    though wealth increase, set not your heart upon it.

First Lesson 
 
Judges 2:1-5, 11-23 
 
Now the angel of the Lord went up from Gilgal 
to Bochim, and said, ‘I brought you up from 
Egypt, and brought you into the land that I had 
promised to your ancestors. I said, “I will 
never break my covenant with you. For your 
part, do not make a covenant with the 
inhabitants of this land; tear down their 
altars.” But you have not obeyed my 
command. See what you have done! So now I 
say, I will not drive them out before you; but 
they shall become adversaries to you, and their 
gods shall be a snare to you.’ When the angel 
of the Lord spoke these words to all the 
Israelites, the people lifted up their voices and 
wept. So they named that place Bochim, and 
there they sacrificed to the Lord. 
 
Then the Israelites did what was evil in the 
sight of the Lord and worshipped the Baals; 
and they abandoned the Lord, the God of their 
ancestors, who had brought them out of the 
land of Egypt; they followed other gods, from 
among the gods of the peoples who were all 
around them, and bowed down to them; and 
they provoked the Lord to anger. They 
abandoned the Lord, and worshipped Baal 
and the Astartes. So the anger of the Lord was 
kindled against Israel, and he gave them over 
to plunderers who plundered them, and he 
sold them into the power of their enemies all 
around, so that they could no longer withstand 
their enemies. Whenever they marched out, 
the hand of the Lord was against them to bring 

misfortune, as the Lord had warned them and 
sworn to them; and they were in great distress. 
 
Then the Lord raised up judges, who delivered 
them out of the power of those who plundered 
them. Yet they did not listen even to their 
judges; for they lusted after other gods and 
bowed down to them. They soon turned aside 
from the way in which their ancestors had 
walked, who had obeyed the commandments 
of the Lord; they did not follow their example. 
Whenever the Lord raised up judges for them, 
the Lord was with the judge, and he delivered 
them from the hand of their enemies all the 
days of the judge; for the Lord would be 
moved to pity by their groaning because of 
those who persecuted and oppressed them. 
But whenever the judge died, they would 
relapse and behave worse than their ancestors, 
following other gods, worshipping them and 
bowing down to them. They would not drop 
any of their practices or their stubborn ways. 
So the anger of the Lord was kindled against 
Israel; and he said, ‘Because this people have 
transgressed my covenant that I commanded 
their ancestors, and have not obeyed my voice, 
I will no longer drive out before them any of 
the nations that Joshua left when he died.’ In 
order to test Israel, whether or not they would 
take care to walk in the way of the Lord as their 
ancestors did, the Lord had left those nations, 
not driving them out at once, and had not 
handed them over to Joshua.

The Second Song of Isaiah        Said in unison 
 
Seek the Lord while he wills to be found; *  
    call upon him when he draws near.  
Let the wicked forsake their ways *  
    and the evil ones their thoughts;  
And let them turn to the Lord, and he will have compassion, *  
    and to our God, for he will richly pardon.  
For my thoughts are not your thoughts, *  
    nor your ways my ways, says the Lord.  
For as the heavens are higher than the earth, *  
    so are my ways higher than your ways,  
    and my thoughts than your thoughts. 
For as rain and snow fall from the heavens *  
    and return not again, but water the earth,  



Bringing forth life and giving growth, *  
    seed for sowing and bread for eating,  
So is my word that goes forth from my mouth; *  
    it will not return to me empty;  
But it will accomplish that which I have purposed, *  
    and prosper in that for which I sent it. 
Glory to the Father, and to the Son, and to the Holy Spirit: *  
    as it was in the beginning, is now, and will be forever. Amen. 
 
 
 
 
Second Lesson 
 
Matthew 27:32-44 
 
As they went out, they came upon a man from 
Cyrene named Simon; they compelled this 
man to carry his cross. And when they came to 
a place called Golgotha (which means Place of 
a Skull), they offered him wine to drink, mixed 
with gall; but when he tasted it, he would not 
drink it. And when they had crucified him, 
they divided his clothes among themselves by 
casting lots; then they sat down there and kept 
watch over him. Over his head they put the 
charge against him, which read, ‘This is Jesus, 
the King of the Jews.’ 
 
Then two bandits were crucified with him, one 
on his right and one on his left. Those who 

passed by derided him, shaking their heads 
and saying, ‘You who would destroy the 
temple and build it in three days, save 
yourself! If you are the Son of God, come down 
from the cross.’ In the same way the chief 
priests also, along with the scribes and elders, 
were mocking him, saying, ‘He saved others; 
he cannot save himself. He is the King of Israel; 
let him come down from the cross now, and 
we will believe in him. He trusts in God; let 
God deliver him now, if he wants to; for he 
said, “I am God’s Son.” ’ The bandits who were 
crucified with him also taunted him in the 
same way.

You are seated at God's right hand in glory. 
We believe that you will come and be our judge. 
    Come then, Lord, and help your people, 
    bought with the price of your own blood, 
    and bring us with your saints 
    to glory everlasting.

Lord God, almighty and everlasting Father, you have brought us in safety to this new day: 
Preserve us with your mighty power, that we may not fall into sin, nor be overcome by adversity; 
and in all we do, direct us to the fulfilling of your purpose; through Jesus Christ our Lord. Amen. 
 
A Prayer attributed to St. Francis 
Lord, make us instruments of your peace. Where there is hatred, let us sow love; where there is 
injury, pardon; where there is discord, union; where there is doubt, faith; where there is despair, 
hope; where there is darkness, light; where there is sadness, joy.
