Opening Sentence 
 
Officiant says one the following verses of Holy Scripture.  
 

We give thanks to the Father, who has made us worthy to share in the inheritance  
of the saints in light.    - Colossians 1:12 
 
You are no longer strangers and sojourners, but fellow citizens with the saints and  
members of the household of God.    - Ephesians 2:19 
 
Their sound has gone out into all lands, and their message to the ends  
of the world.    - Psalm 19:4 
 
 
Confession of Sin 
 
The Officiant says to the people 
 
Dearly beloved, we have come together in the presence of Almighty God our heavenly Father, to 
render thanks for the great benefits that we have received at his hands, to set forth his most 
worthy praise, to hear his holy Word, and to ask, for ourselves and on behalf of others, those 
things that are necessary for our life and our salvation. And so that we may prepare ourselves in 
heart and mind to worship him, let us kneel in silence, and with penitent and obedient hearts 
confess our sins, that we may obtain forgiveness by his infinite goodness and mercy. 
 
A few moments of silence are observed to prepare our hearts for confession.

Most merciful God, we confess that we have sinned against you in thought, word, and deed, by 
what we have done, and by what we have left undone. We have not loved you with our whole 
heart; we have not loved our neighbors as ourselves. We are truly sorry and we humbly repent. 
For the sake of your Son Jesus Christ, have mercy on us and forgive us; that we may delight in 
your will, and walk in your ways, to the glory of your Name. Amen.

Almighty God have mercy on us, forgive us all our sins through our Lord Jesus Christ, strengthen 
us in all goodness, and by the power of the Holy Spirit keep us in eternal life. Amen.

Matthew 9:9-13 
 
As Jesus was walking along, he saw a man 
called Matthew sitting at the tax booth; and he 
said to him, ‘Follow me.’ And he got up and 
followed him. 
 
And as he sat at dinner in the house, many tax-
collectors and sinners came and were sitting 
with him and his disciples. When the Pharisees 

saw this, they said to his disciples, ‘Why does 
your teacher eat with tax-collectors and 
sinners?’ But when he heard this, he said, 
‘Those who are well have no need of a 
physician, but those who are sick. Go and learn 
what this means, “I desire mercy, not 
sacrifice.” For I have come to call not the 
righteous but sinners.’
