Opening Sentence

Officiant says one of the following verses of Holy Scripture.

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First Lesson
Ezra 1:1-11

In the first year of King Cyrus of Persia, in
order that the word of the Lord by the mouth
of Jeremiah might be accomplished, the Lord
stirred up the spirit of King Cyrus of Persia so
that he sent a herald throughout all his
kingdom, and also in a written edict declared:

“Thus says King Cyrus of Persia: The Lord, the
God of heaven, has given me all the kingdoms
of the earth, and he has charged me to build
him a house at Jerusalem in Judah. Any of
those among you who are of his people—may
their God be with them!—are now permitted
to go up to Jerusalem in Judah, and rebuild the
house of the Lord, the God of Israel—he is the
God who is in Jerusalem; and let all survivors,
in whatever place they reside, be assisted by
the people of their place with silver and gold,
with goods and with animals, besides freewill-
offerings for the house of God in Jerusalem.’

The Song of Moses  Said in unison

I will sing to the Lord, for he is lofty and uplifted; *
the horse and its rider has he hurled into the sea.

The Lord is my strength and my refuge; *
the Lord has become my Savior.
This is my God and I will praise him, *
the God of my people and I will exalt him.
The Lord is a mighty warrior; *
Yahweh is his Name.

The heads of the families of Judah and
Benjamin, and the priests and the Levites—
everyone whose spirit God had stirred—got
ready to go up and rebuild the house of the
Lord in Jerusalem. All their neighbours aided
them with silver vessels, with gold, with
goods, with animals, and with valuable gifts,
besides all that was freely offered. King Cyrus
himself brought out the vessels of the house of
the Lord that Nebuchadnezzar had carried
away from Jerusalem and placed in the house
of his gods. King Cyrus of Persia had them
released into the charge of Mithredath the
treasurer, who counted them out to
Sheshbazzar the prince of Judah. And this was
the inventory: gold basins, thirty; silver basins,
one thousand; knives, twenty-nine; gold
bowls, thirty; other silver bowls, four hundred
and ten; other vessels, one thousand; the total
of the gold and silver vessels was five
thousand four hundred. All these Sheshbazzar
brought up, when the exiles were brought up
from Babylonia to Jerusalem.

The chariots of Pharaoh and his army has he hurled into the sea; *
the finest of those who bear armor have been drowned in the Red Sea.

The fathomless deep has overwhelmed them; *

they sank into the depths like a stone.

Your right hand, O Lord, is glorious in might; *

your right hand, O Lord, has overthrown the enemy.
Who can be compared with you, O Lord, among the gods? *

who is like you, glorious in holiness,

awesome in renown, and worker of wonders?

You stretched forth your right hand; *
the earth swallowed them up.

With your constant love you led the people you redeemed; *
with your might you brought them in safety to your holy dwelling.

You will bring them in and plant them *
on the mount of your possession,
