First Lesson
Amos 8:1-14

Second Lesson
Revelation 1:17-2:7

When I saw him, I fell at his feet as though
dead. But he placed his right hand on me,
saying, ‘Do not be afraid; I am the first and the
last, and the living one. I was dead, and see, I
am alive for ever and ever; and I have the keys
of Death and of Hades. Now write what you
have seen, what is, and what is to take place
after this. As for the mystery of the seven stars
that you saw in my right hand, and the seven
golden lampstands: the seven stars are the
angels of the seven churches, and the seven
lampstands are the seven churches.

The Song of Zechariah  Said in unison

Blessed be the Lord, the God of Israel; *
he has come to his people and set them free.
He has raised up for us a mighty savior, *
born of the house of his servant David.

from the hands of all who hate us.

He promised to show mercy to our fathers *
and to remember his holy covenant.

‘Tknow your works, your toil and your patient
endurance. I know that you cannot tolerate
evildoers; you have tested those who claim to
be apostles but are not, and have found them
to be false. I also know that you are enduring
patiently and bearing up for the sake of my
name, and that you have not grown weary. But
I have this against you, that you have
abandoned the love you had at first.
Remember then from what you have fallen;
repent, and do the works you did at first. If not,
I will come to you and remove your lampstand
from its place, unless you repent. Yet this is to
your credit: you hate the works of the
Nicolaitans, which I also hate. Let anyone who
has an ear listen to what the Spirit is saying to
the churches. To everyone who conquers, I will
give permission to eat from the tree of life that
is in the paradise of God.’

This was the oath he swore to our father Abraham, *

to set us free from the hands of our enemies,

Free to worship him without fear, *
holy and righteous in his sight
all the days of our life.

You, my child, shall be called the prophet of the Most High, *
for you will go before the Lord to prepare his way,



To give his people knowledge of salvation *
by the forgiveness of their sins.
In the tender compassion of our God *
the dawn from on high shall break upon us,
To shine on those who dwell in darkness and the shadow of death, *
and to guide our feet into the way of peace.
