Opening Sentence

Officiant says one of the following verses of Holy Scripture.
The Lord is in his holy temple; let all the earth keep silence before him. - Habakkuk 2:20

First Lesson
Numbers 17:1-11

The Lord spoke to Moses, saying: Speak to the
Israelites, and get twelve staffs from them, one
for each ancestral house, from all the leaders of
their ancestral houses. Write each man’s name
on his staff, and write Aaron’s name on the
staff of Levi. For there shall be one staff for the
head of each ancestral house. Place them in the
tent of meeting before the covenant, where I
meet with you. And the staff of the man whom
I choose shall sprout; thus I will put a stop to
the complaints of the Israelites that they
continually make against you. Moses spoke to
the Israelites; and all their leaders gave him
staffs, one for each leader, according to their
ancestral houses, twelve staffs; and the staff of
Aaron was among theirs. So Moses placed the

staffs before the Lord in the tent of the
covenant.

When Moses went into the tent of the covenant
on the next day, the staff of Aaron for the
house of Levi had sprouted. It put forth buds,
produced blossoms, and bore ripe almonds.
Then Moses brought out all the staffs from
before the Lord to all the Israelites; and they
looked, and each man took his staff. And the
Lord said to Moses, ‘Put back the staff of Aaron
before the covenant, to be kept as a warning to
rebels, so that you may make an end of their
complaints against me, or else they will die.’
Moses did so; just as the Lord commanded
him, so he did.

The chariots of Pharaoh and his army has he hurled into the sea; *
the finest of those who bear armor have been drowned in the Red Sea.

The fathomless deep has overwhelmed them; *

they sank into the depths like a stone.

Your right hand, O Lord, is glorious in might; *

your right hand, O Lord, has overthrown the enemy.
Who can be compared with you, O Lord, among the gods? *

who is like you, glorious in holiness,

Matthew 20:17-28

While Jesus was going up to Jerusalem, he
took the twelve disciples aside by themselves,
and said to them on the way, ‘See, we are going
up to Jerusalem, and the Son of Man will be
handed over to the chief priests and scribes,
and they will condemn him to death; then they
will hand him over to the Gentiles to be
mocked and flogged and crucified; and on the
third day he will be raised.’

Then the mother of the sons of Zebedee came
to him with her sons, and kneeling before him,
she asked a favor of him. And he said to her,
“What do you want?’ She said to him, ‘Declare
that these two sons of mine will sit, one at your
right hand and one at your left, in your
kingdom.” But Jesus answered, “You do not
know what you are asking.
