Dressage: Dressage entries will be limited to 60 tests for Sunday. Entries are first come first serve. Pre-entries for dressage will be accepted until 9/10/26.
After that, entries will only be accepted as the schedule allows. Dressage entries received after the allotted tests are full will be placed on a waiting list in
the order they are received.

Qualifying classes for Championships — qualifying class requirements/ participation are the responsibility of the owner/trainer/rider. Should a horse/rider
be found ineligible in a Championship Class due to non- participation or excused for any reason from the appropriate qualifying class(s), the entry is
considered ineligible for said championship.

Show results are not considered official until certified by show management. Decisions by show management, DQP and judges are considered final.
Protests may be filed as per the NWHA rulebook.
