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Disciplinary Regulations

. Students are expected to respect their teachers and one another in the classroom. When teachers,
administrator or guests enter a class all students will greet them by standing up. While their class is
in session, students should not be standing up, walking around, leaving the classroom or talking to
one another without permission of the teacher. A first infraction will result in the issuing of a verbal
warning. If infractions persist, the student will receive a detention.

Items which have no relation to school activities (e.g. toys, games, balls) should not be brought to
school. During class sessions, students are forbidden from using portable electronic devices,
including cell phones. After a first infraction, the item will be confiscated and placed in the school
office. Students may pick the item up at the end of that school day. If the infraction is repeated,
parents will be asked to come to the school office to retrieve the item in question.

. The chewing of gum on school premises is not permitted.

. While class is in session, students should not be accessing their beverages or food items (including
candy). There is a designated place and time for lunch.

. Wastebaskets are provided in the classrooms and cafeteria. Students should not throw paper,
food, empty containers or other waste on the floor.

. VANDALISM is considered to be major infraction and such infractions will elicit significant
consequences. Students are not permitted to damage, destroy or take any items that do not
belong to them. Consequences for such infractions will range from an obligatory suspension
(temporary) to expulsion (permanent) from the school, depending on the nature of the infraction
and the preceding history. Parents will be held financially responsible for acts of vandalism or
misappropriation of property by their children.

In cases where it is not evident who is responsible for an act of vandalism or misappropriation of
property, the entire classroom will be held accountable.

EARLY DEPARTURE - If a student needs to leave the school premises before our usual dismissal
time, parents should bring or forward a note to the school administration by that morning. If there
is no note, parents should either come to or telephone our office and notify the Principal or
Administrator. Students will not be allowed to leave the school premises early based on their
request alone.



9. ABSENCES - If a student is going to be absent on a given Saturday or from a given class, we request
that parents notify the school office either by a note or through a telephone call. Without such
notification, absences will be considered to be unexcused.

10.Repeated late arrivals at school or unexcused absences will elicit a verbal warning to the student
and in cases where such behaviors persist, a detention will be given.

11.0ur school day starts at 9:00 a.m. and ends at 1:00 p.m. During this time ALL STUDENTS MUST
REMAIN ON THE SCHOOL PREMISES. Departure from the school premises without permission will
result in an automatic suspension.

12.During the school day, students should not enter areas (e.g. parking lot, main hall, cafeteria) when
they have no scheduled activities there.

13.Students who become ill or otherwise need to phone home when class is in session must inform
their teacher, obtain permission to leave the classroom and then proceed to the school office.
Students should explain their situation to the Principal or Administrator who will then contact the
parent(s). We remind you that STUDENTS ARE NOT ALLOWED TO USE CELL PHONES WHILE CLASS IS
IN SESSION.

14.Recess will be held in the cafeteria. During this time students are free to walk around, speak at a
reasonable volume to their friends and have their lunch.

15.During the school day, students on school premises are not permitted to engage in horseplay,
fighting, piggybacking or similar activities. Similarly, the use of vulgar, profane or disrespectful
language is prohibited.

16.DISMISSAL - Students from grades 7 - 11 may leave the school premises on their own at the end of
the school day. Students from preschool through 6-th grade must be picked up from their classes
by their parents or older siblings. These students cannot be dismissed alone.

17.Neither the school nor any of its teachers, officers or volunteers will be liable for accidents that
result from a violation of the disciplinary regulations.

18.Infractions of disciplinary regulations will elicit a response ranging from a verbal warning, through
detentions, suspension and ultimately expulsion. The director or administrator will notify parents if
their child commits a disciplinary infraction.

19.In the cases of very serious disciplinary violations, a committee will be convened, including the
director, the vice-director, the administrator, the Chair of the Board and the Vice-Chair of the Board.
The committee will evaluate the circumstances and reach a decision as to the appropriate response
of the school towards the infraction.
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Consequences for disciplinary infractions

Disciplinary infractions are considered cumulatively within a given school year.

1. Along with a third verbal warning, a student will receive a detention.
3 verbal warnings = 1 detention

2. Along with a third detention, a student will be suspended from school for three Saturdays.
3 detentions = suspension for 3 Saturdays

3. After a fourth detention, the student will be permanently expelled from school.
4 detentions = expulsion

Detentions will be served from 1:00 p.m. to 1:25 p.m. on the same day they are received, in ae designated room with
supervision. Students will be required to do their Ukrainian homework or classroom assignments. If there are no
classroom assignments or homework that day, the director or administrator will provide an assignment.

Students will be suspended for any intentional or malicious violation of our school rules. Such a suspension will be
served in school in a designated room with supervision from 9:00 a.m. to 1:00 p.m.

Dear Parents!

As soon as your child receives a detention, we will try to contact you by telephone. Should your child not be able to
serve a detention on that Saturday, the detention will be assigned to a different Saturday. If your child is serving a
detention you can come to the school office and inform the Director and/or Administrator that you would like to pick
up your child. You may do so prior to the formal end of the detention at 1:25 p.m. However, the detention will still be
recorded on your child's record and counts.

Parents will receive telephone or letter notification after each of the first two detentions. After the second detention
parents will be invited to attend a conference at school to discuss their child's behavior. A letter will also be sent to
remind parents that in the event of a third detention, the child will receive a suspension. The same procedure of a
parent-school conference will follow the third and fourth detentions. After the conference following a fourth detention,
a notification of the student's expulsion will be sent to the parents.

VANDALISM — There will be no verbal warnings for acts of vandalism or misappropriation of property. Depending on
the severity of the infraction, the student will receive a suspension or an automatic expulsion.
