2. Isaiah 64:8 – “Yet you, Lord, are our Father. We are the clay, you are the potter; we 
are all the work of your hand.”

• A beautiful image of God as the Creator, lovingly shaping each of us.

3. Romans 8:33 – “Who will bring any charge against those whom God has chosen? It 
is God who justifies.”

• A strong declaration that no one has the authority to deny or challenge your 
relationship with God.

4. Psalm 8:4-5 – “What is mankind that you are mindful of them, human beings that 
you care for them? You have made them a little lower than the angels and crowned them 
with glory and honor.”

• This speaks to the dignity and worth God bestows on humanity.

5. John 1:12 – “Yet to all who did receive him, to those who believed in his name, he 
gave the right to become children of God.”

• A direct affirmation that your relationship with God is secure through faith, 
not human approval.
