God Disciplines His Children
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4 In your struggle against sin, you have not yet resisted to the point of
shedding your blood. > And have you completely forgotten this word of
encouragement that addresses you as a father addresses his son? It says,

“My son, do not make light of the Lord’s discipline,
and do not lose heart when he rebukes you,
6 because the Lord disciplines the one he loves,
and he chastens everyone he accepts as his son.”[al

7 Endure hardship as discipline; God is treating you as his children. For what
children are not disciplined by their father? 8 If you are not disciplined—and
everyone undergoes discipline—then you are not legitimate, not true sons
and daughters at all. ® Moreover, we have all had human fathers who
disciplined us and we respected them for it. How much more should we
submit to the Father of spirits and live! 1© They disciplined us for a little while
as they thought best; but God disciplines us for our good, in order that we
may share in his holiness. 11 No discipline seems pleasant at the time, but
painful. Later on, however, it produces a harvest of righteousness and peace
for those who have been trained by it.

12 Therefore, strengthen your feeble arms and weak knees. 13 “Make level
paths for your feet,”[! so that the lame may not be disabled, but rather
healed.

Proverbs 5:12
12 You will say, “How I hated discipline!
How my heart spurned correction!
13 T would not obey my teachers
or turn my ear to my instructors.
14 And I was soon in serious trouble
in the assembly of God’s people.”

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Servitude ~ according to Matthew

Matthew 6:24 “No one can serve two masters. Either you will hate the one
and love the other, or you will be devoted to the one and despise the other.
You cannot serve both God and money.

Mathew 10:24 “The student is not above the teacher, nor a servant above his
master. It is enough for students to be like their teachers, and servants like
their masters. If the head of the house has been called Beelzebul, how much
more the members of his household!

Matthew 20:28 just as the Son of Man did not come to be served, but to serve,
and to give his life as a ransom for many.”

Servants can be wicked

Matthew 18:32 “Then the master called the servant in. ‘You wicked servant,’
he said, ‘I canceled all that debt of yours because you begged me to.
Shouldn’t you have had mercy on your fellow servant just as I had on you?’
Matthew 24:48 But suppose that servant is wicked and says to himself, ‘My
master is staying away a long time,’

Matthew 25:26 “His master replied, ‘You wicked, lazy servant! So you knew
that I harvest where I have not sown and gather where I have not scattered
seed?

Matthew 4:10 Jesus said to him, “Away from me, Satan! For it is written:
‘Worship the Lord your God, and serve him only.”
