Acts 20:31 Therefore watch, and remember that for three years I did not
cease to warn everyone night and day with tears.

Acts 20:35 I have shown you in every way, by laboring like this, that you must
support the weak. And remember the words of the Lord Jesus, that He said,
‘It is more blessed to give than to receive.”

Romans 11:18 do not boast against the branches. But if you do boast,
remember that you do not support the root, but the root supports you.

1 Thessalonians 1:3 remembering without ceasing your work of faith, labor of
love, and patience of hope in our Lord Jesus Christ in the sight of our God

2 Timothy 1:3 I thank God, whom I serve with a pure conscience,
as my forefathers did, as without ceasing I remember you in my prayers
night and day,

Hebrews 6:10 For God is not unjust to forget your work and labor of love
which you have shown toward His name, in that you have ministered to the
saints, and do minister.

James 1:25 But he who looks into the perfect law of liberty and continues in
it, and is not a forgetful hearer but a doer of the work, this one will be
blessed in what he does.

Jude 1:17 But you, beloved, remember the words which were spoken before
by the apostles of our Lord Jesus Christ:



Revelation 2:5 Remember therefore from where you have fallen; repent and
do the first works, or else I will come to you quickly and remove your
lampstand from its place—unless you repent.

Jeremiah 31:34 No more shall every man teach his neighbor, and every man
his brother, saying, ‘Know the LORD,” for they all shall know Me, from the
least of them to the greatest of them, says the LORD.

Ezekiel 18:22 None of the transgressions which he has committed shall

be remembered against him; because of the righteousness which he has
done, he shall live.

Ezekiel 33:13 When I say to the righteous that he shall surely live, but he
trusts in his own righteousness and commits iniquity, none of his righteous
works shall be remembered; but because of the iniquity that he has
committed, he shall die.

Ezekiel 33:16 None of his sins which he has committed shall be remembered
against him; he has done what is lawful and right; he shall surely live.

Hosea 7:2 They do not consider in their hearts That I remember all their
wickedness; Now their own deeds have surrounded them; They are before
My face.

Hosea 8:13 For the sacrifices of My offerings they sacrifice flesh and

eat it, But the LORD does not accept them. Now He will remember their
iniquity and punish their sins. They shall return to Egypt.

Jonah 2:7 “When my soul fainted within me, I remembered the LORD; And
my prayer went up to You, Into Your holy temple.

Malachi 4:4 “Remember the Law of Moses, My servant, Which I commanded
him in Horeb for all Israel, With the statutes and judgments.

Isaiah 57:11 “And of whom have you been afraid, or feared, That you have
lied And not remembered Me, Nor taken it to your heart? Is it not because I
have held My peace from of old That you do not fear Me?

Isaiah 46:8 “Remember this, and show yourselves men; Recall to mind, O
you transgressors.



Psalm 111:4 He has made His wonderful works to be remembered;

The LORD is gracious and full of compassion.

Psalm 119:551 remember Your name in the night, O LORD, And I keep Your
law.

Psalm 137:6 If I do not remember you, Let my tongue cling to the roof of my
mouth— If I do not exalt Jerusalem Above my chief joy.

Psalm 103:18 To such as keep His covenant, And to those who

remember His commandments to do them.

Psalm 63:6 When I remember You on my bed, I meditate on You in

the night watches.

Psalm 143:51 remember the days of old; I meditate on all Your works; I
muse on the work of Your hands.

Psalm 78:35 Then they remembered that God was their rock, And the Most
High God their Redeemer.

Psalm 78:42 They did not remember His power: The day when He
redeemed them from the enemy,

Psalm 136:23 Who remembered us in our lowly state, For His mercy endures
forever;

Psalm 137:1 By the rivers of Babylon, There we sat down, yea, we wept When
we remembered Zion.

Psalm 106:4 Remember me, O LORD, with the favor You have toward Your
people. Oh, visit me with Your salvation,

Psalm 103:16 For the wind passes over it, and it is gone, And its place
remembers it no more.

Psalm 105:5 Remember His marvelous works which He has done, His
wonders, and the judgments of His mouth,

Psalm 105:8 He remembers His covenant forever, The word which He
commanded, for a thousand generations,

Psalm 74:18 Remember this, that the enemy has reproached, O LORD, And
that a foolish people has blasphemed Your name.

Psalm 74:22 Arise, O God, plead Your own cause; Remember how the foolish
man reproaches You daily.

Psalm 77:3 I remembered God, and was troubled; I complained, and my spirit
was overwhelmed. Selah

Psalm 77:10 And I said, “This is my anguish; But I will remember the years of
the right hand of the Most High.”

Psalm 77:11 I will remember the works of the LORD; Surely I will remember
Your wonders of old.

Psalm 78:39 For He remembered that they were but flesh, A breath that
passes away and does not come again.



Ecclesiastes 11:8 But if a man lives many years And rejoices in them all, Yet
let him remember the days of darkness, For they will be many. All that is
coming is vanity.

Deuteronomy 9:27 Remember Your servants, Abraham, Isaac, and Jacob; do

Deuteronomy 24:22 And you shall remember that you were a slave in the land
of Egypt; therefore I command you to do this thing.

Deuteronomy 32:7 “Remember the days of old, Consider the years of many
generations. Ask your father, and he will show you; Your elders, and they will
tell you:

Joshua 1:13 “Remember the word which Moses the servant of the LORD
commanded you, saying, ‘The LORD your God is giving you rest and is
giving you this land.’

Judges 8:34 Thus the children of Israel did not remember the LORD their
God, who had delivered them from the hands of all their enemies on every
side;

Remember the mercies of Your servant David.”

Nehemiah 4:14 And I looked, and arose and said to the nobles, to the leaders,
and to the rest of the people, “Do not be afraid of them. Remember the Lord,
great and awesome, and fight for your brethren, your sons, your daughters,
your wives, and your houses.”



Nehemiah 5:19 Remember me, my God, for good, according to all that I have
done for this people.

Psalm 20:7 Some trust in chariots, and some in horses; But we will remember
the name of the LORD our God.

Psalm 25:6 Remember, O LORD, Your tender mercies and Your
lovingkindnesses, For they are from of old.

Psalm 25:7 Do not remember the sins of my youth, nor my transgressions;
According to Your mercy remember me, For Your goodness’ sake, O LORD.
Psalm 42:4 When I remember these things, I pour out my soul within me. For
I used to go with the multitude; I went with them to the house of God, With
the voice of joy and praise, With a multitude that kept a pilgrim feast.

Psalm 42:6 O my God, my soul is cast down within me; Therefore I will
remember You from the land of the Jordan, And from the heights of Hermon,
From the Hill Mizar.

Psalm 45:17 I will make Your name to be remembered in all generations;
Therefore the people shall praise You forever and ever.

Psalm 74:2 Remember Your congregation, which You have purchased of old,
The tribe of Your inheritance, which You have redeemed— This Mount Zion
where You have dwelt.

Psalm 89:50 Remember, Lord, the reproach of Your servants— How I bear in
my bosom the reproach of all the many peoples,

Psalm 98:3 He has remembered His mercy and His faithfulness to the house
of Israel; All the ends of the earth have seen the salvation of our God.



Psalm 103:14 For He knows our frame; He remembers that we are dust.
Psalm 106:7 Our fathers in Egypt did not understand Your wonders; They did
not remember the multitude of Your mercies, But rebelled by the sea—the
Red Sea.

Psalm 106:45 And for their sake He remembered His covenant, And relented
according to the multitude of His mercies.

Psalm 109:14 Let the iniquity of his fathers be remembered before the LORD,
And let not the sin of his mother be blotted out.

Psalm 109:16 Because he did not remember to show mercy, But persecuted
the poor and needy man, That he might even slay the broken in heart.

Proverbs 31:7 Let him drink and forget his poverty, And remember his
misery no more.

Isaiah 63:11 Then he remembered the days of old, Moses and his people,
saying: “Where is He who brought them up out of the sea With the shepherd
of His flock? Where is He who put His Holy Spirit within them,

Isaiah 64:5 You meet him who rejoices and does righteousness, Who
remembers You in Your ways. You are indeed angry, for we have sinned— In
these ways we continue; And we need to be saved.

Isaiah 64:9 Do not be furious, O LORD, Nor remember iniquity forever;

Luke 16:25 But Abraham said, ‘Son, remember that in your lifetime you
received your good things, and likewise Lazarus evil things; but now he is
comforted and you are tormented.

John 2:17 Then His disciples remembered that it was written, “Zeal for Your
house has eaten Me up.”
