Jeremiah 18:10 if it does evil in My sight so that it does not 
obey My voice, then I will relent concerning the good with 
which I said I would benefit it.

Jeremiah 23:22 But if they had stood in My counsel, And 
had caused My people to hear My words, Then they would 
have turned them from their evil way And from the evil of 
their doings.

Jeremiah 25:5 They said, ‘Repent now everyone of his evil 
way and his evil doings, and dwell in the land that the Lord 
has given to you and your fathers forever and ever.



Jeremiah 29:11 For I know the thoughts that I think toward 
you, says the Lord, thoughts of peace and not of evil, to 
give you a future and a hope.

Jeremiah 32:30 because the children of Israel and the 
children of Judah have done only evil before Me from their 
youth. For the children of Israel have provoked Me only to 
anger with the work of their hands,’ says the Lord.

Jeremiah 35:15 I have also sent to you all My servants the 
prophets, rising up early and sending them, saying, ‘Turn 
now everyone from his evil way, amend your doings, and 
do not go after other gods to serve them; then you will 
dwell in the land which I have given you and your fathers.’ 
But you have not inclined your ear, nor obeyed Me.

Jeremiah 36:3 It may be that the house of Judah will hear 
all the adversities which I purpose to bring upon them, that 
everyone may turn from his evil way, that I may forgive 
their iniquity and their sin.”

Amos 5:13 Therefore the prudent keep silent at that time, 
For it is an evil time.

Amos 5:14 Seek good and not evil, That you may live; So 
the Lord God of hosts will be with you, As you have 
spoken.



Amos 5:15 Hate evil, love good; Establish justice in the 
gate. It may be that the Lord God of hosts Will be gracious 
to the remnant of Joseph.

Jonah 3:8 But let man and beast be covered with 
sackcloth, and cry mightily to God; yes, let every one turn 
from his evil way and from the violence that is in his 
hands.

Jonah 3:10 Then God saw their works, that they turned 
from their evil way; and God relented from the disaster 
that He had said He would bring upon them, and He did 
not do it.

Zechariah 7:10 Do not oppress the widow or the 
fatherless, The alien or the poor. Let none of you plan evil 
in his heart Against his brother.’

Zechariah 8:17 Let none of you think evil in your heart 
against your neighbor; And do not love a false oath. For all 
these are things that I hate,’ Says the Lord.”

Matthew 5:11 “Blessed are you when they revile and 
persecute you, and say all kinds of evil against you falsely 
for My sake.

Matthew 5:37 But let your ‘Yes’ be ‘Yes,’ and your ‘No,’ 
‘No.’ For whatever is more than these is from the evil one.



Matthew 5:39 But I tell you not to resist an evil person. But 
whoever slaps you on your right cheek, turn the other to 
him also.

Matthew 5:45 that you may be sons of your Father in 
heaven; for He makes His sun rise on the evil and on the 
good, and sends rain on the just and on the unjust.

Matthew 6:13 And do not lead us into temptation, But 
deliver us from the evil one. For Yours is the kingdom and 
the power and the glory forever. Amen.

Luke 6:22 Blessed are you when men hate you, And when 
they exclude you, And revile you, and cast out your name 
as evil, For the Son of Man’s sake.

Luke 6:35 But love your enemies, do good, and lend, 
hoping for nothing in return; and your reward will be great, 
and you will be sons of the Most High. For He is kind to 
the unthankful and evil.

Luke 6:45 A good man out of the good treasure of his 
heart brings forth good; and an evil man out of the evil 
treasure of his heart brings forth evil. For out of the 
abundance of the heart his mouth speaks.

Romans 12:9 [ Behave Like a Christian ] Let love be 
without hypocrisy. Abhor what is evil. Cling to what is 
good.



Romans 12:17 Repay no one evil for evil. Have regard for 
good things in the sight of all men.

Romans 12:21 Do not be overcome by evil, but overcome 
evil with good.

Romans 13:3 For rulers are not a terror to good works, but 
to evil. Do you want to be unafraid of the authority? Do 
what is good, and you will have praise from the same.

Luke 11:4 And forgive us our sins, For we also forgive 
everyone who is indebted to us. And do not lead us into 
temptation, But deliver us from the evil one.”

Romans 14:16 Therefore do not let your good be spoken 
of as evil;

Romans 14:20 Do not destroy the work of God for the 
sake of food. All things indeed are pure, but it is evil for the 
man who eats with offense.

Romans 16:19 For your obedience has become known to 
all. Therefore I am glad on your behalf; but I want you to 
be wise in what is good, and simple concerning evil.

1 Corinthians 5:13 But those who are outside God judges. 
Therefore “put away from yourselves the evil person.”



1 Corinthians 10:6 Now these things became our 
examples, to the intent that we should not lust after evil 
things as they also lusted.

1 Corinthians 10:30 But if I partake with thanks, why am I 
evil spoken of for the food over which I give thanks?

2 Corinthians 13:7 Now I pray to God that you do no evil, 
not that we should appear approved, but that you should 
do what is honorable, though we may seem disqualified.

Ephesians 6:13 Therefore take up the whole armor of 
God, that you may be able to withstand in the evil day, and 
having done all, to stand.

Philippians 3:2 Beware of dogs, beware of evil workers, 
beware of the mutilation!

1 Thessalonians 5:15 See that no one renders evil for evil 
to anyone, but always pursue what is good both for 
yourselves and for all.

1 Thessalonians 5:22 Abstain from every form of evil.

Titus 2: 8 sound speech that cannot be condemned, that 
one who is an opponent may be ashamed, having nothing 
evil to say of you.



Titus 3:2 to speak evil of no one, to be peaceable, gentle, 
showing all humility to all men.

Hebrews 10:2 let us draw near with a true heart in full 
assurance of faith, having our hearts sprinkled from an evil 
conscience and our bodies washed with pure water.

James 1:13 Let no one say when he is tempted, “I am 
tempted by God”; for God cannot be tempted by evil, nor 
does He Himself tempt anyone.

James 4:11 Do not speak evil of one another, brethren. He 
who speaks evil of a brother and judges his brother, 
speaks evil of the law and judges the law. But if you judge 
the law, you are not a doer of the law but a judge.

1 Peter 2:1 Therefore, laying aside all malice, all deceit, 
hypocrisy, envy, and all evil speaking,

1 Peter 2:12 having your conduct honorable among the 
Gentiles, that when they speak against you as evildoers, 
they may, by your good works which they observe, glorify 
God in the day of visitation.

1 Peter 3:9-10 not returning evil for evil or reviling for 
reviling, but on the contrary blessing, knowing that you 
were called to this, that you may inherit a blessing. For 
“He who would love life And see good days, Let him 



refrain his tongue from evil, And his lips from speaking 
deceit.

1 Peter 3:11 Let him turn away from evil and do good; Let 
him seek peace and pursue it.

1 Peter 3:16-17 having a good conscience, that when they 
defame you as evildoers, those who revile your good 
conduct in Christ may be ashamed. For it is better, if it is 
the will of God, to suffer for doing good than for doing evil.

1 Peter 4:15 But let none of you suffer as a murderer, a 
thief, an evildoer, or as a busybody in other people’s 
matters.

3 John 1:11 Beloved, do not imitate what is evil, but what 
is good. He who does good is of God, but he who does 
evil has not seen God.

Revelation 2:2 “I know your works, your labor, your 
patience, and that you cannot bear those who are evil. 
And you have tested those who say they are apostles and 
are not, and have found them liars;

Jeremiah 10:5 They are upright, like a palm tree, And they 
cannot speak; They must be carried, Because they cannot 



go by themselves. Do not be afraid of them, For they 
cannot do evil, Nor can they do any good.”

Habakkuk 1:13 You are of purer eyes than to behold evil, 
And cannot look on wickedness. Why do You look on 
those who deal treacherously, And hold Your tongue when 
the wicked devours A person more righteous than he?

Zephaniah 1:12 “And it shall come to pass at that time 
That I will search Jerusalem with lamps, And punish the 
men Who are settled in complacency, Who say in their 
heart, ‘The Lord will not do good, Nor will He do evil.’

Misc.

Matthew 7:11 If you then, being evil, know how to give 
good gifts to your children, how much more will your 
Father who is in heaven give good things to those who ask 
Him!

Matthew 12:39 But He answered and said to them, “An 
evil and adulterous generation seeks after a sign, and no 
sign will be given to it except the sign of the prophet 
Jonah.

Luke 7:21 And that very hour He cured many of infirmities, 
afflictions, and evil spirits; and to many blind He gave 
sight.



Luke 11:29 And while the crowds were thickly gathered 
together, He began to say, “This is an evil generation. It 
seeks a sign, and no sign will be given to it except the sign 
of Jonah the prophet.

John 7:7 The world cannot hate you, but it hates Me 
because I testify of it that its works are evil.

John 17:15 I do not pray that You should take them out of 
the world, but that You should keep them from the evil 
one.

Acts 23:9 Then there arose a loud outcry. And the scribes 
of the Pharisees’ party arose and protested, saying, “We 
find no evil in this man; but if a spirit or an angel has 
spoken to him, let us not fight against God.”

Galatians 1:4 who gave Himself for our sins, that He might 
deliver us from this present evil age, according to the will 
of our God and Father,

5:16 redeeming the time, because the days are evil.

2 Thessalonians 3:3 But the Lord is faithful, who will 
establish you and guard you from the evil one.



2 Timothy 2:9 for which I suffer trouble as an evildoer, 
even to the point of chains; but the word of God is not 
chained.

2 Timothy 4:18 And the Lord will deliver me from every evil 
work and preserve me for His heavenly kingdom. To Him 
be glory forever and ever. Amen!

1 Peter 4:4 In regard to these, they think it strange that 
you do not run with them in the same flood of dissipation, 
speaking evil of you.
