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Belief  
NKJV 

There are different styles of belief. One way is to believe about something, 
that something exists, but not having experienced or witnessed it. Another 
way is to know something exists through experience. These styles of belief 
are very different and they affect us differently. 

If a child is told, “don’t touch the stove because it is hot and you will feel 
pain,” the child cannot comprehend exactly what that means until the child 
touches the stove, feels the heat, and experiences the hurt. 

There are those who believe because they are told, but they have not yet 
experienced what they are told. Then there are those who go and experience 
to learn about what they have been told. Those how get experience will have 
better understanding and belief. 

James 2:19 You believe that there is one God. You do well. Even the 
demons believe—and tremble! 

We keep in mind God is love, mercy, peace, forgiveness, truth, compassion 
and justice. If we believe in God, then we believe in this character. We ought 
to know this character through regular experience with it. This Character is 
grace, righteousness, and good works. This Character can be seen through 
works and actions. If no one does it, how can it be seen? If we believe in God 
and in Jesus as they truly are in character, words, and deeds, then we will live 
by their character, words, and deeds. As we live by such character, we will be 
more able to witness the results of developing a richer faith like Abraham. 

Jesus United with God 

John 14:10 Do you not believe that I am in the Father, and the Father in Me? 
The words that I speak to you I do not speak on My own authority; but the 
Father who dwells in Me does the works. 
John 14:11 Believe Me that I am in the Father and the Father in Me, or else 
believe Me for the sake of the works themselves. 
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John 16:27 for the Father Himself loves you, because you have loved Me, and 
have believed that I came forth from God. 
John 17:21 that they all may be one, as You, Father, are in Me, and I in You; 
that they also may be one in Us, that the world may believe that You sent Me. 
Acts 8:37 Then Philip said, “If you believe with all your heart, you may.” And 
he answered and said, “I believe that Jesus Christ is the Son of God.” 
Acts 10:43 To Him all the prophets witness that, through His name, 
whoever believes in Him will receive remission of sins.” 
John 19:35 And he who has seen has testified, and his testimony is true; and 
he knows that he is telling the truth, so that you may believe. 

For more clarity, read all of john 15. 

John 3 The New Birth 

3 There was a man of the Pharisees named Nicodemus, a ruler of the 
Jews. 2 This man came to Jesus by night and said to Him, “Rabbi, we know 
that You are a teacher come from God; for no one can do these signs that You 
do unless God is with him.” 
3 Jesus answered and said to him, “Most assuredly, I say to you, unless one 
is born again, he cannot see the kingdom of God.” 
4 Nicodemus said to Him, “How can a man be born when he is old? Can he 
enter a second time into his mother’s womb and be born?” 
5 Jesus answered, “Most assuredly, I say to you, unless one is born of water 
and the Spirit, he cannot enter the kingdom of God. 6 That which is born of 
the flesh is flesh, and that which is born of the Spirit is spirit.7 Do not marvel 
that I said to you, ‘You must be born again.’ 8 The wind blows where it 
wishes, and you hear the sound of it, but cannot tell where it comes from and 
where it goes. So is everyone who is born of the Spirit.” 
9 Nicodemus answered and said to Him, “How can these things be?” 
10 Jesus answered and said to him, “Are you the teacher of Israel, and do not 
know these things? 11 Most assuredly, I say to you, We speak what We know 
and testify what We have seen, and you do not receive Our witness. 12 If I 
have told you earthly things and you do not believe, how will you believe if I 
tell you heavenly things? 13 No one has ascended to heaven but He who 
came down from heaven, that is, the Son of Man who is in heaven.[a] 14 And 
as Moses lifted up the serpent in the wilderness, even so must the Son of 
Man be lifted up, 15 that whoever believes in Him should not perish 
but[b] have eternal life. 16 For God so loved the world that He gave His only 
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begotten Son, that whoever believes in Him should not perish but have 
everlasting life. 17 For God did not send His Son into the world to condemn 
the world, but that the world through Him might be saved. 
18 “He who believes in Him is not condemned; but he who does not believe is 
condemned already, because he has not believed in the name of the only 
begotten Son of God. 19 And this is the condemnation, that the light has 
come into the world, and men loved darkness rather than light, because their 
deeds were evil. 20 For everyone practicing evil hates the light and does not 
come to the light, lest his deeds should be exposed. 21 But he who does the 
truth comes to the light, that his deeds may be clearly seen, that they have 
been done in God.” 

Holy Spirit & Rebirth 

Acts 10:45 And those of the circumcision who believed were astonished, as 
many as came with Peter, because the gift of the Holy Spirit had been poured 
out on the Gentiles also. 
John 1:12-13 But as many as received Him, to them He gave the right to 
become children of God, to those who believe in His name: who were born, 
not of blood, nor of the will of the flesh, nor of the will of man, but of God. 
John 5:24 “Most assuredly, I say to you, he who hears My word and believes 
in Him who sent Me has everlasting life, and shall not come into judgment, 
but has passed from death into life. 
Acts 19:2 he said to them, “Did you receive the Holy Spirit when you 
believed?” So they said to him, “We have not so much as heard whether there 
is a Holy Spirit.” 

Belief with repentance 

Mark 1:15 and saying, “The time is fulfilled, and the kingdom of God is at 
hand. Repent, and believe in the gospel.” 
Acts 19:18 And many who had believed came confessing and telling their 
deeds. 
Romans 13:11 And do this, knowing the time, that now it is high time to 
awake out of sleep; for now our salvation is nearer than when we first 
believed. 
Romans 15:13 Now may the God of hope fill you with all joy and peace in 
believing, that you may abound in hope by the power of the Holy Spirit. 
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1 Corinthians 15:2 by which also you are saved, if you hold fast that word 
which I preached to you—unless you believed in vain. 

Responses & results for & by believers 

1 Corinthians 14:22 Therefore tongues are for a sign, not to those who believe 
but to unbelievers; but prophesying is not for unbelievers but for those who 
believe. 
Philippians 1:29 For to you it has been granted on behalf of Christ, not only to 
believe in Him, but also to suffer for His sake, 
1 Thessalonians 1:7 so that you became examples to all in Macedonia and 
Achaia who believe. 
1 Timothy 1:16 However, for this reason I obtained mercy, that in me first 
Jesus Christ might show all longsuffering, as a pattern to those who are 
going to believe on Him for everlasting life. 
1 Timothy 4:12 Let no one despise your youth, but be an example to the 
believers in word, in conduct, in love, in spirit, in faith, in purity. 
Titus 3:8 This is a faithful saying, and these things I want you to affirm 
constantly, that those who have believed in God should be careful to 
maintain good works. These things are good and profitable to men. 
Isaiah 28:16 [ A Cornerstone in Zion ] Therefore thus says the Lord GOD: 
“Behold, I lay in Zion a stone for a foundation, A tried stone, a precious 
cornerstone, a sure foundation; Whoever believes will not act hastily. 
John 12:46 I have come as a light into the world, that whoever believes in Me 
should not abide in darkness. 
John 5:44 How can you believe, who receive honor from one another, and do 
not seek the honor that comes from the only God? 
John 6:29 Jesus answered and said to them, “This is the work of God, that you 
believe in Him whom He sent.” 
John 6:35 And Jesus said to them, “I am the bread of life. He who comes to 
Me shall never hunger, and he who believes in Me shall never thirst. 
John 7:38 He who believes in Me, as the Scripture has said, out of his heart 
will flow rivers of living water.” 
John 8:24 Therefore I said to you that you will die in your sins; for if you do 
not believe that I am He, you will die in your sins.” 
John 8:31 Then Jesus said to those Jews who believed Him, “If you abide in 
My word, you are My disciples indeed. 
John 11:25 Jesus said to her, “I am the resurrection and the life. He who 
believes in Me, though he may die, he shall live. 
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John 11:26 And whoever lives and believes in Me shall never die. Do you 
believe this?” 
John 20:31 but these are written that you may believe that Jesus is the Christ, 
the Son of God, and that believing you may have life in His name. 
2 Chronicles 20:20 So they rose early in the morning and went out into the 
Wilderness of Tekoa; and as they went out, Jehoshaphat stood and said, 
“Hear me, O Judah and you inhabitants of Jerusalem: Believe in the LORD 
your God, and you shall be established; believe His prophets, and you shall 
prosper.” 
Psalm 106:12 Then they believed His words; They sang His praise. 
Psalm 116:10 I believed, therefore I spoke, “I am greatly afflicted.” 
Psalm 119:66 Teach me good judgment and knowledge, For I believe Your 
commandments. 
Matthew 8:13 Then Jesus said to the centurion, “Go your way; and as you 
have believed, so let it be done for you.” And his servant was healed that 
same hour. 
Acts 13:39 and by Him everyone who believes is justified from all things from 
which you could not be justified by the law of Moses. 
Acts 13:41 ‘Behold, you despisers, Marvel and perish! For I work a work in 
your days, A work which you will by no means believe, Though one were to 
declare it to you.’” 
Acts 13:48 Now when the Gentiles heard this, they were glad and glorified 
the word of the Lord. And as many as had been appointed to eternal life 
believed. 
Acts 15:11 But we believe that through the grace of the Lord Jesus Christ we 
shall be saved in the same manner as they.” 
Acts 16:31 So they said, “Believe on the Lord Jesus Christ, and you will be 
saved, you and your household.” 
Acts 18:8 Then Crispus, the ruler of the synagogue, believed on the Lord 
with all his household. And many of the Corinthians, hearing, believed and 
were baptized. 
Acts 19:4 Then Paul said, “John indeed baptized with a baptism of repentance, 
saying to the people that they should believe on Him who would come after 
him, that is, on Christ Jesus.” 
Acts 21:25 But concerning the Gentiles who believe, we have written and 
decided that they should observe no such thing, except that they should keep 
themselves from things offered to idols, from blood, from things strangled, 
and from sexual immorality.” 
Acts 22:19 So I said, ‘Lord, they know that in every synagogue I imprisoned 
and beat those who believe on You. 
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Acts 27:25 Therefore take heart, men, for I believe God that it will be just as it 
was told me. 
Romans 3:22 even the righteousness of God, through faith in Jesus Christ, to 
all and on all who believe. For there is no difference; 
Romans 4:3 For what does the Scripture say? “Abraham believed God, and it 
was accounted to him for righteousness.” 
Romans 4:5 [ David Celebrates the Same Truth ] But to him who does not 
work but believes on Him who justifies the ungodly, his faith is accounted for 
righteousness, 
Romans 6:8 Now if we died with Christ, we believe that we shall also live with 
Him, 
Romans 9:33 As it is written: “Behold, I lay in Zion a stumbling stone and rock 
of offense, And whoever believes on Him will not be put to shame.” 
Romans 10:4 For Christ is the end of the law for righteousness to everyone 
who believes. 
Romans 10:10 For with the heart one believes unto righteousness, and with 
the mouth confession is made unto salvation. 
Romans 10:11 For the Scripture says, “Whoever believes on Him will not be 
put to shame.” 
1 Corinthians 10:27 If any of those who do not believe invites you to dinner, 
and you desire to go, eat whatever is set before you, asking no question for 
conscience’ sake. 
1 Corinthians 13:7 bears all things, believes all things, hopes all things, 
endures all things. 
Galatians 2:16 knowing that a man is not justified by the works of the law but 
by faith in Jesus Christ, even we have believed in Christ Jesus, that we might 
be justified by faith in Christ and not by the works of the law; for by the works 
of the law no flesh shall be justified. 
Galatians 3:6 just as Abraham “believed God, and it was accounted to him for 
righteousness.” 
Galatians 3:9 So then those who are of faith are blessed with believing 
Abraham. 
Ephesians 1:19 and what is the exceeding greatness of His power toward us 
who believe, according to the working of His mighty power 
1 Thessalonians 2:13 [ Their Conversion ] For this reason we also thank 
God without ceasing, because when you received the word of God which you 
heard from us, you welcomed it not as the word of men, but as it is in truth, 
the word of God, which also effectively works in you who believe. 
1 Thessalonians 4:14 For if we believe that Jesus died and rose again, even so 
God will bring with Him those who sleep in Jesus. 
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1 Timothy 4:3 forbidding to marry, and commanding to abstain from foods 
which God created to be received with thanksgiving by those who believe 
and know the truth. 
1 Timothy 4:10 For to this end we both labor and suffer reproach, because we 
trust in the living God, who is the Savior of all men, especially of those who 
believe. 
1 Timothy 5:16 If any believing man or woman has widows, let them relieve 
them, and do not let the church be burdened, that it may relieve those who 
are really widows. 
Hebrews 11:31 By faith the harlot Rahab did not perish with those who did 
not believe, when she had received the spies with peace. 
James 2:23 And the Scripture was fulfilled which says, “Abraham believed 
God, and it was accounted to him for righteousness.” And he was called the 
friend of God. 
1 Peter 1:8 whom having not seen you love. Though now you do not see Him, 
yet believing, you rejoice with joy inexpressible and full of glory, 
1 Peter 1:21 who through Him believe in God, who raised Him from the dead 
and gave Him glory, so that your faith and hope are in God. 
1 Peter 2:6 Therefore it is also contained in the Scripture, “Behold, I lay in 
Zion A chief cornerstone, elect, precious, And he who believes on Him will by 
no means be put to shame.” 
1 John 3:23 And this is His commandment: that we should believe on the 
name of His Son Jesus Christ and love one another, as He gave us 
commandment. 
1 John 4:16 And we have known and believed the love that God has for us. 
God is love, and he who abides in love abides in God, and God in him. 
1 John 5:1 Whoever believes that Jesus is the Christ is born of God, and 
everyone who loves Him who begot also loves him who is begotten of Him. 
1 John 5:5 Who is he who overcomes the world, but he who believes that 
Jesus is the Son of God? 
1 John 5:13 These things I have written to you who believe in the name of the 
Son of God, that you may know that you have eternal life, and that you may 
continue to believe in the name of the Son of God. 

Prayer & salvation 

Mark 11:24 Therefore I say to you, whatever things you ask when you pray, 
believe that you receive them, and you will have them. 
John 12:44 Then Jesus cried out and said, “He who believes in Me, believes 
not in Me but in Him who sent Me. 
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Romans 1:16 For I am not ashamed of the gospel of Christ, for it is the power 
of God to salvation for everyone who believes, for the Jew first and also for 
the Greek. 
Galatians 3:22 But the Scripture has confined all under sin, that the promise 
by faith in Jesus Christ might be given to those who believe. 
Ephesians 1:13 In Him you also trusted, after you heard the word of truth, the 
gospel of your salvation; in whom also, having believed, you were sealed with 
the Holy Spirit of promise, 
2 Thessalonians 2:13 But we are bound to give thanks to God always for you, 
brethren beloved by the Lord, because God from the beginning chose you for 
salvation through sanctification by the Spirit and belief in the truth, 
Hebrews 10:39 But we are not of those who draw back to perdition, but of 
those who believe to the saving of the soul. 
Hebrews 11:6 But without faith it is impossible to please Him, for he who 
comes to God must believe that He is, and that He is a rewarder of those who 
diligently seek Him. 
Jude 1:5 But I want to remind you, though you once knew this, that the Lord, 
having saved the people out of the land of Egypt, afterward destroyed those 
who did not believe. 
Isaiah 7:9 The head of Ephraim is Samaria, And the head of Samaria is 
Remaliah’s son. If you will not believe, Surely you shall not be established.”’” 
Daniel 6:23 Now the king was exceedingly glad for him, and commanded that 
they should take Daniel up out of the den. So Daniel was taken up out of the 
den, and no injury whatever was found on him, because he believed in his 
God. 
Matthew 21:22 And whatever things you ask in prayer, believing, you will 
receive.” 
Luke 1:45 Blessed is she who believed, for there will be a fulfillment of those 
things which were told her from the Lord.” 
Luke 8:12 Those by the wayside are the ones who hear; then the devil comes 
and takes away the word out of their hearts, lest they should believe and be 
saved. 
John 5:38 But you do not have His word abiding in you, because whom He 
sent, Him you do not believe.

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Acts 4:32 [ Sharing in All Things ] Now the multitude of those who believed 
were of one heart and one soul; neither did anyone say that any of the things 
he possessed was his own, but they had all things in common. 

Seeing is believing 

1 Kings 10:7 However I did not believe the words until I came and saw with 
my own eyes; and indeed the half was not told me. Your wisdom and 
prosperity exceed the fame of which I heard. 
John 10:38 but if I do, though you do not believe Me, believe the works, that 
you may know and believe that the Father is in Me, and I in Him.” 
2 Chronicles 9:6 However I did not believe their words until I came and saw 
with my own eyes; and indeed the half of the greatness of your wisdom was 
not told me. You exceed the fame of which I heard. 
Psalm 27:13 I would have lost heart, unless I had believed That I would see 
the goodness of the LORD In the land of the living. 
John 4:48 Then Jesus said to him, “Unless you people see signs and wonders, 
you will by no means believe.” 
John 20:25 The other disciples therefore said to him, “We have seen the 
Lord.” So he said to them, “Unless I see in His hands the print of the nails, 
and put my finger into the print of the nails, and put my hand into His side, I 
will not believe.” 
John 20:29 Jesus said to him, “Thomas, because you have seen Me, you 
have believed. Blessed are those who have not seen 
and yet have believed.” 

Fear 

Mark 5:36 As soon as Jesus heard the word that was spoken, He said to the 
ruler of the synagogue, “Do not be afraid; only believe.” 
Mark 9:23 Jesus said to him, “If you can believe, all things are possible to him 
who believes.” 
Mark 9:24 Immediately the father of the child cried out and said with tears, 
“Lord, I believe; help my unbelief!” 

Stiff necked, rebels 

2 Kings 17:14 Nevertheless they would not hear, but stiffened their necks, 
like the necks of their fathers, who did not believe in the LORD their God.

Acts 19:9 But when some were hardened and did not believe, but spoke evil 
of the Way before the multitude, he departed from them and withdrew the 
disciples, reasoning daily in the school of Tyrannus. 
Romans 10:16 But they have not all obeyed the gospel. For Isaiah says, 
“LORD, who has believed our report?” 
1 Corinthians 1:21 For since, in the wisdom of God, the world through 
wisdom did not know God, it pleased God through the foolishness of the 
message preached to save those who believe. 
2 Corinthians 4:4 whose minds the god of this age has blinded, who do not 
believe, lest the light of the gospel of the glory of Christ, who is the image of 
God, should shine on them. 
2 Thessalonians 2:11-12 And for this reason God will send them strong 
delusion, that they should believe the lie, that they all may be condemned 
who did not believe the truth but had pleasure in unrighteousness. 

False teachers & unbelievers 
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Mark 9:42  “But whoever causes one of these little ones who believe in Me to 
stumble, it would be better for him if a millstone were hung around his neck, 
and he were thrown into the sea. 
1 John 4:1 Beloved, do not believe every spirit, but test the spirits, whether 
they are of God; because many false prophets have gone out into the world. 
Jeremiah 12:6 For even your brothers, the house of your father, Even they 
have dealt treacherously with you; Yes, they have called a multitude after you. 
Do not believe them, Even though they speak smooth words to you. 
Luke 24:25 Then He said to them, “O foolish ones, and slow of heart to 
believe in all that the prophets have spoken! 
John 6:64 But there are some of you who do not believe.” For Jesus knew 
from the beginning who they were who did not believe, and who would 
betray Him. 
John 7:5 For even His brothers did not believe in Him. 
John 8:45 But because I tell the truth, you do not believe Me. 
John 10:25 Jesus answered them, “I told you, and you do not believe. The 
works that I do in My Father’s name, they bear witness of Me. 
John 10:26 But you do not believe, because you are not of My sheep, as I said 
to you. 
John 12:47-50 And if anyone hears My words and does not believe, I do not 
judge him; for I did not come to judge the world but to save the world. He 
who rejects Me, and does not receive My words, has that which judges him—
the word that I have spoken will judge him in the last day. For I have not 
spoken on My own authority; but the Father who sent Me gave Me a 
command, what I should say and what I should speak. And I know that His 
command is everlasting life. Therefore, whatever I speak, just as the Father 
has told Me, so I speak.” 
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
