Psalm 5:4 For You are not a God who takes pleasure in wickedness, Nor 
shall evil dwell with You. 
Psalm 26:5 I have hated the assembly of evildoers, And will not sit with the 
wicked. 
Psalm 34:16 The face of the Lord is against those who do evil, To cut off 
the remembrance of them from the earth. 
What evil is linked with, looks like, and involves 
Proverbs 2:12 To deliver you from the way of evil, From the man who 
speaks perverse things, 
Proverbs 2:14 Who rejoice in doing evil, And delight in the perversity of the 
wicked; 
Proverbs 6:24 To keep you from the evil woman, From the flattering tongue 
of a seductress. 
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Proverbs 8:13 The fear of the Lord is to hate evil; Pride and arrogance and 
the evil way And the perverse mouth I hate. 
Proverbs 12:12 The wicked covet the catch of evil men, But the root of the 
righteous yields fruit. 
Proverbs 12:20 Deceit is in the heart of those who devise evil, But 
counselors of peace have joy. 
Proverbs 17:4 An evildoer gives heed to false lips; A liar listens eagerly to a 
spiteful tongue. 
Proverbs 17:11 An evil man seeks only rebellion; Therefore a cruel 
messenger will be sent against him. 
Proverbs 17:20 He who has a deceitful heart finds no good, And he who 
has a perverse tongue falls into evil. 
Proverbs 28:22 A man with an evil eye hastens after riches, And does not 
consider that poverty will come upon him. 
Ecclesiastes 2:21 For there is a man whose labor is with wisdom, 
knowledge, and skill; yet he must leave his 
heritage to a man who has not labored for it. This also is vanity and a great 
evil. 
Ecclesiastes 5:13 There is a severe evil which I have seen under the sun: 
Riches kept for their owner to his hurt. 
Ecclesiastes 5:16 And this also is a severe evil— Just exactly as he came, 
so shall he go. And what profit has he who has labored for the wind? 
Ecclesiastes 6:2 A man to whom God has given riches and wealth and 
honor, so that he lacks nothing for himself of all he desires; yet God does 
not give him power to eat of it, but a foreigner consumes it. This is vanity, 
and it is an evil affliction. 
Isaiah 32:7 Also the schemes of the schemer are evil; He devises wicked 
plans To destroy the poor with lying words, Even when the needy speaks 
justice. 
Isaiah 59:4 No one calls for justice, Nor does any plead for truth. They trust 
in empty words and speak lies; They conceive evil and bring forth iniquity. 
Isaiah 59:7 Their feet run to evil, And they make haste to shed innocent 
blood; Their thoughts are thoughts of iniquity; Wasting and destruction are 
in their paths. 
Jeremiah 2:13 “For My people have committed two evils: They have 
forsaken Me, the fountain of living waters, And hewn themselves cisterns—
broken cisterns that can hold no water. 
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Jeremiah 9:3 “And like their bow they have bent their tongues for lies. They 
are not valiant for the truth on the earth. For they proceed from evil to evil, 
And they do not know Me,” says the Lord. 
Jeremiah 11:8 Yet they did not obey or incline their ear, but everyone 
followed the dictates of his evil heart; therefore I will bring upon them all the 
words of this covenant, which I commanded them to do, but which they 
have not done.’” 
Jeremiah 13:10 This evil people, who refuse to hear My words, who follow 
the dictates of their hearts, and walk after other gods to serve them and 
worship them, shall be just like this sash which is profitable for nothing. 
Jeremiah 16:12 And you have done worse than your fathers, for behold, 
each one follows the dictates of his own evil heart, so that no one listens to 
Me. 
Jeremiah 23:10 For the land is full of adulterers; For because of a curse the 
land mourns. The pleasant places of the wilderness are dried up. Their 
course of life is evil, And their might is not right. 
Jeremiah 23:14 Also I have seen a horrible thing in the prophets of 
Jerusalem: They commit adultery and walk in lies; They also strengthen the 
hands of evildoers, So that no one turns back from his wickedness. All of 
them are like Sodom to Me, And her inhabitants like Gomorrah. 
Jeremiah 44:7 “Now therefore, thus says the Lord, the God of hosts, the 
God of Israel: ‘Why do you commit this great evil against yourselves, to cut 
off from you man and woman, child and infant, out of Judah, leaving none 
to remain, 
Daniel 11:27 Both these kings’ hearts shall be bent on evil, and they shall 
speak lies at the same table; but it shall not prosper, for the end will still be 
at the appointed time. 
Habakkuk 2:9 “Woe to him who covets evil gain for his house, That he may 
set his nest on high, That he may be delivered from the power of disaster! 
Malachi 1:8 And when you offer the blind as a sacrifice, Is it not evil? And 
when you offer the lame and sick, Is it not evil? Offer it then to your 
governor! Would he be pleased with you? Would he accept you favorably?” 
Says the Lord of hosts. 
Matthew 12:34 Brood of vipers! How can you, being evil, speak good 
things? For out of the abundance of the heart the mouth speaks. 
Romans 1:29-30 being filled with all unrighteousness, sexual immorality, 
wickedness, covetousness, maliciousness; full of envy, murder, strife, 
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deceit, evil- mindedness; they are whisperers, backbiters, haters of God, 
violent, proud, boasters, inventors of evil things, disobedient to parents, 
Ephesians 4:31 Let all bitterness, wrath, anger, clamor, and evil speaking 
be put away from you, with all malice. 
1 Timothy 6:4 he is proud, knowing nothing, but is obsessed with disputes 
and arguments over words, from which come envy, strife, reviling, evil 
suspicions, 
Colossians 3:5 Therefore put to death your members which are on the 
earth: fornication, uncleanness, passion, evil desire, and covetousness, 
which is idolatry. 
1 Timothy 6:10 For the love of money is a root of all kinds of evil, for which 
some have strayed from the faith in their greediness, and pierced 
themselves through with many sorrows. 
Titus 1:12 One of them, a prophet of their own, said, “Cretans are always 
liars, evil beasts, lazy gluttons.” 
James 2:8 have you not shown partiality among yourselves, and become 
judges with evil thoughts? 
James 3:8 But no man can tame the tongue. It is an unruly evil, full of 
deadly poison. 
James 3:16 But no man can tame the tongue. It is an unruly evil, full of 
deadly poison. 
James 4:16 But now you boast in your arrogance. All such boasting is evil. 
2 Peter 2:10 and especially those who walk according to the flesh in the 
lust of uncleanness and despise authority. They are presumptuous, self-
willed. They are not afraid to speak evil of dignitaries, 
2 Peter 2:12 But these, like natural brute beasts made to be caught and 
destroyed, speak evil of the things they do not understand, and will utterly 
perish in their own corruption, 
1 John 3:12 not as Cain who was of the wicked one and murdered his 
brother. And why did he murder him? Because his works were evil and his 
brother’s righteous. 
Jude 1:8 Likewise also these dreamers defile the flesh, reject authority, and 
speak evil of dignitaries. 
Jude 1:10 But these speak evil of whatever they do not know; and 
whatever they know naturally, like brute beasts, in these things they corrupt 
themselves.

Job 28:28 And to man He said, ‘Behold, the fear of the Lord, that is 
wisdom, And to depart from evil is understanding.’” 
Psalm 23:4 Yea, though I walk through the valley of the shadow of death, I 
will fear no evil; For You are with me; Your rod and Your staff, they comfort 
me. 
Psalm 112:7 He will not be afraid of evil tidings; His heart is steadfast, 
trusting in the Lord. 
Psalm 119:101 I have restrained my feet from every evil way, That I may 
keep Your word. 
Psalm 119:115 Depart from me, you evildoers, For I will keep the 
commandments of my God! 
Psalm 121:7 The Lord shall preserve you from all evil; He shall preserve 
your soul. 
Proverbs 1:33 But whoever listens to me will dwell safely, And will be 
secure, without fear of evil.” 
Proverbs 16:6 In mercy and truth Atonement is provided for iniquity; And by 
the fear of the Lord one departs from evil. 
Proverbs 16:17 The highway of the upright is to depart from evil; He who 
keeps his way preserves his soul. 
Proverbs 19:23 The fear of the Lord leads to life, And he who has it will 
abide in satisfaction; He will not be visited with evil. 
Proverbs 20:8 A king who sits on the throne of judgment Scatters all evil 
with his eyes. 
Proverbs 20:22 Do not say, “I will recompense evil”; Wait for the Lord, and 
He will save you. 
Proverbs 20:30 Blows that hurt cleanse away evil, As do stripes the inner 
depths of the heart. 
Proverbs 22:3 A prudent man foresees evil and hides himself, But the 
simple pass on and are punished. 
Proverbs 24:1 Do not be envious of evil men, Nor desire to be with them; 
Proverbs 27:12 A prudent man foresees evil and hides himself; The simple 
pass on and are punished. 
Proverbs 28:5 Evil men do not understand justice, But those who seek the 
Lord understand all. 
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Proverbs 28:10 Whoever causes the upright to go astray in an evil way, He 
himself will fall into his own pit; But the blameless will inherit good. 
Proverbs 29:6 By transgression an evil man is snared, But the righteous 
sings and rejoices. 
Proverbs 30:32 If you have been foolish in exalting yourself, Or if you have 
devised evil, put your hand on your mouth. 
Ecclesiastes 5:1 Walk prudently when you go to the house of God; and 
draw near to hear rather than to give the sacrifice of fools, for they do not 
know that they do evil. 
Ecclesiastes 8:12 Though a sinner does evil a hundred times, and his days 
are prolonged, yet I surely know that it will be well with those who fear God, 
who fear before Him. 
Isaiah 33:15 He who walks righteously and speaks uprightly, He who 
despises the gain of oppressions, Who gestures with his hands, refusing 
bribes, Who stops his ears from hearing of bloodshed, And shuts his eyes 
from seeing evil: 
Isaiah 56:2 Blessed is the man who does this, And the son of man who lays 
hold on it; Who keeps from defiling the Sabbath, And keeps his hand from 
doing any evil.” 
Jeremiah 2:19 Your own wickedness will correct you, And your backslidings 
will rebuke you. Know therefore and see that it is an evil and bitter thing 
That you have forsaken the Lord your God, And the fear of Me is not in 
you,” Says the Lord God of hosts. 
Jeremiah 4:4 Circumcise yourselves to the Lord, And take away the 
foreskins of your hearts, You men of Judah and inhabitants of Jerusalem, 
Lest My fury come forth like fire, And burn so that no one can quench it, 
Because of the evil of your doings.” 
Jeremiah 4:14 O Jerusalem, wash your heart from wickedness, That you 
may be saved. How long shall your evil thoughts lodge within you? 
Jeremiah 18:8 if that nation against whom I have spoken turns from its evil, 
I will relent of the disaster that I thought to bring upon it. 
Jeremiah 18:10 if it does evil in My sight so that it does not obey My voice, 
then I will relent concerning the good with which I said I would benefit it. 
Jeremiah 23:22 But if they had stood in My counsel, And had caused My 
people to hear My words, Then they would have turned them from their evil 
way And from the evil of their doings. 
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Jeremiah 25:5 They said, ‘Repent now everyone of his evil way and his evil 
doings, and dwell in the land that the Lord has given to you and your 
fathers forever and ever. 
Jeremiah 29:11 For I know the thoughts that I think toward you, says the 
Lord, thoughts of peace and not of evil, to give you a future and a hope. 
Jeremiah 32:30 because the children of Israel and the children of Judah 
have done only evil before Me from their youth. For the children of Israel 
have provoked Me only to anger with the work of their hands,’ says the 
Lord. 
Jeremiah 35:15 I have also sent to you all My servants the prophets, rising 
up early and sending them, saying, ‘Turn now everyone from his evil way, 
amend your doings, and do not go after other gods to serve them; then you 
will dwell in the land which I have given you and your fathers.’ But you have 
not inclined your ear, nor obeyed Me. 
Jeremiah 36:3 It may be that the house of Judah will hear all the adversities 
which I purpose to bring upon them, that everyone may turn from his evil 
way, that I may forgive their iniquity and their sin.” 
Amos 5:13 Therefore the prudent keep silent at that time, For it is an evil 
time. 
Amos 5:14 Seek good and not evil, That you may live; So the Lord God of 
hosts will be with you, As you have spoken. 
Amos 5:15 Hate evil, love good; Establish justice in the gate. It may be that 
the Lord God of hosts Will be gracious to the remnant of Joseph. 
Jonah 3:8 But let man and beast be covered with sackcloth, and cry 
mightily to God; yes, let every one turn from his evil way and from the 
violence that is in his hands. 
Jonah 3:10 Then God saw their works, that they turned from their evil way; 
and God relented from the disaster that He had said He would bring upon 
them, and He did not do it. 
Zechariah 7:10 Do not oppress the widow or the fatherless, The alien or the 
poor. Let none of you plan evil in his heart Against his brother.’ 
Zechariah 8:17 Let none of you think evil in your heart against your 
neighbor; And do not love a false oath. For all these are things that I hate,’ 
Says the Lord.” 
Matthew 5:11 “Blessed are you when they revile and persecute you, and 
say all kinds of evil against you falsely for My sake. 
Matthew 5:37 But let your ‘Yes’ be ‘Yes,’ and your ‘No,’ ‘No.’ For whatever is 
more than these is from the evil one. 
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Matthew 5:39 But I tell you not to resist an evil person. But whoever slaps 
you on your right cheek, turn the other to him also. 
Matthew 5:45 that you may be sons of your Father in heaven; for He makes 
His sun rise on the evil and on the good, and sends rain on the just and on 
the unjust. 
Matthew 6:13 And do not lead us into temptation, But deliver us from the 
evil one. For Yours is the kingdom and the power and the glory forever. 
Amen. 
Luke 6:22 Blessed are you when men hate you, And when they exclude 
you, And revile you, and cast out your name as evil, For the Son of Man’s 
sake. 
Luke 6:35 But love your enemies, do good, and lend, hoping for nothing in 
return; and your reward will be great, and you will be sons of the Most High. 
For He is kind to the unthankful and evil. 
Luke 6:45 A good man out of the good treasure of his heart brings forth 
good; and an evil man out of the evil treasure of his heart brings forth evil. 
For out of the abundance of the heart his mouth speaks. 
Romans 12:9 [ Behave Like a Christian ] Let love be without hypocrisy. 
Abhor what is evil. Cling to what is good. 
Romans 12:17 Repay no one evil for evil. Have regard for good things in 
the sight of all men. 
Romans 12:21 Do not be overcome by evil, but overcome evil with good. 
Romans 13:3 For rulers are not a terror to good works, but to evil. Do you 
want to be unafraid of the authority? Do what is good, and you will have 
praise from the same. 
Luke 11:4 And forgive us our sins, For we also forgive everyone who is 
indebted to us. And do not lead us into temptation, But deliver us from the 
evil one.” 
Romans 14:16 Therefore do not let your good be spoken of as evil; 
Romans 14:20 Do not destroy the work of God for the sake of food. All 
things indeed are pure, but it is evil for the man who eats with offense. 
Romans 16:19 For your obedience has become known to all. Therefore I 
am glad on your behalf; but I want you to be wise in what is good, and 
simple concerning evil. 
1 Corinthians 5:13 But those who are outside God judges. Therefore “put 
away from yourselves the evil person.” 
1 Corinthians 10:6 Now these things became our examples, to the intent 
that we should not lust after evil things as they also lusted. 
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1 Corinthians 10:30 But if I partake with thanks, why am I evil spoken of for 
the food over which I give thanks? 
2 Corinthians 13:7 Now I pray to God that you do no evil, not that we 
should appear approved, but that you should do what is honorable, though 
we may seem disqualified. 
Ephesians 6:13 Therefore take up the whole armor of God, that you may 
be able to withstand in the evil day, and having done all, to stand. 
Philippians 3:2 Beware of dogs, beware of evil workers, beware of the 
mutilation! 
1 Thessalonians 5:15 See that no one renders evil for evil to anyone, but 
always pursue what is good both for yourselves and for all. 
1 Thessalonians 5:22 Abstain from every form of evil. 
Titus 2: 8 sound speech that cannot be condemned, that one who is an 
opponent may be ashamed, having nothing evil to say of you. 
Titus 3:2 to speak evil of no one, to be peaceable, gentle, showing all 
humility to all men. 
Hebrews 10:2 let us draw near with a true heart in full assurance of faith, 
having our hearts sprinkled from an evil conscience and our bodies washed 
with pure water. 
James 1:13 Let no one say when he is tempted, “I am tempted by God”; for 
God cannot be tempted by evil, nor does He Himself tempt anyone. 
James 4:11 Do not speak evil of one another, brethren. He who speaks evil 
of a brother and judges his brother, speaks evil of the law and judges the 
law. But if you judge the law, you are not a doer of the law but a judge. 
1 Peter 2:1 Therefore, laying aside all malice, all deceit, hypocrisy, envy, 
and all evil speaking, 
1 Peter 2:12 having your conduct honorable among the Gentiles, that when 
they speak against you as evildoers, they may, by your good works which 
they observe, glorify God in the day of visitation. 
1 Peter 3:9-10 not returning evil for evil or reviling for reviling, but on the 
contrary blessing, knowing that you were called to this, that you may inherit 
a blessing. For “He who would love life And see good days, Let him 
refrain his tongue from evil, And his lips from speaking deceit. 
1 Peter 3:11 Let him turn away from evil and do good; Let him seek peace 
and pursue it. 
1 Peter 3:16-17 having a good conscience, that when they defame you as 
evildoers, those who revile your good conduct in Christ may be ashamed. 
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For it is better, if it is the will of God, to suffer for doing good than for doing 
evil. 
1 Peter 4:15 But let none of you suffer as a murderer, a thief, an evildoer, or 
as a busybody in other people’s matters. 
3 John 1:11 Beloved, do not imitate what is evil, but what is good. He who 
does good is of God, but he who does evil has not seen God. 
Revelation 2:2 “I know your works, your labor, your patience, and that you 
cannot bear those who are evil. And you have tested those who say they 
are apostles and are not, and have found them liars;

Why evil is done 

2 Chronicles 12:14 And he did evil, because he did not prepare his heart to 
seek the Lord. 
Job 35:12 There they cry out, but He does not answer, Because of the 
pride of evil men. 
Psalm 140:2 Who plan evil things in their hearts; They continually gather 
together for war. 
Isaiah 57:1 The righteous perishes, And no man takes it to heart; Merciful 
men are taken away, While no one considers That the righteous is taken 
away from evil. 
Matthew 12:35 A good man out of the good treasure of his heart brings 
forth good things, and an evil man out of the evil treasure brings forth evil 
things. 
Matthew 15:19 For out of the heart proceed evil thoughts, murders, 
adulteries, fornications, thefts, false witness, blasphemies. 
Matthew 9:4 But Jesus, knowing their thoughts, said, “Why do you think evil 
in your hearts? 
Mark 7:21-23 For from within, out of the heart of men, proceed evil 
thoughts, adulteries, fornications, murders, thefts, covetousness, 
wickedness, deceit, lewdness, an evil eye, blasphemy, pride, foolishness. 
All these evil things come from within and defile a man.” 
Romans 7:19 For the good that I will to do, I do not do; but the evil I will not 
to do, that I practice. 
Romans 7:21 I find then a law, that evil is present with me, the one who 
wills to do good. 
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Hebrews 3:12 Beware, brethren, lest there be in any of you an evil heart of 
unbelief in departing from the living God; 
God tells us to put away evil 
Deuteronomy 17:7 17:12 19:19 21:21 22:21 22:24 24:7 “put away the evil 
from among you” 
2 Kings 17:13 Yet the Lord testified against Israel and against Judah, by all 
of His prophets, every seer, saying, “Turn from your evil ways, and keep My 
commandments and My statutes, according to all the law which I 
commanded your fathers, and which I sent to you by My servants the 
prophets.” 
Psalm 34:13 Keep your tongue from evil, And your lips from speaking 
deceit. 
Psalm 34:14 Depart from evil and do good; Seek peace and pursue it. 
Psalm 37:1 Do not fret because of evildoers, Nor be envious of the workers 
of iniquity. 
Psalm 37:27 Depart from evil, and do good; And dwell forevermore. 
Psalm 97:10 You who love the Lord, hate evil! He preserves the souls of 
His saints; He delivers them out of the hand of the wicked. 
Proverbs 4:14 Do not enter the path of the wicked, And do not walk in the 
way of evil. 
Isaiah 1:16 “Wash yourselves, make yourselves clean; Put away the evil of 
your doings from before My eyes. Cease to do evil, 
Isaiah 7:15 Curds and honey He shall eat, that He may know to refuse the 
evil and choose the good. 
Jeremiah 18:11 “Now therefore, speak to the men of Judah and to the 
inhabitants of Jerusalem, saying, ‘Thus says the Lord: “Behold, I am 
fashioning a disaster and devising a plan against you. Return now every 
one from his evil way, and make your ways and your doings good.”’” 
Zechariah 1:4 “Do not be like your fathers, to whom the former prophets 
preached, saying, ‘Thus says the Lord of 
hosts: “Turn now from your evil ways and your evil deeds.”’ But they did not 
hear nor heed Me,” says the Lord.

Isaiah 5:20 Woe to those who call evil good, and good evil; Who put 
darkness for light, and light for darkness; Who put bitter for sweet, and 
sweet for bitter! 
Psalm 38:20 Those also who render evil for good, They are my 
adversaries, because I follow what is good. 
Psalm 109:5 Thus they have rewarded me evil for good, And hatred for my 
love. 
Proverbs 17:13 Whoever rewards evil for good, Evil will not depart from his 
house. 
Isaiah 5:20 Woe to those who call evil good, and good evil; Who put 
darkness for light, and light for darkness; Who put bitter for sweet, and 
sweet for bitter! 
Jeremiah 18:20 Shall evil be repaid for good? For they have dug a pit for 
my life. Remember that I stood before You To speak good for them, To turn 
away Your wrath from them. 
Zechariah 1:15 I am exceedingly angry with the nations at ease; For I was 
a little angry, And they helped—but with evil intent.” 
Mark 3:4 Then He said to them, “Is it lawful on the Sabbath to do good or to 
do evil, to save life or to kill?” But they kept silent. 
Mark 9:39 But Jesus said, “Do not forbid him, for no one who works a 
miracle in My name can soon afterward speak evil of Me. 
Romans 3:8 And why not say, “Let us do evil that good may come”?—as 
we are slanderously reported and as some affirm that we say. Their 
condemnation is just. 
1 Corinthians 13:5 does not behave rudely, does not seek its own, is not 
provoked, thinks no evil; 

Disobedience to God  
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Genesis 2:17 but of the tree of the knowledge of good and evil you shall not 
eat, for in the day that you eat of it you shall surely die.” 
Being like God 
Genesis 3:5 For God knows that in the day you eat of it your eyes will be 
opened, and you will be like God, knowing good and evil.” 
Proverbs 3:7 Do not be wise in your own eyes; Fear the Lord and depart 
from evil. 
Jeremiah 18:12 [ God’s Warning Rejected ] And they said, “That is 
hopeless!

Psalm 94:20 Shall the throne of iniquity, which devises evil by law, Have 
fellowship with You? 
Isaiah 9:17 For everyone is a hypocrite and an evildoer, And every mouth 
speaks folly. 
Isaiah 59:15 So truth fails, And he who departs from evil makes himself a 
prey. [ The Redeemer of Zion ] Then the Lord saw it, and it displeased Him 
That there was no justice. 
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Jeremiah 7:30 For the children of Judah have done evil in My sight,” says 
the Lord. “They have set their abominations in the house which is called by 
My name, to pollute it. 
Jeremiah 8:3 Then death shall be chosen rather than life by all the residue 
of those who remain of this evil family, who remain in all the places where I 
have driven them,” says the Lord of hosts. 
Jeremiah 11:15 “What has My beloved to do in My house, Having done 
lewd deeds with many? And the holy flesh has passed from you. When you 
do evil, then you rejoice.

Psalm 34:21 Evil shall slay the wicked, And those who hate the righteous 
shall be condemned. 
Proverbs 11:19 As righteousness leads to life, So he who pursues evil 
pursues it to his own death. 
Proverbs 11:27 He who earnestly seeks good finds favor, But trouble will 
come to him who seeks evil. 
Proverbs 12:21 No grave trouble will overtake the righteous, But the wicked 
shall be filled with evil. 
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Proverbs 13:19 A desire accomplished is sweet to the soul, But it is an 
abomination to fools to depart from evil. 
Proverbs 13:21 Evil pursues sinners, But to the righteous, good shall be 
repaid.
