God is mercy

Genesis 19:16 When he hesitated, the men grasped his hand and the hands of
his wife and of his two daughters and led them safely out of the city, for the
Lord was merciful to them.

Genesis 43:14 And may God Almighty grant you mercy before the man so
that he will let your other brother and Benjamin come back with you. As for
me, if I am bereaved, I am bereaved.”

Nehemiah 9:31 But in your great mercy you did not put an end to them or
abandon them, for you are a gracious and merciful God.

Psalm 25:6 Remember, Lord, your great mercy and love, for they are from of
old.

Psalm 100:5 For the Lord is good; His mercy is everlasting, And His truth
endures to all generations.

Proverbs 16:6 In mercy and truth Atonement is provided for iniquity; And by
the fear of the Lord one departs from evil.

Romans 9:16 So then it is not of him who wills, nor of him who runs, but of
God who shows mercy.

Ephesians 2:4 But God, who is rich in mercy, because of His great love with
which He loved us,

God shows mercy to those who love God

Exodus 20:6 but showing mercy to thousands, to those who love Me and
keep My commandments.

Exodus 33:19 And the Lord said, “I will cause all my goodness to pass in front
of you, and I will proclaim my name, the Lord, in your presence.

Let me fall into
the hands of the Lord, for his mercy is very great; but do not let me fall into
human hands.”

1 Kings 3:6 And Solomon said: “You have shown great mercy to Your servant
David my father, because he walked before You in truth, in righteousness,
and in uprightness of heart with You;

2 Chronicles 6:14 who keep Your covenant and mercy with Your servants
who walk before You with all their hearts.
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Nehemiah 1:5 You who keep Your covenant and mercy with those who love
You and observe Your commandments,

Psalm 25:10 All the paths of the Lord are mercy and truth, To such as keep
His covenant and His testimonies.

Psalm 26:11 I lead a blameless life; deliver me and be merciful to me.

Psalm 62:12 Also to You, O Lord, belongs mercy; For You render to each one
according to his work.

Psalm 86:5 For You, Lord, are good, and ready to forgive, And abundant in
mercy to all those who call upon You.

Psalm 103:11 For as the heavens are high above the earth, So great is His
mercy toward those who fear Him;

Psalm 119:64 The earth, O Lord, is full of Your mercy; Teach me Your
statutes.

Psalm 119:132 Turn to me and have mercy on me, as you always do to those
who love your name.

Psalm 147:11 The Lord takes pleasure in those who fear Him, In those who
hope in His mercy.

Isaiah 55:7 Let the wicked forsake their ways and the unrighteous their
thoughts. Let them turn to the Lord, and he will have mercy on them, and to
our God, for he will freely pardon.

Isaiah 63:9 In all their distress he too was distressed, and the angel of his
presence saved them. In his love and mercy he redeemed them; he lifted
them up and carried them all the days of old.

Daniel 9:18 Give ear, our God, and hear; open your eyes and see the
desolation of the city that bears your Name. We do not make requests of you
because we are righteous, but because of your great mercy.

Hosea 6:6 For I desire mercy, not sacrifice, and acknowledgment of God
rather than burnt offerings.
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Hosea 10:12 Sow for yourselves righteousness; Reap in mercy; Break up your
fallow ground, For it is time to seek the Lord, Till He comes and rains
righteousness on you.

Hosea 12:6 So you, by the help of your God, return; Observe mercy and
justice, And wait on your God continually.

Amos 5:15 Hate evil, love good; maintain justice in the courts. Perhaps the
Lord God Almighty will have mercy on the remnant of Joseph.

Micah 6:8 He has shown you, O mortal, what is good. And what does the
Lord require of you? To act justly and to love mercy and to walk humbly with
your God.

Matthew 5:7 Blessed are the merciful, for they will be shown mercy.

Luke 1:50 His mercy extends to those who fear him, from generation to
generation.

Romans 9:18 Therefore God has mercy on whom he wants to have mercy,
and he hardens whom he wants to harden.

1 Timothy 1:13 although I was formerly a blasphemer, a persecutor, and an
insolent man; but I obtained mercy because I did it ignorantly in unbelief.

Titus 3:5 not by works of righteousness which we have done, but according to
His mercy He saved us, through the washing of regeneration and renewing of
the Holy Spirit,

Hebrews 4:16 Let us therefore come boldly to the throne of grace, that we
may obtain mercy and find grace to help in time of need.

Jude 1:21 keep yourselves in the love of God, looking for the mercy of our
Lord Jesus Christ unto eternal life.

Proverbs 18:23 The poor plead for mercy, but the rich answer harshly.

Psalm 37:21 The wicked borrows and does not repay, But the righteous
shows mercy and gives.

Psalm 52:8 But I am like a green olive tree in the house of God; I trust in the
mercy of God forever and ever.

Psalm 61:7 He shall abide before God forever. Oh, prepare mercy and truth,
which may preserve him!

Proverbs 3:3 Let not mercy and truth forsake you; Bind them around your
neck, Write them on the tablet of your heart,

Proverbs 14:21 He who despises his neighbor sins; But he who has mercy on
the poor, happy is he.

Proverbs 14:22 Do they not go astray who devise evil? But mercy and truth
belong to those who devise good.

Proverbs 14:31 He who oppresses the poor reproaches his Maker, But he
who honors Him has mercy on the needy.

Proverbs 20:28 Mercy and truth preserve the king, And by lovingkindness he
upholds his throne.

Proverbs 21:21 He who follows righteousness and mercy Finds life,
righteousness, and honor.

Proverbs 28:13 Whoever conceals their sins does not prosper, but the one
who confesses and renounces them finds mercy.
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Daniel 4:27 Therefore, O king, let my advice be acceptable to you; break off
your sins by being righteous, and your iniquities by showing mercy to the
poor. Perhaps there may be a lengthening of your prosperity.”

Zechariah 7:9 “This is what the Lord Almighty said: ‘Administer true justice;
show mercy and compassion to one another.

Matthew 9:13 But go and learn what this means: ‘I desire mercy, not
sacrifice.” For I have not come to call the righteous, but sinners.”

Matthew 12:7 If you had known what these words mean, ‘I desire mercy, not
sacrifice,” you would not have condemned the innocent.

Matthew 18:33 Shouldn’t you have had mercy on your fellow servant just as I
had on you?’

Luke 6:36 Be merciful, just as your Father is merciful.

Luke 10:37 The expert in the law replied, “The one who had mercy on him.”
Jesus told him, “Go and do likewise.”

James 3:17 But the wisdom that is from above is first pure, then peaceable,
gentle, willing to yield, full of mercy and good fruits, without partiality and
without hypocrisy.

Jude 1:2 Mercy, peace, and love be multiplied to you.

Psalm 78:38 Yet he was merciful; he forgave their iniquities and did not
destroy them. Time after time he restrained his anger and did not stir up his
full wrath.

Daniel 9:9 The Lord our God is merciful and forgiving, even though we have
rebelled against him;

Micah 7:18 Who is a God like you, who pardons sin and forgives the
transgression of the remnant of his inheritance? You do not stay angry
forever but delight to show mercy.
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Zechariah 1:16 “Therefore this is what the Lord says: ‘I will return to
Jerusalem with mercy, and there my house will be rebuilt. And the measuring
line will be stretched out over Jerusalem,” declares the Lord Almighty.

Luke 1:54 He has helped his servant Israel, remembering to be merciful

No Mercy
Jonah 2:8 “Those who regard worthless idols Forsake their own Mercy.

Deuteronomy 7:2 and when the Lord your God has delivered them over to
you and you have defeated them, then you must destroy them totally. Make
no treaty with them, and show them no mercy.

Joshua 11:20 For it was the Lord himself who hardened their hearts to wage
war against Israel, so that he might destroy them totally, exterminating them
without mercy, as the Lord had commanded Moses.

Isaiah 47:6 I was angry with my people and desecrated my inheritance; I gave
them into your hand, and you showed them no mercy. Even on the aged you
laid a very heavy yoke.

Jeremiah 13:14 I will smash them one against the other, parents and children
alike, declares the Lord. I will allow no pity or mercy or compassion to keep
me from destroying them.”

Jeremiah 21:7 After that, declares the Lord, I will give Zedekiah king of
Judah, his officials and the people in this city who survive the plague, sword
and famine, into the hands of Nebuchadnezzar king of Babylon and to their
enemies who want to kill them. He will put them to the sword; he will show
them no mercy or pity or compassion.’

Zechariah 1:12 Then the angel of the Lord said, “Lord Almighty, how long
will you withhold mercy from Jerusalem and from the towns of Judah, which
you have been angry with these seventy years?”

Matthew 23:23 “Woe to you, teachers of the law and Pharisees, you
hypocrites! You give a tenth of your spices—mint, dill and cumin. But you
have neglected the more important matters of the law—justice, mercy and
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faithfulness. You should have practiced the latter, without neglecting the
former.

Romans 1:31 they have no understanding, no fidelity, no love, no mercy.

Hebrews 10:28 Anyone who has rejected Moses’ law dies without mercy on
the testimony of two or three witnesses.

James 2:13 For judgment is without mercy to the one who has shown no
mercy. Mercy triumphs over judgment.
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
