Wx2012 is a general weather course benefiting those sitting in their 
living rooms, as much as those standing behind the helm.  

The Weather course manual and other materials build on a long USPS tradition of 
presenting a comprehensive meteorologically (scientifically) oriented course designed 
for recreational boaters.
