· Reviewed new cell phone policy from the State of Michigan. 🔗 School Cell Phone Ban, Policy Requirements to Take Effect for 2026‑27 (Clark Hill PLC) This resource explains that the new policy (House Bill 4141, now Public Act 2 of 2026) adds Section 1303a to the Michigan Revised School Code, requiring schools to establish a policy to ban student use of wireless devices during instructional time. It also discusses how districts can implement the policy and what counts as a “wireless communication device.” If you want the official legislative text, you can also search the Michigan Legislature’s database for House Bill 4141 or Public Act 2 of 2026 on the Michigan Legislature site (legislature.mi.gov).
