Nativity of the Lord-Vigil Mass 
Gospel Reading 

Luke 2:16-21 

The shepherds find Jesus in a manger in 
Bethlehem. 

Background on the Gospel Reading 

Today’s reading is a continuation from the Gospel 
proclaimed at the Christmas Mass at midnight. In it 
the shepherds act upon the message they receive from 
the angel and go to find Jesus in the manger in Bethle-
hem. In their visit to the manger, the shepherds find 
things just as the angel had said. The shepherds’ visit, 
therefore, is a moment of fulfillment, manifestation, 
and the beginning of the salvation we receive through 
Christ. 

In the context of today’s Solemnity, this reading also 
helps us focus on Mary as the Mother of God. The 
reading tells us at least three things about Mary as a 
mother. First, Mary is described as a reflective person, 
keeping the reports of the shepherds in her heart. Sec-
ond, we are reminded of how obedient Mary was to 
God when she named the baby Jesus as the angel Ga-
briel had directed. Third, this reading shows Mary and 
Joseph faithfully observing their Jewish tradition by 
having Jesus circumcised. 

Mary’s faithfulness to God is evident in all three of 
these things. Her reflection upon the events in her life 
indicates that she was a person of prayer. This prayer 
made possible her obedience to God and God’s will, 
even if the outcome was not clear. Finally, her faith-
fulness to a community of faith grounded her relation-
ship with God and enabled her to participate in God’s 
plan of salvation. 

Because of Mary’s faithfulness to God, she was able 
to receive the gift of God’s Son and accept her role in 
God’s plan for salvation. By doing so, she models for 
us the path of discipleship and is also called Mother of 
the Church. 

Our call to discipleship also includes these three as-
pects. First, discipleship means prayer and reflection 
on the events of our lives that we might see God’s 
presence and work in our lives. Second, discipleship 
means obedience to God and God's will. Third, disci-
pleship includes fidelity to a community of faith.

replied, “Well, I was Mom and Dad’s mistake.”  His 
wife, sitting alongside him smiled and quickly re-
sponded, “And boy, am I ever glad you were.”  

It’s always amused me just how those who are the 
product of two people who were certain they had their 
life and childbearing all planned out, announce that 
their parents somehow miscalculated.  Some are em-
barrassed; some are amused; others could care less.  I 
can neither confirm nor deny that our children were 
the result of precise planning; well, not if I want to 
have a place to sleep this year.  

What is certain is that God is full of surprises.  So of-
ten, I find myself somewhere between slightly an-
noyed and slightly amused when I hear someone 
asked the question, ‘What’s new?’; and their response 
is simply, ‘nothing’.   

Near the end of the bible; in Revelation 21:5, God 
says, “Behold, I make all things new,” as God offers 
a glimpse at life beyond this world.  While that cer-
tainly offers us a measure of hope in a sometimes 
dark and hopeless world, I would challenge us to pay 
more careful attention to that same world all around 
us, right in the here and now.  If we were to really, 
truly pay attention to how God works in our ordinary 
lives in a single day, we may be amazed at just how 
‘new’ our lives really are each day.  We may drive to 
work by the same route each day, but God is con-
stantly placing something new in our midst that was-
n’t there yesterday.  You may encounter the same 
people each day, but since their lives are constantly 
changing, they are not the same people you encoun-
tered yesterday.  You may miss an incredible sunset 
because you were glued to your phone.  God may 
have placed someone in need into your midst, but you 
missed them because you weren’t paying attention.  
You never read this column before; you may hear a 
song today for the first time; you are one day closer to 
the end of your life than you were when you woke 
this morning.   

Some of God’s greatest surprises are those which 
bring us the highest joy in life; while others may 
cause suffering that we could not anticipate. God is a 
God of constant change and newness, full of surpris-
es, and always drawing us into a deeper awareness of 
the fullness of life that is always right there in front of 
us.  

In this New Year, perhaps you and I can commit to 
paying closer attention to just how God is indeed, 
making all things new in your life and in mine.  And 
the first time someone asks you this year, “What’s 
new?” … enthusiastically respond, “Everything!!!”
