e Players who were born on or after January 2™ 2009 are eligible to play in this tournament.

NON-LEAGUE ELIGIBILITY

e FEach team is allowed 10 points. Points are assigned as follows:
o Conference, or ‘B’ level Players: 4 Points
Intercourse, Upper Gap League, or ‘C’ Level players: 3 points
Middle Gap League, or ‘D’ Level Players: 2 points
Lower Gap League, or ‘E’ Level Players: 1 point
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Non-league Players: 0 Points

TOURNAMENT RULES — NON-LEAGUE AND 16U

» USSSA thumbprint stamp or ASA stamp bats only (standard Intercourse and Gap League
bat rules)

» Balls will be .44 core Baden Pro-M. Balls will be available for purchase at Gap and Paradise
Parks for $70 per dozen.

» No courtesy foul ball
» Extra innings will NOT start with a runner on second base

Game officials will be ASA umpires, and ASA rules apply to the game,
with the exception of the following:

» Courtesy runner is always allowed for the pitcher.

» 1 courtesy runner per inning, in addition to the courtesy runner for the pitcher.

» Each team will have a Designated Home Run Hitter. This must be decided before each game.
Designated Home Run Hitter can hit unlimited home runs. If the designated home run hitter is

walked (intentionally or unintentionally) the next home run hit does not count toward the home run
total, if it is hit before the Designated Home Run Hitter comes up to bat again.

» 5 home runs per game (then recorded as an out) (not including home runs hit by
designated home run hitter)

Park Rules:
