The USDA updated Hudson from Zone 6a to Zone 6b in 2023 but you
will find very little has changed.
Zone 6b shade-loving perennials include Bleeding Heart, Primrose,
Astilbe and Lily of the Valley.
Zone 6b sun-loving plants include Blazing Star Liatris, Black-eyed
Susan, Coneflower, Sedum and Daylilies.
The Farmer’s Almanac reports our last frost date as May 6  so keep an
eye on the weather, but you should be safe to plant annuals, including
vegetables by mid-May

th
