The second is a book called “Misreading Scripture with Individualist Eyes” by E. Randalph Richards. I have 

read both this new version and the older version “With Western Eyes.” I would recommend the latest version, 

but both are good entry points for learning more about how sometimes when we approach scripture, we 

accidently fill in gaps with western in/or individualist ideas and habits that didn’t exist in the ancient world. It is 

a very eye-opening read (pardon the pun).  

I am praying that every single one of you would read and dive deeper into the Word of God. It is a dense 

journey of humility and appreciation for the authors who wrote each book.
