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The Joan Gerard Regional Tournament at Rye, which has been held continuously 
in Westchester County for decades, is no longer to be housed in Westchester. 
Beginning in January 2016, the regional will be at the Meadowlands in New 
Jersey. 
 The Rye Regional has long been the largest District 3 regional in the number 
of players and the number of tables.  The Unitôs clubs have long supported the 
Rye regional by closing their doors during the regional at a sacrifice of over 400 
tables for the week and revenues that in todayôs dollars exceed $20,000.  Our 
District Director Glenda Calkins explains the rationale for moving the tournament 
in her commentary on page 3 of this issue of Bridging the Counties. 
 The losses incurred at Rye over the past years are real, but we in Unit 188 are 
saddened by the loss of our only home regional.  The Unit 188 board had no say 
in this move.  It was and is a District decision, but we believe that the Rye event 
could have been saved by a simple fee increase and not by a move as drastic as 
the one to the Meadowlands. 
 We hope that you will support any effort that we make to try to get the winter 
regional back to where it belongs in 2017. 

IMPORTANT CHANGE TO 
THE DISTRICT 3 WINTER REGIONAL 
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are still looking.  We are still hoping.  And 
any all assistance is greatly appreciated. 
 We had a progressive sectional 
scheduled for May, but circumstances 
beyond our control and a lack of 
understanding of the idea of a progressive 
sectional forced us to cancel it.  We will try 
again in 2016. 
 In the last few days, District 3 notified us 
that our Rye regional has been moved to New 
Jersey.  (I feel like the Dodgers have left 
Brooklyn again.)  This is bad news for local 
players as it means that Unit 188 will no 
longer have a regional in its backyard.  The 
winter regional has lost money the past few 
years in Rye, but it has remained the largest 
regional in District 3 despite it being held in 
the dead of winter.  It is, for me, a sad 
passage.  It was my first foray into 
tournament play and my first regional win, 
albeit in a limited event. 
 Spring is here, and it actually feels more 
like summer than spring.  The snowbirds are 
back, and summers in the Hamptons have not 
gotten up to full steam.  Now is the time to 
go out and play bridge!  Support your local 
clubs - without them, where would we get 
our bridge fix?

Our Unit has a great history. It was started in 
1951 and its first president was C. Jack 
Bonney.  Some of you are old enough 
remember Jack.  I met him in 1971 but in a 
very different context; I bought his 
accounting practice from him when he and 
his wife Mildred were retiring from the 
business of tax to the pleasure of bridge.  In 
those heady pre-inflation days tax returns 
were done by professionals for as little as $20 
and they were all done by hand.  
 Some of the other presidents, even some 
of not so distant times, I never met.  And a 
few, I guess, are lost to time.  Many former 
presidents remain very involved in Unit 188 
bridge as directors, teachers, players and Unit 
Board members.  They remain powerful 
ambassadors for this crazy game we are 
addicted to.  I believe that history is 
important and that each of the people who 
served the Unit over its 64 years as officers,  
directors or just plain volunteers have 
contributed something of themselves to 
Westchester Bridge and made it among the 
best bridge around.  Thanks, belatedly, to all 
of you. 
 Our Unit has, as of this writing, still not 
been able to find a site for a Unit sectional, 
and a sectional is one way to give back to the 
membership.  The Unit typically loses money 
on the sectionals but thatôs OK.  The 
sectionals are for the membersô benefit.  We 
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I suffered an embarrassment at a club game 
last month.  It serves as such a good 
cautionary tale, that Iôm going to pass it on 
here. 
 I have one convention card filled out 
that I can play in my sleep.  I never need to 
look at it before playing the system, despite 
its complexities.  So far so good.  For those 
of you who donôt know me, I like to play 
lots of conventions and treatments. 
 Then I sat down to play a different card 
with a person who Iôve been playing with 
frequently recently.  I did not have time to 
look over the card beforehand, and just 
trusted my memory that I would remember 
everything.  BIG MISTAKE! 
 This convention card I was playing that 
day makes my normal crazy convention card 
look very standard-ish.  Not a good idea to 
sit down without reviewing it first. 
 A couple of times during the session, I 
erred in bidding sequences that I should 
have gotten right.  Fortunately, nothing too 
horrible.  And I even managed to correctly 
remember a treatment that I had forgotten 
the week before. 
 My big embarrassment occurred during 
the last round.  Iôm on lead, and for the first 
time that night the declarer asked about our 

carding.  Partner correctly described our 
agreement as being upside-down everything. 
 My next comment cannot be repeated 
here, as this is a G-rated publication. 
 I followed it up by saying, ñNo wonder 
we have been mis-defending all night.  Iôve 
been playing odd-even discards.ò 
 And most importantly, my next comment 
can be re-printed.  ñSorry partner.ò 
 Fortunately I was playing with a very 
understanding partner.  He never said a word, 
even though my stupidity relegated us to a 
52% game.  Itôs one of the reasons I love 
playing with him. 
 The moral of this cautionary tale is 
obvious, but I am going to repeat it anyway.  
Some people play exclusively, or almost 
exclusively, with one partner.  No refresher is 
necessarily needed when you are in you 
comfort zone.  But if you can, donôt assume 
you remember correctly.  Look at the card.  
Talk with your partner.  Make sure you are on 
the same wavelength. 
 Even with my usual card, there are still 
things that we discuss before a big event, just 
to double check.  I recommend this highly 
when you can do it.

Having recently returned from the 
ACBL Board meetings in New 
Orleans, there is much to report. 
 Managing technology continues to 
be an important issue for both the 
Board and management.  The newly 
created Technology Committee 
reported on their progress in an open 
meeting to which all ACBL members 
were invited; the Committee will 
continue to hold similar meetings at all 
NABCs for the foreseeable future. 
 The nine member Committee 
includes three technologically 
competent members of the ACBL 
Board, and three highly qualified 
outside consultants, as well as three 
representatives of management.   For 
those interested in more information on 
the Committee, its members and plans, 
and/or the content of the open meeting, 
a) see Robert Hartmanôs CEO article in 
the March issue of the Bulletin, and b) 
visit the ACBL website to see a video 
recording of the meeting. 
 As a non-technologically savvy 
member of the board, I am comforted 
by the outstanding credentials of the 
Committee. 
 Beyond technology, other matters 
from the Board meetings that will be of 
interest to the units include: 
 

 Å Entry fees for the GNTs at the 
national level have been eliminated for 
the first two days for Flights A, B, and 
C.  Entry fees will be paid from Grass 
Roots moneys. 
 
Å The new stratifications of 
open/3000/1500 were used for the first 
time in New Orleans and the response 
of the players has been very positive.  
The new structure provides expanded 
opportunity for people to play in a strat 
in which they are most comfortable. 
 
Å We are in negotiations with Pianola to 
replace our current tournament e-mail 
marketing program.   This will give 
tournament chairs and club managers 
more control over their marketing.  
 
Å ACBL will now use only the word 
ñspectatorò (no longer kibitzer) to 
include all non-officials and non-
players in the playing area.  Caddies are 
spectators.  
 Our own Sol Weinstein was given 
an important new ACBL position as 
Field Manager; he is one of just two 
people holding this position, and we are 
pleased with this formal 
acknowledgement of his talent. 
 At our Regional in Saratoga 
Springs in June, Suzi and Stan Subeck 

will be attending the tournament.  Suzi 
is the 2015 President of ACBL and I 
know she and Stan will enjoy getting to 
know people in District 3. 
 I am sure that all of you in Unit 
188 will be as disappointed as I am to 
know that we will not be returning to 
Rye Brook in January for our long 
standing tournament  - the Joan Gerard 
Regional.   The hotel could not be 
available on the dates we have had in 
the past.  That combined with very 
substantial cost increases forced us to 
look elsewhere. 
 Beginning next year, our January 
tournament will be at the Meadowlands 
Hilton in New Jersey, across the 
highway from Met Life Stadium.  It is 
easily accessible by public 
transportation from the City, and a 
short car ride for those of you in 
Westchester.   We will hope to see 
many of you there. 
 I look forward to seeing all of you 
at the table.

QUALIFYING SCHEDULE 

The North American Pairs qualifying games will be held during June, July 
and August.  There are three masterpoint flights:  A, Open; B, 0-2500; C, 0-
500 (Non-Life Master).  You may qualify to play at any NAP qualifying 
game at any club in North America.  Those that qualify can play in the 
District 3 Final (no Unit Final).  The top three pairs in each flight will 
qualify to play in the North American Final to be played at the Spring 2016 
Nationals in Reno, NV.  Qualifiers in all flights will receive subsidies, 
which have not been finalized at press time.  In previous years, the subsidies 
were as follows: 
 First Place: $700 per player from ACBL + $100 from District 3 
 Second Place: $300 per player from ACBL + $100 from District 3 
 Third Place:  No subsidy from ACBL + $100 from District 3 
 
This year, all three participating clubs in the Unit have simplified the 
scheduling of the qualifying games.  All three clubs have designated a full 
week in June, July and August when all of the games will be NAP 
qualifying games.

If you played bridge at the Hartesô Club 
almost any afternoon in the last five years, 
you would have seen him. If you played in 
the Tuesday or Friday NLM game, you 
would have feared him. But once you met 
him you would be absolutely charmed.  
 When I first started playing at Hartesô 
on Friday with my then regular partner, Bob 
Stern, we knew that, if we were going to do 
well that day, we would have to deal with 
Rae and Marshall Winokur, the two ringers 
in the field. At the end of the day, even 
though they would have a NE next to their 
entry, you knew that if you did well at their 
table, you had a good day but very often they 
were the reason you did not do so well. 
 The term Gentle Man has Marshallôs 
picture next to it. He was indeed always 
gentle. A longtime Chicago area resident and 
lawyer, I somehow picture him as a gentle 
lawyer as well, but I would not have been 
surprised if I found out he was a tough guy 
back in the day - it was, after all, Chicago!

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Convention Hall  

At a recent club game, the following 
normal-sounding uncontested auction 
occurred: 
 1§ - 1̈; 3§ - 3©; 3NT - All pass 
But then dummy came down with only 
4 HCP.  The comment at the table by 
the dummy was, ñYou jumped.  Your 
3§ was forcing.ò  Declarer did not 
contradict the dummy.  The rest of the 
field played in 3§. 
 Perhaps in that pairôs system they 
were correct.  But that is not a standard 
treatment.  Most other people play that 
the 3§ re-bid is 100% non-forcing. 
 Rather than focus on conventions, 
this article will be about treatments.  A 
treatment is not a convention - it is how 
you play a natural-ish bid.  For the 
treatments discussed here, I am 
assuming a system based on Standard 
American including 2/1.  Systems like 
Precision, Romex and Acol will have 
some different treatments. 
 The assertion that jump re-bids are 
forcing while non-jump re-bids are 
non-forcing is false.  Consider the 
following uncontested auctions: 
 1¦ - 1̈; 2§ - ?  The 2§ bid is 
100% forcing for one round, even 
though it is not a jump.  This is an 

example of a ñreverse.ò  Treatments 
and conventions after a reverse are 
beyond the scope of this article. 
 1© - 2© ; 3¦ - ?  The 3C bid is 
forcing.  This is some sort of a game 
try and is forcing to at least 3©.  
Whether 3¦ is a short suit game try, 
long suit game try, or help suit game 
try is normally a matter of what 
treatment you play.  It could also be 
conventional, such as a Mathe Asking 
Bid or strength/distribution asking, if 
one of those was your agreement. 
 1̈ - 1NT; 3 ̈- ?  The 3 ̈bid is 
non-forcing.  All jump re-bids in the 
same suit promise a decent 6-card suit 
with around 16-18 HCP.  In the auction 
at the beginning of the article, this is 
what opener normally promised. 
 1̈ - 2̈; 4 ̈- ?  This is 100% non-
forcing.  Responder described and 
limited his hand, and opener has set the 
final contract.  An axiom that is true is 
that if responder has limited his hand, 
opener is the captain, and is in charge 
of getting the partnership to the right 
contract.  If opener wanted to leave 
open the possibility of a slam, opener 
needed to make a different bid. 
 1̈ - 2̈; 3¦ - 3§; 4 ̈-?  As noted 

before, 3¦ is ostensibly some kind of 
game try.  Whatever 3§ means using 
your treatments (denial, acceptance or a 
counter-game try), opener has set the 
final contract. 
 1© - 2©; 3§ - 3©; 4© - ?  This one 
is tougher, and there is no 100% 
answer.  Opener made a game try, 
which was declined, but opener bid 
game anyway.  So the 3§ bid was 
really a SLAM try.  While most of the 
time responder should simply pass, 
perhaps with a maximum hand and an 
extra trump or 2, but not what opener 
originally looked for with the 3§ bid, 
Responder might choose to take 
another bid.  
 I want to mention one other area of 
treatments involving Stayman: 
 1NT - 2¦; 2§ - 2̈ - ? 
Using standard Stayman treatments, the 
2̈ bid is forcing showing 5 hearts and 
4 spades.  Using garbage Stayman, it is 
non-forcing but shows the same 
distribution.  But if playing the Smolen 
convention at the 2 level, itôs forcing 
with 4 hearts and 5 spades! 
 This is why you need to get your 
treatments and conventions straight.

An Interesting Deal from the GNT Flight B  

N/S Vul., South deals, Scoring IMPs

 Both declarers played 6© from the 
South, on the lead of the K̈.  Do you 
want to play or defend? 
 The auction at our table went: 
1¦ - 3̈ - Dbl - Pass 
4© - Pass - 6© - All pass 
 Our declarer took the Ä 
(discarding a diamond) and ruffed a 
heart at trick two.  Because of the bad 
trump split,  there was no recovery and 
the contract was doomed quickly. 

 At the other table, declarer also 
won the Ä at trick one while 
discarding a diamond.  But that 
declarer cashed the ©K, and followed it 
with a ñsafety playò of a low spade to 
the 10.  Making 6, and a loss of 17 
IMPs. 
 So you think you want to declare.  
But not so fasté. 
 What happens if at trick 3 East 
splits the spade honors.  Whenever East 
gets in, he plays a heart thereby 
promoting the ©7 to the setting trick.  
The key to finding this defense is 
paying attention to the small spade 
spots in dummy. 
 So now it looks like defending is 
the way to go.  But wait, thereôs more!  
 Double dummy, declarer has a 
100% line to make the contract.  As 
before, you win the Ä (discarding a 
diamond), but now you lead the ©2! 
 If East splits his honors, you duck, 
preserving a tenace for a later trump 
finesse using diamonds as the 

necessary entries to finesse and pull 
tramp. 
 And if East ducks, you insert the 
©10 to have three quick spade winners, 
and you just pull two more rounds of 
trump and run the clubs until East takes 
his master trump.  You lose just one 
trump trick either way. 
 So double dummy it turns out you 
want to declare.  But the 100% line is 
strictly double dummy, and almost 
impossible to find at the table,
