Riders in section A may not cross enter in any division or class at any
competition where fences are 2’ or higher. The rider will be no longer eligible for Beginner’s.
Section B: Horse or pony not to have shown in a division, at any competition, where fence
height specifications are 2’ or higher. Horses may not cross enter into any division or class
where fences are 2’ or higher at the same competition.

DERBY HAS A TWO-ROUND FORMAT. THE FIRST ROUND IS A CLASSIC ROUND,
RUN WITH THE THIRD HUNTER OVER FENCE CLASS WHERE A HORSE IS
JUDGED ON PERFORMANCE, PACE, JUMPING STYLE, QUALITY AND MOVEMENT.
THE SECOND ROUND IS A HANDY HUNTER ROUND, WHICH ENCOURAGES BRIL-
LIANCE OF PACE (A MORE FORWARD, GALLOPING STRIDE) AND HANDINESS,
WHICH MEANS RIDERS OPT FOR TIGHTER TURNS AND DIFFERENT TRACKS TO
FENCES THAN THOSE TRADITIONALLY TAKEN IN A HUNTER ROUND. JUDGES
USE A NUMERICAL SCORING SYSTEM TO RATE THE HORSES AFTER EACH
ROUND OF COMPETITION. THREE OPTIONAL FENCES WILL BE OFFERED FOR
MORE POINTS
