Vendor Arrival & Setup Guidelines

o Parking Passes:

o Each vendor will receive one parking pass for the bottom parking lot directly across from the
festival grounds. Must Present Vendor Permit to enter gates.

o Please write your Business name on the Parking Permit.

o Parking Pass must be kept in Dash of your vehicle parked.

o All additional guests must park in the nearby garage.

e Vendor Location & Map:

o You will receive a map with your assigned location.

o When unloading, do not drive onto the grass—drop off your tent, tables, chairs, and supplies in
your designated spot and immediately return your vehicle to the parking lot before continuing
setup.

o No stake usage: You must secure tents with sandbags, water bags, or weights—metal and
plastic stakes are strictly prohibited to protect the irrigation system.

e Food Vendors & Trucks:

o Food trucks will be positioned on the bridge, with a few behind the grassy area.

o Each food truck must provide a trash can for patrons and dispose of trash at end of evening.
You are responsible for your own trash cans and bags. DO NOT LEAVE BAGS OF TRASH.

e Vendor Etiquette & Flow:
Vendors must follow assigned locations—we will not make last-minute changes.
Vendors should provide a 10x10(15) Tent, tables, chairs, and materials.
If you need to leave before 11:00 PM, you must carry your items to the parking area. No
vehicles will be allowed onto festival grounds once the event begins for safety reasons.

o Each vendor is responsible for their own trash. You must provide a trash can for waste
and dispose of all trash at end of day. There is an assigned location to put your trash bags.

All Trash must be kept in your own trash can with a trash bag lining.
