STUDENT - ATHLETE CONDUCT CODE

Participation in interschool athletics at any Polk County Schools through Legacy Sports, Inc. is a privilege
and a unique opportunity during your studies with us. As a student-athlete, you benefit from athletics by
having the opportunity to develop your potential as a skilled performer, to grow emotionally, socially, and
intellectually, to travel and represent any Legacy Academy and to learn the art of being a productive team
member.

Legacy Sports, Inc. expects you to train and strive for your highest degree of athletic excellence, to
demonstrate academic honesty and integrity, and to conduct yourself as a responsible citizen. You are
responsible for observing and following all rules and regulations regarding your eligibility for athletic
participation.

Even when Legacy Academy and Legacy Sports, Inc. are two different entities, all students who enroll at
Legacy Sports are expected to comply with criminal and civil laws of the United States and the State of
Florida, the Legacy Academy (any location) & Legacy Sports Code of Student Conduct, the Legacy
Academic Integrity Policy, and all other policies and regulations. Detailed information regarding student
rights and responsibilities may be found in the Legacy Student Handbook of your school’'s campus.
Student-Athletes are also expected to adhere to the principles and policies embodied in the student-athlete
conduct code which follows:

CODIGO DE CONDUCTA DEL ESTUDIANTE-ATLETA

Participar en deportes Inter escolares en cualquier escuela del Condado de Polk a través de Legacy
Sports, Inc. es un privilegio y una oportunidad unica durante tus estudios con nosotros.

UNETHICAL CONDUCT

A prospective or enrolled student-athlete who is found to have engaged in unethical conduct shall be
ineligible for competing in all sports. Unethical conduct consists of, but is not limited to:

Fraudulence in connection with entrance or placement examinations.

Engaging in any athletics competition under an assumed name or with intent otherwise to deceive.
Dishonesty in evading or violating Legacy Christian Academy regulations; or

Knowingly furnishing the Legacy Christian Academy or Legacy Sports or other individual’s false or
misleading information concerning the student’s involvement in or knowledge of matters relevant
to a possible violation of Legacy Christian Academy or Legacy Sports regulations.

CONDUCTA NO ETICA

Un estudiante-atleta potencial o inscrito que haya incurrido en conducta no ética no podra
competir en ningun deporte.

STANDARDS OF CONDUCT (NORMAS DE CONDUCTA)

1. As a student-athlete you are a public figure responsible for representing your school in the most
positive way, including your SOCIAL MEDIA. Your behavior must be always exemplary and befitting
the expectations of your teammates, the coach, the school, and community. You must also conduct
yourself so as not to impair the welfare or educational opportunities of others in the LEGACY
community.

c. Repeated and persistent violation of team rules, including but not limited to:
i. Conduct reflecting negatively on the team, the program, or your school.
ii. Absenteeism from practices, meetings, and competition.
iii.  Truancy: school excessive absences.
iv.  Tardiness for practices, meetings, and competition.

V. Use of abusive or profane language during team practice and competition.

vi.  Noncompliance with team dress code

vii.  Noncompliance with prescribed treatment for athletic injury.

viii. ~ Noncompliance with expected conduct during team travel.

iX. Noncompliance with policies regarding use of drug, alcohol, and tobacco products. In
accordance with all LEGACY Academy s and Legacy Sports Code of Student Conduct,
any student-athlete found guilty of possession of an illegal substance will be suspended or
expelled from the school and the Athletic Program. This includes vaping artifacts and
products.

X. Boys’ piercings are prohibited during practice, games or any activity related to LEGACY or
Legacy Sports, Inc.

Misconduct includes, but is not limited to, those specific actions listed in this
code. The regulations should be read broadly and are not designed to define conduct in exhaustive terms.

DISCIPLINARY SANCTIONS
Student Rights and Responsibilities Statement may be found in the school’s student handbook.

1. Sanctions for Violation of the Student-Athlete Conduct Code may include any of the following:

a. Reprimand: The student-athlete is warned in writing that further misconduct may result in more
severe disciplinary sanctions.

b. Restitution: The student-athlete may be required to make payment to the school or Legacy Sports
Inc for damage incurred as a result of misconduct.

c. Probation: The student-athlete continues as a member of the team but may be precluded from
specific activities or must abide by other restrictions or conditions imposed during the probation
period.

d. Suspension: Separation from the team for a period.

e. Expulsion: Permanent separation of the student-athlete from the team and interschool athletics at
Legacy Sports. This might also include expulsion from LEGACY of Lake Wales, depending on the
severity of the incident. Expulsion may also include withdrawal of the student-athlete’s athletic
scholarship.

2. A student who violates civil/criminal law, any LEGACY campus or Legacy Sports, Inc. Student Code of
Conduct, or violates team rules risks expulsion or suspension from participation in interschool athletics
unless specific factors are present. Factors considered may include the present demeanor and past
disciplinary record of the offender, the nature of the offenses and the severity of any damage, injury or
ban resulting from it.

3. Temporary Suspension: LEGACY CHRISTIAN ACADEMY and Legacy Sports Inc. reserves the right
to take necessary and appropriate action to protect the safety and well-being of the school and
program. A student-athlete may be suspended from a team activity by the Head Coach pending prior
notice whenever there is evidence that the student-athlete’s continued presence would constitute a
threat to himself or others to normal team operation. In cases of temporary suspension, the athlete will
be given an opportunity to meet with the Athletics Director within five (5) business days from the
effective date of the suspension.

SANCIONES DISCIPLINARIAS
La Declaracion de Derechos y Responsabilidades del Estudiante se puede encontrar en el manual
del estudiante de la escuela.

1. Las sanciones por violacion del Cédigo de Conducta del Estudiante-Atleta pueden incluir
cualquiera de las siguientes:

a. Amonestacion: El estudiante-atleta recibe una advertencia por escrito de que una futura
mala conducta puede resultar en sanciones disciplinarias mas severas.

b. Resarcimiento: El estudiante-atleta puede ser requerido a pagar a la escuela o a Legacy
Sports Inc por los dainos ocasionados como resultado de su mala conducta.

c. Libertad condicional: El estudiante-atleta continla como miembro del equipo, pero puede
ser excluido de ciertas actividades o debe cumplir con otras restricciones o condiciones
impuestas durante el periodo de prueba.

d. Suspensidn: Separaciéon temporal del equipo por un periodo determinado.

e. Expulsién: Separacion permanente del estudiante-atleta del equipo y de la participacion
en actividades deportivas interescolares en Legacy Sports. Esto también puede incluir la
expulsion de LEGACY of Lake Wales, dependiendo de la gravedad del incidente. La
expulsiéon también puede implicar la revocacion de la beca deportiva del estudiante-atleta.

2. Un estudiante que viole la ley civil o penal, cualquier norma del campus de LEGACY o de
Legacy Sports Inc., o las reglas del equipo, corre el riesgo de ser expulsado o suspendido
de la participaciéon en deportes interescolares, a menos que existan factores especificos.
Los factores que se pueden considerar incluyen la conducta actual del infractor, su historial
disciplinario previo, la naturaleza de las ofensas y la gravedad de cualquier dafo, lesién o
consecuencia resultante.

3. Suspension temporal: LEGACY CHRISTIAN ACADEMY y Legacy Sports Inc. se reservan el
derecho de tomar las medidas necesarias y apropiadas para proteger la seguridad y el
bienestar de la escuela y el programa. Un estudiante-atleta puede ser suspendido de una
actividad del equipo por el Entrenador Principal con previo aviso cuando existan pruebas
de que su permanencia constituiria una amenaza para si mismo, para otros o para el
funcionamiento normal del equipo. En casos de suspension temporal, el atleta tendra la
oportunidad de reunirse con el Director de Atletismo dentro de los cinco (5) dias habiles a
partir de la fecha efectiva de la suspension.

CONDUCT / PLAYER APPEARANCE / ALCOHOL POLICIES

Player conduct and dress policies applicable to team travel and home events shall be established by the
coach and ensure that players conduct themselves in a manner reflecting positively upon the reputation of
LEGACY and Legacy Sports Inc. Male ear, body or face piercing should not be wear during practice, game
time or at any time the student is representing LEGACY, Legacy Sports or wearing their team or school
uniforms. Female athletes will be allowed to wear up to 2 small earlobe piercing, but they shouldn’t extend
longer than the earlobe. Athletes must wear appropriate footwear to practice or games. Sandals are
prohibited due to security and safety reasons.

Student athletes shall not partake of alcoholic beverages at all, use vaping or electronic cigarettes, use

illegal drugs, nor will be allowed to take any medications without the consent of the parent/legal guardian.
Students-athletes are not allowed to carry medications other than EpiPen with written physician
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LEGACY SPORTS INC.

authorization. These could be enough reasons for expulsion not only from Legacy Sports, but also from
any LEGACY Academy.

STUDENT-ATHLETE CONTRACT

STUDENT-ATHLETE: SPORT:

I understand that a fulfilling educational sport experience requires the exercise of responsibilities on the
part of both personnel associated with the athletics program and student-athletes. As a student-athlete, |
understand my responsibility to commit to the principles of self-discipline, collaborative effort, and team
building, and to be an ambassador for the institutions of Legacy Christian Academy and Legacy Sports,
Inc.

ACADEMIC STANDARDS

| understand that the athletics department of each Legacy Christian Academy is committed to the
philosophy that student-athletes are students first and foremost and that all student-athletes must exhibit
behaviors that demonstrate a commitment to maximizing academic success as their first priority. |
understand that the athletics department has created the following standards, strategies, and policies to
maximize the possibility of student-athletes meeting their academic goals. | understand that | am obligated
to comply with these standards:

e Student-athletes must adhere to all academic requirements (study halls, tutoring sessions, lab
work, universities research work, etc.) specified by the academic counselor and school director.

e Student-athletes’ academic progress is monitored by the academic support program staff. If at any
time, the student is not meeting his or her academic responsibilities (i.e. warning notices,
probationary status notices, grade point average reduction, excessive absences or tardiness
notices, etc.) or the grade point average drops below 2.5 on any subject, the School Director,
Academic Advisor or Counselor will meet with the Athletic Director or Head Coach to determine if
playing or practice privileges will be restricted, suspended, or terminated until everything is
satisfactorily back to normal, or depending of the reasons, until the end of the season, risking
renewing a contract for the following school year.

o If a student-athlete’s grade point average drops below a 2.5 B, he or she will become
automatically ineligible to participate in games and practices until the grade point average
returns to the 2.5 B minimum.

e Sports schedules are designed to minimize missed class time. While there is a possibility that
classes missed for regular- or post-season contests that might be approved for certain occasions,
the expectation is that student-athletes will make every effort not to miss any additional classes and
will only do so under extenuating circumstances such as iliness or family emergency. Excessive
absences will result in restriction of a student-athlete’s participation in practice or
competition, this includes Friday absences. Please see Class Attendance session in the
Legacy Sports Student Athlete Handbook.

e Student-athletes are not permitted to miss any regularly scheduled classes for activities other than
scheduled athletics competitions, unless approved by the school Director and the professor of the
class is involved.

o Student-athletes are expected to meet all deadline dates for class assignments and are required to
make pre-arrangements with instructors when quizzes, tests or special assignments conflict with
contest dates, if not possible, the student-athlete is responsible to make such arrangements within
1 week from the absence.
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BEHAVIORAL EXPECTATIONS

| understand that student-athletes are visible representatives of the institution both on campus and off-
campus whose behaviors are often closely scrutinized by the media and general public. Student-athlete
behavior affects public perception of institutional ethos, athletics department standards, and the character
of the student body. Therefore, it is expected that student-athletes will demonstrate consistent role model
behavior, sportsmanship and self-control. More specifically:

e Student-athletes must be committed to fair play. Intentional acts of unsportsmanlike behavior
fights, insults, bulgar vocabulary or cheating will not be tolerated.

e When representing their teams during competition, student-athletes will exercise self-control in all
ways including, but not limited to, resisting the use of profanity, demonstrating unnecessary
aggression or hostility towards others, making inappropriate physical gestures, taunting or
excessively celebrating, and disrespecting coaches, officials, teammates or opponents.

e Student-athletes are prohibited from interacting in any negative way with fans.

e When interacting with the media, student-athletes are expected to remain positive and not use
media interviews as a platform to share personal frustrations about the team, coaches, the athletics
department, or the institution or to make any negative comments about opponents or officials. It is
prohibited for the Student-Athlete to provide any interviews to any media without the authorization
of the CEO/President and the Athletic Director.

e Parents and family members are always welcome at student-athletes' games. However, their
conduct during games can negatively impact the player. Parents and family members are strictly
prohibited from engaging in negative behavior, as their child may be suspended for such actions or
behaviors, which include the use of profanity, unnecessary aggression through physical gestures or
physical contact with other parents in attendance, coaches, Legacy team staff, its directors and
owners, members of other teams, referees, judges, excessive celebration, throwing water bottles or
papers onto the court, or anything else that could be construed as aggressive. If you feel that you
are becoming overly emotional and unable to behave appropriately, we ask that you refrain from
attending and follow us live on social media. Remember that your child may be expelled as a result
and might receive sanctions.

o Male Athletes will refrain from using any type of piercings while representing Legacy Sports, Inc.,
and/or any Legacy Christian Academies at practice, official games, or assisting to any activity that
relates to Legacy Sports, Inc. or any Legacy Christian Academies. Female athletes are allowed to
wear up to 2 earlobe small piercings, but they can’t hang longer than the earlobe for safety
reasons.

e Any actions that result in a student-athlete being sanctioned by school, local, state, or federal
authorities may also result in sanctions from the Sports Program.

e Parents and Players agree to observe the 24 hours rule, which states that they will allow 24
hours after a game to be able to talk with the coaches about that game.

PHYSICAL CONDITIONING AND TRAINING

| understand that physical conditioning and training programs in preparation for athletics performance as
designed and supervised by coaches and support staff (trainers, strength coaches, etc.) require intense
physical activities, constant feedback, and creating benchmarks to maximize each athlete’s potential and
team success. | understand that participation in training and instruction is an educational process that
requires collaboration between athletics staff and student-athletes, especially as such collaboration is
intended to minimize the inherent risks associated with intense physical activities that can also be mentally
and emotionally challenging. Therefore, | understand the need for and accept the following participation
responsibilities:
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e Report to my coach or an athletics trainer, any change in my physical, mental or emotional well-
being that may affect my ability to participate safely. This includes any additions of prescription
medications or over the counter supplements.

e Commit to completing all conditioning activities and practice session | am asked to perform to
ready me for the physical, mental, and emotional stress associated with my sport unless | have
documented limitations that have been approved by the medical or counseling staff.

¢ Refrain from outside activities that will enhance my risk of unsafe participation such as
excessive exercise, alcohol consumption, using non-prescription drugs, taking over the
counter supplements that have not been approved by a health professional or doctors,
taking steroids or other performance enhancing or illegal drugs.

o Follow the guidelines given to me by my coaches and trainers regarding hydration, sleep, and
nutrition.

e Communicate with my coach or trainer any time | feel any abnormal or labored physical response
to exercise (i.e. pain, nausea, shortness of breath, dizziness, etc.) and to stop the activity
immediately.

e Communicate with my coach or trainer any time | feel incapable of continuing to participate due to
any physical, mental or emotional distress. | understand that | will not be subjected to any
retribution if | self-report physical, mental, or emotional distress and elect to discontinue
participation and if | believe retribution took place, | am obligated to report such to the Director of
Athletics and my coach.

e Communicate with my coach or athletic trainer if | become aware of another athlete’s abnormal or
labored physical, mental, or emotional response to any activity.

e Willingly discontinue participation any time a coach, trainer, or strength coach tells me to and, if
applicable, follow their directives regarding follow-up meetings with medical staff or other
appropriate professionals.

e Recognize that participation decisions must be made by professional athletics staff
members. Parents may not override these decisions.

e Student-Athletes are subject to random drug tests.

TEAMWORK AND TEAM EXPECTATIONS

| understand that team unity and team chemistry are key variables for a positive and successful athletics
experience. Commitment to team goals is essential which, at times, may take precedence over individual
goals. However, | understand that the athletics department does not subscribe to a team culture based on
intimidation or mandatory allegiance to questionable practices and requires that all student-athletes be
treated fairly by coaches, support staff, and teammates. Under these conditions, | understand that student-
athletes are expected to exhibit a level of selflessness that promotes team goals. More specifically:

e Student-athletes are expected to abide by team rules that have been constructed by the team,
approved by the coaches, approved by the sports administrator and the school Director and
attached to this agreement.

e Student-athletes are expected to abide by all NCAA rules that have been provided in the annual
rules orientation session conducted by the athletics department.

e Student-athletes are expected to abide by all athletics department policies that are contained in this
agreement, which is available online, including, but not limited to the policies that prohibit alcohol
consumption, sexual harassment, bullying, drug use, gambling, and tobacco use.

o Student-athletes are expected to report any actions that establish a class system (hazing,
initiations, etc.) to their coach immediately.

e Student-athletes are expected to immediately report any behaviors they would describe as abusive
by a coach, staff member, or a teammate to the Director of Athletics and School Director.

e Student-athletes and coaches are expressly prohibited from engaging in sexual intimacies and
other forms of inappropriate conduct with each other. Student-athletes are expected to
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immediately report any such behaviors which serve to destroy the standard of impartiality and
professional trust which must be maintained by all coaches.

e Each student-athlete has been oriented about the Legacy Christian Academy Policies which are
included in the Student Handbook located at your Legacy Christian Academy website, and the
Legacy Sports Student-Athlete Handbook, which describes the “zero tolerance” policy toward
hazing (Hazing is any activity expected of someone joining or participating in a group that
humiliates, degrades, abuses, or endangers them, regardless of their willingness to participate. It's
an abuse of power where individuals are subjected to behaviors that cause emotional or physical
harm, or that violate personal boundaries or moral beliefs.), initiation rituals, sexual harassment,
and physical punishment and is expected to honor and contribute to a culture of respect of self and
others.

PROHIBITION OF RETALIATION

Creating a culture of personal responsibility requires an assurance to employees and student-athletes that
no retaliation will occur against those who report governance association rules violations or misconduct
policy violations. Staff and student athletes are expected to report these concerns to the athletics director
or the school director.

| agree to accept the participation standards and policies listed above and knowingly accept that violations
of these standards may result in a variety of sanctions by the athletics department including, but not limited
to restriction, suspension from, or termination of participation in the athletics program.

By signing this contract, parents and student-athletes agree on observing all the rules and
regulations established in it, as well as all the rules, regulations and standards established in the Legacy
Christian Academy Student Handbook and Legacy Sports Student-Athlete Handbook.

By signing this contract, parents and student-athletes are giving consent for the student athlete to be
randomly drug tested without any other notifications or parents present.

By signing this contract, | give authorization to take pictures and videos of my student-athlete for the
use of Legacy Christian Academy and/or Legacy Sports, Inc. multiple social media and websites. | also
authorize Legacy Christian Academy and/or Legacy Sports, Inc., to submit my student-athlete videos to any
College or University that requests them for the purpose of extending a possible scholarship or growth
opportunity of his/her athletic career.

We understand that the athletic scholarship is conditional upon the student-athlete completing the
school year and playing commitments with Legacy Christian Academy and Legacy Sports. Should the
student-athlete decide to cancel their participation in Legacy Sports, transfer from Legacy to another
school, or be expelled from the Legacy Sports or Legacy Christian Academy program, they must return
their team uniforms and accessories. They will also be responsible for paying all outstanding academic and
athletic program fees prior to receiving school transfer documentation. Outstanding fees include housing
expenses, detentions, in-school suspensions, athletic fees, etc. To avoid charges to parents and/or
reporting to credit bureaus, it is important that my child complete the school year with Legacy Christian
Academy.

By signing this contract, | release of all responsibility the school Legacy Christian Academy, Legacy
Sports, Inc. or any of its representatives in case of accidents resulting from minor injuries up to death. I/We
hereby give consent for my/our child/Ward to participate in Middle School/High School Athletic Activities.
I/We accept any and all responsibility for his/her safety and welfare while in transit to the athletic event.
With full understanding of the risks involved, understanding that the practice of any sports can result from

Entiendo que una experiencia educativa y deportiva satisfactoria requiere el cumplimiento de
responsabilidades tanto por parte del personal asociado al programa atlético como de los
estudiantes-atletas. Como estudiante-atleta, entiendo mi responsabilidad de comprometerme con
los principios de autodisciplina, esfuerzo colaborativo y trabajo en equipo, y de ser embajador de
las instituciones Legacy Christian Academy y Legacy Sports, Inc.

Normas Académicas

Entiendo que el departamento atlético de Legacy Christian Academy esta comprometido con la
filosofia de que los estudiantes-atletas son primeramente estudiantes, y que todos deben exhibir
comportamientos que demuestren un compromiso con el éxito académico como su prioridad
principal. Entiendo que el departamento atlético ha creado los siguientes estandares, estrategias
y politicas para maximizar las posibilidades de alcanzar las metas académicas:

Expectativas de Conducta

Entiendo que los estudiantes-atletas son representantes visibles de la institucién tanto dentro
como fuera de las instalaciones escolares y la casa de hospedaje. Ellos son estudiados muy de
cerca por la prensa y el publico en general. El comportamiento de los estudiantes-atletas afecta
la percepcion publica del ethos institucional, los estandares del departamento atlético y el
caracter del alumnado. Por lo tanto, se espera que los estudiantes-atletas demuestren un
comportamiento ejemplar, deportividad y autocontrol. Mas especificamente:

o Cuando representen a sus equipos, el estudiante-atleta debe ejercer autocontrol en todo
momento durante competencias evitando lenguaje vulgar, gestos fisicos inapropiados,
agresividad y faltas de respeto hacia otros jugadores o entrenadores u oficiales,
celebracion excesiva en la cancha.

» No interactuar negativamente con los fanaticos.

e Mantener una actitud positiva ante los medios de comunicaciones. No debe usarse las
plataformas de media para compartir frustraciones personales sobre su equipo o equipo
oponente, entrenadores, oficiales o departamento atlético, o la institucion escolar. Solo se
permite que, durante la entrevista al jugador, se expresen positivamente. Esta prohibido
que el estudiante-atleta de una entrevista a los medios de comunicaciones o prensa sin la
autorizacion del CEO/Presidente de la escuela y el Director Atlético.

o Los padres y familiares siempre son bienvenidos durante los juegos de los estudiantes-
atletas. Su conducta durante los juegos puede afectar negativamente al jugador. Esta
totalmente prohibido a los padres y familiares a comportarse negativamente ya que su
hijo(a) puede ser suspendido por su accién o comportamiento, que incluyen uso de
palabras profanas, demostracion de agresion innecesaria ya sea por gestos fisicos o
contacto fisico a otros padres presentes, entrenadores, personal del equipo de Legacy,
sus directores y duenios, integrantes de otros equipos, arbitros, jueces, celebracion
excesiva, arrojar botellas de agua o papeles a la cancha, o cualquier otra cosa que se
interprete como agresiva. Si usted entiende que se emociona mucho y no puede
comportarse apropiadamente, le pedimos que no vaya y nos siga en vivo por las redes
sociales. Recuerde que su hijo(a) puede ser expulsado por su culpa y hasta recibir
sanciones deportivas por parte de las autoridades correspondientes.
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Los atletas varones no deben usar arete ni pantallas cuando estén representando a
Legacy Christian Academy o Legacy Sports.

Condicioén Fisica y Entrenamiento

Entiendo que los programas de acondicionamiento fisico y entrenamiento para el rendimiento
deportivo, disenados y supervisados por entrenadores y personal de apoyo (preparadores
fisicos, preparadores fisicos de fuerza, etc.), requieren actividad fisica intensa, retroalimentacion
constante y el establecimiento de parametros para maximizar el potencial de cada atleta y el
éxito del equipo. Entiendo que la participacion en el entrenamiento y la instruccion es un proceso
educativo que requiere la colaboracion entre el personal deportivo y los estudiantes-atletas,
especialmente porque dicha colaboracion tiene como objetivo minimizar los riesgos inherentes a
las actividades fisicas intensas, que también pueden ser un desafio mental y emocional. Por lo
tanto, comprendo la necesidad y acepto las siguientes responsabilidades de participacion:

Abstenerme de actividades externas que aumenten mi riesgo de participar de forma
insegura, como el gjercicio excesivo, el consumo de alcohol, el uso de medicamentos sin
receta, el consumo de suplementos de venta libre sin la aprobacion de un profesional de la
salud o un médico, el consumo de esteroides u otras drogas ilegales o para mejorar el
rendimiento.

Segquir las pautas que me hayan dado mis entrenadores sobre hidratacién, suefio y
nutricion.

Comunicarme con mi entrenador en cualquier momento en que sienta alguna respuesta
fisica anormal o dificultosa al ejercicio (por ejemplo, dolor, nauseas, dificultad para
respirar, mareos, etc.) y que detenga la actividad inmediatamente.

Comunicarme con mi entrenador o preparador fisico en cualquier momento en que me
sienta incapaz de seguir participando debido a cualquier malestar fisico, mental o
emocional. Entiendo que no seré objeto de ninguna represalia si autodeclaro malestar
fisico, mental o emocional y decido interrumpir mi participacion. Si considero que se
produjo una represalia, estoy obligado a informarlo al Director Atlético y a mi entrenador.
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o Comunicarme con mi entrenador o preparador fisico si noto una respuesta fisica, mental o
emocional anormal o dificultosa de otro atleta a cualquier actividad.

o Interrumpir voluntariamente la participacion en cualquier momento en que un entrenador o
preparador fisico me lo indique y, si corresponde, sequiré sus instrucciones con respecto a
las reuniones de seguimiento con el personal médico u otros profesionales competentes

* Reconocer que las decisiones de participacion deben ser tomadas por el personal
deportivo profesional.

Trabajo en Equipo y Expectativas

Entiendo que la unidad y la quimica del equipo son factores clave para una experiencia deportiva
positiva y exitosa. El compromiso con los objetivos del equipo es esencial, lo cual, en ocasiones,
puede prevalecer sobre los objetivos individuales. Sin embargo, entiendo que el departamento
atlético no promueve una cultura de equipo basada en la intimidacion ni en la adhesion
obligatoria a practicas cuestionables, y exige que todos los estudiantes-atletas reciban un trato
justo por parte de los entrenadores, el personal de apoyo y los comparieros. En estas
circunstancias, entiendo que se espera que los estudiantes-atletas demuestren un nivel de
altruismo que promueva los objetivos del equipo.
