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THE JAY-HAWKERS

Mr. Leo Cole was born on March 27, 1913, in the Harmony
settlement, nine miles north of Kinder, La. His parents were
William and Emma Cole, and his grandparents were William
and Angelina Cox Wrinkle Cole. Mr. Leo told the writers of
“Looking Back At Kinder”, a story that his grandfather had
told him about the Jay-Hawkers, a band of outlaws, that
consisted mostly of deserters from the army, and criminals
who rode together during the civil war to rob older people that
stayed home from the war.

The Cole family always remembered the day the Jay-
Hawkers came to rob Grandfather William Cole. The outlaws
had spies, both men and women, that would find out some
way about the valuables the people in the area had, and
would notify the criminals of their information. Grandfather
Cole had five hundred dollars buried in his smokehouse on his
property . The Jay-Hawkers tied Grandfather Cole on a horse
and put a rope around his neck, then threatened to hang him
if the money wasn’t dug up and given to them. The money
was dug up and Grandfather Cole was set free. The Jay-
Hawkers burned down three big barns of corn then drove off
all the stock. The group of out-laws terrorized the area by
robbing the settiers who worked hard to make a honest living.
The Jay-Hawkers had a camp on the river, near what is now
the Pine Nursery at the Cole Settlement.

After the Civil War was over, the south banded together to
hunt down the Jay-Hawkers. Two of the gang were caught at
Valentine Simmons home past the Cole Settiement where
they were shot and buried on the road. Later on, some women
came to dig up the bodies of the men, and they took them by
wagon to a place near Elizabeth, La., to rebury them. Some of
the out-laws were buried near Longville, La. also.
