Hike the scenic trails that surround the lodge.  Or book an optional excursion, like flightseeing 

or rafting on the Nenana River.  Overnight at Denali Park Village embracing the natural beauty 

and rich history of Alaska and home to a marketplace designed to be reminiscent of a historic 

mining town complete with individually themed shops. 

 

Day 11:  The morning is open for optional excursions, with a guided wilderness hike 

and meeting the sled-racing dogs of the Husky Homestead among the possibilities.  

After a scenic motor coach ride to Talkeetna, you will board the glass-domed railcars 

of the Wilderness Express train providing a spectacular 360-degree view for the 

journey to Anchorage.
