Tonight’s evening 

entertainment is under the stars and on the water for dinner and show aboard the General 

Jackson Showboat.  Here you will experience some of Nashville’s premiere country musicians 

and singers, beautiful Christmas scenery, and the colorful costumes that accentuate and set 

the stage for these exceptional country voices and bona-fide country pickers.  

 

Saturday, Dec 5: Nashville, TN (B) 

Today we’re off to Nashville’s premier historic site, The Hermitage, was once home to our 7th U.S. President, 

Andrew Jackson, from 1804 until his death in 1845.  Remodeled by Jackson after a fire destroyed much of 
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it in 1837, the mansion, in which more than 80 percent of the object are original to Jackson’s lifetime.  On 

the acres surrounding the mansion are the humble log homes where the enslaved community lived and 

where the Jackson family first settled.  After our visit, we will have time to relax at our hotel and take a ride 

of the Delta Flatboats.  This evening, we are off to the Grand Ole Opry to see the show! 

 

Sunday, Dec 6: Nashville, TN to Rockford, IL (B,D)
