Collection Guidelines

v’ Garbage carts, recycling carts, and extra
bags, should be AT LEAST 4 FEET AWAY
from each other and any other object

v’ Place the carts within 4 FEET of the curb
v The short metal bar must face the street
v' LID MUST BE CLOSED to prevent spillage

v’ Place containers curbside the night
prior to your collection day

v’ Larger boxes need to be broken down
small enough to fit in the recycling

container
Trash & Recycllng Container Placement

4 Feet minimum
between containers
& other obstruction:

Blue Lid Container
(Trash Only)

Yellow Lid Container
Recyclables Only)

Yard Waste cannot be mixed with trash or
recycling. Yard waste, including leaves, grass
clippings, brush, shrubs, and Christmas trees must
go to an approved yard waste recycling facility.
