Anyone wishing to grow in their faith, 
strengthen their personal relationship 
with God and become engaged with their 
Christian community. This retreat weekend 
includes a strong Catholic emphasis in the 
talks plus a sacramental presence of the 
Eucharist and Reconciliation. Non-Catholics 
are welcome to attend.

The weekend is a time of adult renewal held 
separately for men and woman, 18 years of 
age or older. It is intended for anyone looking 
to live life more fully as an adult Christian.
