Dancing in the Dark

I n 1931, Arthur Schwartz and Howard Dietz

collaborated to write the song "Dancing in
the Dark.” It's said that the lyrics are primarily about
how we feel our way through life, not sure where life
is leading us and wondering why we're here. There are
many who feel they are "dancing in the dark.”

The Scriptures this week promise that God will
shepherd us through difficult times, particularly when
we feel lost amid uncertain choices we must make.
Consequently, we are tempted to look for signs about
what to do—paying attention to billboards, hoping
a tune on the radio will give an answer, opening the
Bible at random and pointing to a verse, multiplying
prayers in hope of a sudden revelation.

The reality is that God does speak to us, but usually
in the silence, in the quiet moments of a busy day.

At times, it may be when we begin to second-quess
ourselves and realize we are becoming the sort of
person we do not want to become. God's voice may
be camouflaged in our emotions, helping us recognize
how our fears may be calling us to trust in him, or

in our anxieties that move us to face the futility of a
relationship. He might be calling us through friends
who offer advice contrary to what we think, yet
persistently insisting we face what we do not wish to
see, Itis in the silence that we begin to move from
dancing in the dark to marching in sync with a divine
rhythm. @

The Holy Bible constantly reminds us of the loving unbroken care of God towards human persons. He
created everything for man and for his well being. He sent his messengers constantly to look after his
people. He is our Father, caretaker and protector. The image of God as the shepherd of his people has a
long tradition in the history of God's people. This image of the shepherd which appears several times in the
Mew Testament shows us the care and concern of God in Jesus. We have the popular images of lesus the
Good Shepherd carrying a sheep over his shoulders, or we have a smiling lesus sitting under a tree, with a
little lamb on his lap. This image of the shepherd appeals to us because it shows the tenderness of Jesus and
his compassion. A shepherd generally walked ahead of the sheep seeking out a safe path taking them to the
pastures, water and shelter. The sheep followed him, because they recognized his voice, and they trusted
him. An image of lesus as a Good Shepherd is reassuring us that he is always our support on our journey
through life. When we encounter difficulties in our life's path and face serious problems the presence of Jesus
the Good Shepherd reassures us that we are not abandoned, that Jesus is supporting and holding us up. In
the Gospel of today Jesus takes pity on the people and feels that they are like the sheep without Shepherd,
indicating their helplessness. In the ordinary world, the type of leadership varies depending on the situation,
be it political, military, institutional or sports. In Jesus we have a leader of a unique type. He was a person
who was people oriented with human concern at the same time with divine understanding. He leads people
by being with them and at the same time shows the way through his care and concern. Mark tells us that
people were going and coming constantly and they had no time for anything even to eat. For Jesus the
religious leader's life is a series of goings from the presence of people to the presence of God and back
again.

Dear Padre,

What does it mean to call the pope infallible?

Jesus established the Church, gave Peter a special place in it,
and promised that the powers of evil would never overcome
the Church (see Matthew 16:13-19). This promise indicates
that Jesus would not allow the Church to be misled in essential
matters of faith or morals. In these matters, lesus grants the
gift of infallibility...not only to the pope, but to the bishops and
the faithful in union with the pope.

The pope speaks infallibly when he teaches ex cathedra ("from the chair”) as the leader of the whole Church,
expressly defining doctrine as a matter of faith or morals (see Catechism of the Catholic Church, 891). The pope
has done this only once in the past one hundred years, when he declared the dogma of the Assumption of Mary.

The Church’s understanding of infallibility reflects our Catholic belief that God will not allow evil to lead the
Church astray. It helps us to distinguish what is essential from what is not. A clear understanding of infallibility
and its limits may be seen as a safeguard against the misuse of authority. Understoad in this manner, infallibility
is another gift the Lord gave to the Church, ®
