Yet somehow, God brings us to where we
are, as if we've been sent as the Twelve
were sent to overcome evil and bring
about healing, even though no one ever
asked if it was what we wanted. Wherever
we are, it is there that we have been
chosen to become holy, The Letter to the
Ephesians tells us that God chose us, even
before the world began to unfold, chose us
to be holy, to be the presence of God in all
that comes our way. ®

1t is throuwgh our transparent Chirstian lives that we must shiow, through our
own actions, the love, mercy, and concem of Jesus for the people around us. Jncewe are baptized,
Jesus is calling us inouwr working and living emvironment to evangdize, to invite people to know, love,
serve, and follow Jesus for the rest of our lives. An important part of evangelism is the simple act of
inviting a friend or family member o join us in worship. This is where reconciliation between persons and
God is mostlikely to take place. We do not have to commit verbal assault on someone with our
convictions! & simple invitation, offered out of a loving and joyful heart, is the mostpowerful evangdisfc
message of all. Realization of our dignity as children of God should change our oullook on life. We are to
be children filled with love, rather than selfishness and disobedience. We are o respect our brothers and
sisters in Christ. As Gods children, we should live lives of absolute frustin the goodness of our Heavenly
Father, Who knows what is best forus. The realization thatwe are the children of God should bring us
great comfort, peace and joy—even in ourworst moments. Itis in the Church—principally through the seven
Sacraments—that our Divine adoption is made possible. We are chosen by God in Christ, we are baplized
into Christ's death and Christ's Church, or Mystical Body., We are healed by Jesus' forgiveness, and we
are nourshed at the Eucharstictable, receiving Jesus' Body and Blood as our Food and Drink. Today,

Dear Padre,

Does praying to the saints really do any good?

Prayer can connect us, however mysteriously, to those who have
gone before us in faith. If prayer can change people, opening them

to God's grace and healing, then surely the saints and our deceased
loved ones can facilitate similar healing from their communion at
God's right hand. Such prayer also calls us, however subtly, to the
central mystery that we also shall one day die and be a part of that
communion. Thus, even as we seek the intercession of the saints for
our earthly cares, such prayer reminds us that the fire of our own lives
is being consumed daily, and that each of us will inevitably receive a
call to death when it becomes God's will.

When Sr. Thea Bowman (1937-1990)—brilliant, creative, beautiful, and passionately alive—was diagnosed with
cancer, she wondered how to pray. "I didn't know if | should pray for healing or death. Then, | found peace in
praying for what my folks call ‘God's perfect will’ As it evolved, my prayer became ‘Lord, let me live until | die.'
By that | mean | want to live, love, and serve fully until death comes. If that prayer is answered, | am able to
truly live until | die. How long really doesn't matter.” ®
