Kulang ang pag-unawa ng mga Pilipi-
no sa sitwasyon ng Scarborough Shoal. Oras
na para bigyang liwanag ang maraming kali-
tuhan tungkol dito at kung ano ang desisyon
ng 2016 South China Sea Arbitration Tribunal
tungkol dito.

Bago ang lahat, MALI ang katagang
PCA ruling na sinasabi ng mga pulitiko at ng
mainstream media dahil ang PCA ay isang
REGISTRY lamang ng South China Sea Arbi-
tration Tribunal.

1. Ang soberanya ng Scarborough
Shoal ay pinagtatalunan ng Pilipinas at China.

2. Sa desisyon ng South China Sea
Tribunal noong 2016, ang Scarborough Shoal
ay legally classified na isang “bato” at hindi
isang “isla.” Ito ay nasa Paragraph 554 ng 2016
South China Sea Arbitration decision (Award).

Ang pinagkaiba ng isang legally “bato”
at legally “island” ay ang mga sumusunod:

a) ang isang legally classified na ‘is-
land” ay pwedeng magkaroon ng 12NM terri-
torial sea, 200NM exclusive economic zone,
contiguous zone, at continental shelf;

b) ang isang legally classified na bato
ay meron lang 12NM territorial sea at internal
waters.

3. Ang Scarborough Shoal ay may da-
lawang parte ng katubigan:

a) Ang lagoon (Area A)

b) Ang 12NM territorial sea mula sa
baseline ng Scarborough Shoal (Area B)

4. Ang soberanya ng Scarborough
Shoal ay disputed. Walang bansa ang may in-
ternational recognition na may de jure sover-
eignty sa Scarborough Shoal. Ang China ang
may “effective occupation.” Ang “effective oc-
cupation” ay isang kondisyon para magkaroon
ka ng de jure sovereignty. Ang Tsina ay may
DE FACTO na soberanya sa shoal.

5. Ang pagkakamali ng Pilipinas ay in-
alis ng administrasyong Aquino ang mga barko
ng PH sa lagoon dahil ito ang payo ng mga
Amerikano. Isinulat ko sa aking libro ang tung-
kol sa ibang landas na dapat tinahak ng admin-
istrasyong Aquino na maaaring magresulta sa
isang anyo ng joint sovereignty arrangements
sa Scarborough Shoal, katulad ng joint sover-
eignty ng Spain at France sa Pheasant Island.

6. Sa South China Sea Tribunal, ang
ipinaglaban ng Pilipinas ay HINDI ang sobera-
nya sa Scarborough Shoal kundi ang tradition-
al fishing rights ng mga Filipino fishermen sa
SURROUNDING WATERS ng Scarborough
Shoal. Ito ay ang area B sa larawan, pati na
rin sa katubigan mula sa surrounding waters at
palabas dito. Ito ay mga katubigan sa PALIGID
LAMANG at hindi sa LOOB ng Scarborough
Shoal.

Ito ay napakahalagang maintindihan ng mga
Pilipino:

Ang Paragraph 761 ng 2016 South
China Sea Arbitration decision ay patungkol sa
“traditional fishing rights” sa “surrounding wa-
ters” (Area B) at hindi sa lagoon (Area A).

”

Ang “surrounding waters
ay ang 12NM territorial sea ng
Scarborough Shoal.

8. Kinilala ng 2016 South
China Sea tribunal na ang mga
mangingisdang Filipino, Chinese,
at maging ang mga Vietnames
ay LAHAT may ‘traditional fishing
rights” sa surrounding waters ng
Scarborough Shoal. Ito ay maba-
basa sa Paragraph 761 ng de-
sisyon:

“Even as several States
have claimed sovereignty over
Scarborough Shoal, there is ev-
idence that the surrounding wa-
ters have continued to serve as
traditional fishing grounds for fish-
ermen, including those from the
Philippines, Viet Nam, and China
(including from Taiwan).”

Una, ang Pilipinas ay hin-
di maaaring mag-demand ng ‘tra-
ditional fishing rights” sa lagoon
(Area A). Walang ‘“traditional fish-
ing rights” sa lagoon ang ni-rec-
ognize ng 2016 South China Sea
Arbitration decision. Ang Area A ay
maaaring ituring na “internal wa-
ters” ng Scarborough Shoal. Ang
China ay may de facto sovereign-
ty sa Scarborough Shoal. At dahil
dito lehitimo ang pag-exclude ng
mga ibang mangingisda sa lagoon
ng Scarborough Shoal. Kung gusto
ng Pilipinas na makapangisda sa
LAGOON, dapat nitong patunayan
sa International Court of Justice na
may soberanya ang Pilipinas sa
Scarborough Shoal.

lkalawa, hindi maaaring
pigilan ng China ang mga mang-
ingisdang Pilipino na mangisda sa
labas ng Scarborough Shoal (Area
B). It doesn’t matter if China rec-
ognizes the 2016 South China Sea
Arbitration or not. Ang tradition-
al fishing rights ay PRIBADONG
KARAPATAN ng mga mangingis-
dang Filipino. At ito ay protektado
ng customary international law.

Ikatlo, dapat ay maging
malinaw ang Pilipinas kung saan
hindi pinapayagang mag-operate
ang mga mangingisdang Pilipino.
Kung ito ay sa LAGOON (Area A),
ang desisyon ng 2016 South China
Sea Tribunal ay hindi kinikilala ang
ganoong karapatan. Kung ito ay sa
SURROUNDING WATERS (Area
B), ito lamang ang maaaring igiit
na naaayon sa desisyon ng 2016
South China Sea Arbitration.

= Anunsyo ni Sara Duterte sa FIagkapangulo

Sa muling pag-ugong ng usapin sa 2028, naging sentro ng pambansang tal-
akayan ang anunsyo ni Sara Duterte ng kanyang planong pagtakbo sa pagkapan-
gulo. Para sa ilan, ito ay inaasahang hakbang—isang pagpapatuloy ng impluwen-
siya at pangalang matagal nang may bigat sa pambansang pulitika. Para sa iba
naman, isa itong hamon sa direksiyong tatahakin ng bansa sa susunod na mga taon.

Hindi maikakaila na ang apelyidong Duterte ay may malalim
na marka sa kontemporaryong politika. Ngunit higit sa pangalan, ang
mas mahalagang tanong ngayon ay: ano ang malinaw na plataporma?
Sa panahon ng tumitinding isyu sa ekonomiya, trabaho, presyo ng bili-
hin, pambansang seguridad, at soberanya, ang mga botante ay naghah-
anap ng higit pa sa personalidad—hinahanap nila ang konkretong plano.

Ang pagtakbo sa pagkapangulo ay hindi lamang pagpapaki-
ta ng popularidad. Ito ay panata ng pamumuno sa gitna ng krisis at pag-
babago. Ang sinumang naghahangad mamuno ay dapat maglatag ng mali-
naw na tindig sa mahahalagang usapin: paano palalakasin ang ekonomiya?
Paano poprotektahan ang interes ng bansa sa harap ng tensiyong panla-
bas? Paano titiyakin ang transparency at pananagutan sa pamahalaan?

Sa isang banda, may mga tagasuporta na naniniwalang ang kanyang
karanasan sa pambansang posisyon ay sapat na paghahanda. Sa kabil-
ang banda, may mga kritiko na humihiling ng mas detalyadong paliwan-
ag sa mga isyung bumalot sa nakaraan at sa kanyang pananaw sa hinaharap.

Ang mahalaga ngayon ay ang kalidad ng diskurso. Ang anunsyo ay sim-
ula pa lamang ng mas masinsing pagsusuri. Hindi dapat mauwi ang usapan sa
personalan o blind loyalty. Sa halip, dapat itong maging pagkakataon para sa mas
mataas na antas ng debate—batay sa datos, polisiya, at malinaw na direksiyon.

Sa huli, ang desisyon ay nasa taumbayan. Ang pagtakbo sa pagkapangu-
lo ay karapatan; ang pagpili ng mamumuno ay kapangyarihan ng mamamayan.
Ang anunsyo ni Sara Duterte ay nagbukas ng panibagong kabanata—ngunit ang
magiging wakas nito ay nakasalalay sa kung paano niya mahihikayat ang publiko
hindi lamang sa pangalan, kundi sa malinaw at matibay na plano para sa bayan.

PH, US team up to boost nuclear energy bid in domestic economy

MANILA — Philippine
and United States officials,
along with private sector
representatives, on Monday
signed three memoranda of
understanding (MOUs) to
support nuclear energy devel-
opment.

The Philippines aims to
include nuclear power in its
energy mix while increasing
renewable energy’s share of
total capacity to 35 percent by
2030 and 50 percent by 2040.

One MOU, signed by
the US Trade and Develop-
ment Agency and the Manila
Electric Company (Meralco),
provides USD2.7 million for
a feasibility study on deploy-
ing US-designed small mod-
ular reactors (SMRs) in the
country.

The study will begin
this year and is expected to
be completed within 12 to 18
months, Meralco PowerGen
Corporation (MGEN) pres-

ident and chief executive of-
ficer (CEO) Emmanuel Rubio
said after the signing.

Meralco chairman and
CEO Manuel Pangilinan said
the company is considering
deploying 150-megawatt
SMRs starting in 2035.

“When finalized, this
work will provide a path-
way for the deployment of
safe and secure advanced
US nuclear technologies that
will deepen ties between our
two countries for decades to
come,” the US government
fact sheet said.

The two other MOUs
involve agreements between
the Philippine-American Ed-
ucational Foundation and
the Technical Education and
Skills  Development  Au-
thority, and between Philip-
pine-American  Educational
Foundation-Fulbright ~ Phil-
ippines and Aboitiz Power
Corporation, to develop spe-

cialized vocational and high-
er education curricula for the
civil nuclear industry.

Energy Secretary Sha-
ron Garin said investors are
expected to formalize their
interest once the Department
of Energy, Energy Regulato-
ry Commission, Department
of Environment and Natural
Resources, and Philippine
Atomic Energy Regulatory
Authority release the applica-
tion guidelines.

“We’re ready by this
year. If somebody applies,
that’s our target, all agencies
will be ready to accept appli-
cations,” she said in an inter-
view.

Ann Ganzer, Principal
Deputy Assistant Secretary
at the Bureau of Arms Con-
trol and Nonproliferation of
the US Department of State,
said the Philippines has been
among the first partners in the
US Foundational Infrastruc-

ture for Responsible Use of
Small Modular Reactor Tech-
nology (FIRST) Program
since 2021.

She said energy cooper-
ation strengthens the US-Phil-
ippine alliance, and the US
“government is committed to
taking a leading role in sup-
porting the Philippines as a
steadfast friend and partner
on the path to adopting nucle-
ar energy.”

“The United States is
fully dedicated to supporting
the Philippines through a com-
prehensive whole-of-gov-
ernment approach, working
hand-in-hand with our close
ally to achieve lasting energy
security in every way we can.
These critical steps towards
achieving the Philippines'
ambitious goals, and I un-
derscore it, the United States
is here to support the Philip-
pines every step of the way,”
she said. (PNA)

He noted that Phil-
Health continues to enhance
its benefit packages, stream-
line processes, and improve
partnerships with healthcare

providers to make services
more responsive and accessi-
ble.

With this year’s
theme, “Ka-YAKAP ang Pil-
ipino sa Kalusugang Segu-
rado,” the state health insur-
er underscored its focus on
strengthening primary care
benefits, expanding coverage
for high-cost illnesses, and
ensuring that members—espe-
cially vulnerable sectors—are
adequately supported.

It also called on
members, healthcare pro-
viders, and stakeholders to
work together in advancing
the goals of the NHIP and in
building a health system that is
efficient, fair, and trustworthy
for every Filipino.

To further improve
services for patients with se-
vere heart conditions, the
PhilHealth and the Philippine
Heart Center (PHC) reaffirmed
their commitment to strength-
ening cardiovascular care
during the 7th Annual Summit
2026, focused on the Open

Heart Z Benefit Package.

Mercado  empha-
sized that the partnership plays
a crucial role in guaranteeing
that patients who require heart
surgery receive comprehen-
sive financial coverage under
the expanded Z Benefit Pack-
age.

“Our strong and
productive collaboration with
the Philippine Heart Center
ensures that every Filipino
in need of heart surgery can
access quality and affordable
medical services,” Mercado
said.

The Open Heart Z
Benefit Package covers com-
plex and high-cost medical
conditions, including selected
cardiovascular  procedures,
providing substantial financial
risk protection to members
and their families.

In 2025, PhilHealth
increased the package rates for
Coronary Artery Bypass Graft
(CABG), Closure of Ventricu-
lar Septal Defect (VSD), and
Total Correction of Tetralogy
of Fallot (TOF).

The CABG now
ranges from PHP660,000
to PHP960,000, up from
PHP550,000; the VSD rang-
es from PHP498,000 to
PHP614,000, up from the pre-
vious PHP250,000; and the
TOF costs up to PHP614,000,
previously at PHP320,000.

The Heart Valve
Repair and Replacement
Z Benefits Package covers
PHP642,000 to PHP810,000,
while  cardiac  rehabilita-
tion packages are worth
PHP15,000 for adults and
PHP6,500 for children.

Patients with rheu-
matic fever or rheumatic heart
disease undergoing treatment
may also enroll in the outpa-
tient benefit package under
PhilHealth  Circular 2019-
0005.
