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Our guest today was the Principal of Handy Middle School, Jake Voisine. Mr. Voisine spoke on a new program at Handy Middle School,
called New Tech Network (NTN). Middle school is pivotal in establishing a strong academic pipeline because disengagement from school
that leads to dropping out begins in middle school. Increased student engagement has been demonstrated to increase the likelihood of
graduating high school and enrolling in college.

NTN is one of the fastest growing school networks, with a proven approach for student success, by providing support to every demographic
and community type. Some of the ways they accomplish this is:

Culture that Empowers

By making learning relevant and creating a collaborative learning culture, students become connected to, engaged with, and challenged
by their school, their teachers and their peers

Through project-based learning, students become problem-solvers
