The State of Indiana was traced around a
redal that | had gotten from a high school band competition, the call letters were done with a
cheap stencil from a dime store, the typing was done on my father's old Royal portable typewriter,
and the colors were done with colored pencils dipped in water.

This particular Q5L Card was furmnished by Cowan Publishing Company, the

publisher of CQ Magazine. | was the first FiW Editor of that publication and held
that position from 1971 until 1973

This was the "company” Q5L card that Collins Radio Company supplied to any
employee who held an amateur radio license during the penod that | worked for
them. WASSTI was the additional station call that | held from 1967 until 1974

Multiple Call QSL Card

This is the Q5L that | used during the early to mid 1970s. It has all three of my
call signs. WWAANLI was the additional call sign that | obtained when | went off to
college a Georgia Tech in 1962, After | came to Richardson, Texas, in 1967, |
transferred the station location to my mother-in-law's house in the Capitol View
section of Atlanta. The WASSTI call was current and licensed to Richardson and
the K3STH call was licensed to my parent's house in LaPorte, Indiana.



Plastic QSL Card

Before he got into the licensing game, ¥W5Y| got started in Richardson, Texas,
printing Q5L cards. As a "gimmick”, he stared producing pastic cards in the
shape of your state and of the United States. He used calls from the Richardson
Wireless Klub for his samples.

‘When the
FCC did away with additional call signs in the mid-19705 and forced you to have a callin the area
in which you resided, | was "awarded” this call. In 1996 | was able to regam my original call,
KOSTH, which | now use. The cartoon character is "Seymour”. He was the subject of a cartoon
strip that | drew for various campus publications when | was a student at Georgia Tech during the
mid-1960s.
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WAA4MLI

This isthe Q5L card that | had printed when | first got my additional station license as WaA4MLI in
Aflanta, Georgia. The station location was the Phi Kappa Sigma Fraternity house on the Georgia
Tech carmpus. The particular card in the photo was sent to KSDZE (how WHDT) in Michigan City,
Indiana. Alan sent me a scan of this card which | used for well over 2 years while | was living at
the fraternity house.
