In 1999-2000, when the EnviroScape was purchased, the percent of pollution from factories was 40% in S.C. The other 60% of pollutants found in the surface water came from unregulated sources (homes, farms, golf courses, etc.).

In 2003-2004, the percent of pollution from factories is 10% in S.C. The other 90% of pollutants found in the surface water came from unregulated sources.
