HOW DO I GET THERE?

From the South: Take I-5 North to Exit #21 - Woodland/Cougar. Turn
left at the light, pass under the highway and follow Goering St. through
the old town of Woodland. Turn right on Robbin St., then left on Dale
St. which becomes Loves Ave. The Playhouse is on the right-hand side,
on the corner of Loves and Hoffman Street.

From the North: Take I-5 South to Exit #21 - Woodland/Cougar. Follow
the frontage road past all the stores and Napa Auto Parts. When the road
forks, bear right and follow Goering St. through the old town of
Woodland. Turn right on Robbin St., then left on Dale St. which
becomes Loves Ave. The Playhouse is on the right-hand side, on the
corner of Loves and Hoffman Street.

WHERE DO I PARK?
Street parking is free and usually easy to find.

WHEN DO THE DOORS OPEN?

Our front doors open promptly 30 minutes before performance time.

IS THE THEATER WHEELCHAIR ACCESSIBLE?
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Of course! Thanks to a generous grant, we have a lovely wheelchair ramp that accesses a side entrance of the Playhouse. As
you arrive, an usher will lead the way through our patio and guide you to your seat for the performance.

ARE THERE REFRESHMENTS?

During our preshow time and intermission, feel free to step into our new Lobby to stretch your legs and enjoy a
beverage or snack. Most items are only $2. We now offer Beer and Wine which are $5 and $6. Please bring your valid ID to
present to our Server.
