Impact of poverty on families
Families without adequate income face
daily hardships including hunger, poor
housing conditions, lack of health care,
forgone doctor visits, and more.

Impact of poverty on the community
Poverty statistically lowers student
achievement and workforce readiness,
leads to higher health insurance premiums
for everyone and to increased crime and
rising costs of criminal justice.

The need for extra assistance during the
holiday season is particularly great
because of the additional demand
placed on all relief agencies.
