Frequently Asked Questions

Are greyhounds hyperactive and re-
quire a lot of exercise?

Greyhounds are bred to be sprinters, requiring
little exercise compared to other dog breeds.
They prefer to spend most of their time on a
comfortable bed. A 20-minute walk once a
day is usually enough if you do not have a fully
enclosed area for them to run and play.

Can greyhounds be let off-leash?

No. A greyhound’s instinct is to chase, and
with their top speed of 45 MPH, they can be
nearly impossible to catch and may not listen
to commands during the excitement. They
must always be in a fenced area when off-
leash.

Why do greyhounds wear muzzles?
Are they aggressive?

Generally, greyhounds are very gentle dogs.
They wear muzzles as a precaution when rac-
ing to prevent accidental injuries from nip-
ping due to the excitement of the chase. Of-
ten, families with more than one dog continue
using a muzzle for the same reason.

Are greyhounds house trained?

Greyhounds are kennel trained, which means
they keep their sleeping area clean and know
to relieve themselves outside on a regimented
schedule. Having never been in a house, they
will need to be taught where it is acceptable
to relieve themselves.

How big are greyhounds?

Greyhounds typically weigh between 50
and 80 Ibs. and are between 27" and 30"
tall at the shoulders. Some greyhounds
can be larger or smaller. Females tend to
be smaller than males.

How healthy are greyhounds?

Because greyhounds have been bred for
performance, they are a generally healthy
breed. They are not prone to hip dysplasia
like many dogs their size. The most com-
mon problems seen are possibly arthritis
in older dogs and periodontal disease.
